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ACTIVATING BECEJ'S SALASHES AT THE TOURIST MARKET'
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Abstract. There are 50 permanently inhabited farms in the area of the municipality of Becej, with a certain number
of accommodating units at their disposal that could be included into tourist program. This paper presents the results
collected in the market research about the understanding of salashes and “salash” tourism in Vojvodina, about the
knowledge of salash in the municipality of Becej, as well as the interest of potential tourists in visiting and staying
at these salashes. The main goal of this research was to establish the steps that would contribute to activating
Becdej's salashes for tourism purposes, and to determine the context of accompanying programs that would be
interesting to potential tourists and attractive when they choose a farm as a place to relax.

Key words: market research, consumers, traditional salash (farm), tourism, transition, the municipality of Bece;j.
Introduction

The municipality of Becej is situated in the far east of Backa, on the right bank of
Tisa River, practically in the heart of Vojvodina. The municipality of Be¢ej borders the
following municipalities: in the north with Ada, in the west with Mali Ido§ and Backa
Topola, in the south with Srbobran and Zabalj. Tisa River and its former bed, cut off from
the current bed by regulatory interventions, make the eastern border of the municipality of
Bedej”. According to 2002 census, the municipality has 40,987 inhabitants living in six
villages: Becej, Backo Gradiste, Backo Petrovo Selo, Radicevi¢, MileSeva and Poljanice.
The composition of the population is multinational; the majorities are Hungarians (49%) and
Serbs (41%) (http://www.becej.rs/docs/Becej.pdf).

Of the total area of the municipality (48.653 ha), agricultural areas include 42.538
ha or 87.4%. All other areas encompass 6115 ha or 12.6%. Besides being present in a large
percentage, agricultural areas are characterized by a high percentage of fertile soil types -
“Cernozem” (dark soil) and "livadska crnica” (meadow-black land) (www.becej.co.yu;
Economic Development Strategy for the municipality of Becej, 2006). Agricultural
production has a long tradition and high-yield results considering the fertility of land.
Thanks to the benefits for the development of agricultural production, salashes, as specific
facility for housing, have been developed in the agricultural areas of the municipality.
Besides its regular functions, salashes can be successfully used for the development of so-
called “salash” tourism (type of rural tourism).

Salash tourism represent a specific market nisha of rural tourism. Rural tourism has
not so long tradition in Serbia. It was started from 1970’s, and it gradually develope as a
specific tourist product which offer elements of rural environment, nature, traditional
hospitality and life values of local people. Rural tourism represents factor of economic

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development and raising standard of living in rural communities (Togopouh M., Bjessarn
XK., 2008; Borto G., 2002). Tourist offer of rural tourism has unique values which can be use
successfuly. Specific tourist product of this destination must emphasize authenticity,
uniqueness and the role of local factors (IlItetuh C., llumuuesuh [1., 2008; CrankoB VY.,
2007; dparuhiesuh B., 2007).

Salas tradition in the municipality of Becej

Salashes are very particular social phenomenon in the Pannonian region
symbolizing former combat of the local peasants with endless plain. Three main elements
determine the essence of the farm: work, housing and field. The term '"salash" means a
dwelling house with the economic buildings and garden, where people live permanently or
occasionally, and their existence is based on their own agricultural production. In the past
salash had been a temporary residence of farmers and stockbreeders that eventually turned
into residences (Agancku P., 1994).

There are no accurate data on the construction of the first salashes and life on them,
but it is assumed that more frequent construction of salashes were in 19th century. First
salashes were in form of small houses made of earth with a reedy roof. These salash houses
were low, usually with small windows and uncomfortable for housing, although the whole
family lived in there (foto 1). In the extension of the dwelling house there were stables for
large and small cattle, and well sweep was in front of the farm. These uncomfortable houses
gradually were being replaced by more comfortable ones, and already in the late 19th
century salash houses were made of adobe and brick (I"'aspuh B., 1994).

The golden age of salashes was the period between the 1890th and 1910th when
agricultural fields of Becej have 638 registered salashes. Density ratio of salashes and
agricultural land were good and amounted to 55 cadastral acres of agricultural land per
salash. At that time, Becej had 8 windmills, 7 watermils and 4 “Carda” (traditional marquee)
deployed by major roads (I"aBpuh b., 1994).

Nowadays, at the area of the municipality of Becej, there are far less number of
salashes than there were in the early 20th century. It is caused by changes in agricultural
production (the appearance of tractors and other machinery), fragmentation of agricultural
holdings, migration of population to cities and employment in factories, as well as by
measures of the state policy implemented in 1946, in the form of confiscation of salashes,
and in 1970s, in the form of land consolidation (ILlehepor B., JIykuh A., Bopheruh A.,
2007).

In 1961, on the salashes lived 902 households with 2,666 members, in 1971, there
were 690 households with 2157 members, but after the land consolidation left only 196
households (LJapuh H., 1984). According to the agricultural cooperative in Becej, 735
salashes were destroyed in the land consolidation and only 250 of them left. Also, the
agricultural cooperative in Becej has the information that the municipality now has 50 "live"
salashes with permanent residential population (The Agricultural Cooperative in Becej -
internal data).

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Permanently settled salashes in the municipality of Becej are in relatively good
condition, as far as residential areas and economic buildings (foto 2). The lack of electricity
and water supply using wells diminishes the value of these salashes as a facilities for the
reception of tourists. On the other hand, there are salashes in form of modern buildings in a
good condition (made of quality materials, with the electric power, the latest machinery for
agriculture, well-kept stables with horses, etc.) that are ready to accept tourists. Among
modern salashes, two can be singled out “Salash of Porde Raki¢” and “Salash of Deak
Tibor”.

The research on the potential tourists' preferences
Tasks and objectives of the research

Three main tasks of this research are to determine:
1. the familiarization of potential tourists with salashes and “salash” tourism in
Vojvodina, based on the questionnaire formed for the purpose of the research,

2. their knowledge of salashes in the municipality of Becej and

3. the level of interest of visit and stay at Becej's salashes.

The main purpose of this study is to determine what are the measures that should be
taken to activate BeCej's salashes for tourism purposes and to determine forms of tourism
offer that would be interesting and attractive for potential tourists who choose to stay on
salash.

Research instrument and the procedure

The instrument used for the research was questionnaire created by the authors. The
questionnaire included 15 questions, divided into 3 parts. The first part deals with the
demographic structure of the sample. The second part of the questionnaire is related to
general issues on salashes, ,salash® tourism and the knowledge of salashes in the
municipality of Becej. The third part of the questionnaire investigated the views and
opinions of respondents about desirable offer to tourists.

The research included 50 persons using random sampling method and direct and
indirect
surveys (respondents have to fill out the questionnaire themselves with/without the
interviewer). Respondents who were included in the survey came from the cities that may
represent significant emitive markets for salash tourism in the municipality of Bece;.
Respondents came from following cities: Novi Sad, Beograd, Sombor, Subotica, Zrenjanin,
Kikinda, Novi Becej, and also from Bece;.

The size and structure of the sample

The research included 50 people from 8§ cities. According to the gender structure 54%
of the sample were women, and 46% were male.

Within the age groups, most of the respondents belonged to a group of 26-50 years
(42%), followed by respondents in the age group of 15-25 years (30%) and finally people
with more than 50 years, whose share in the sample was 28%.

As for the level of education, the analysis obtained the following data: there were no
respondents without formal education; with elementary school there were 14% of
respondents; with high school there were 46%; with college education there were 10% and
with university degree there were 30% of respondents. The majority of respondents were
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employed, followed by students, while retired persons were represented in a small scale in
the whole sample.

The standard of living is an important factor in tourist movement and therefore it is very
important the opinion of citizens on the amount of their standard of living. Respondents
gave the following responses: 56% think that they have a low standard of living; 42% think
that they have average living standards, while only 2% of respondents believe that they have
a high standard of living. Considering the fact that salashes can provide adequate tourist
services with moderate prices, on the one hand, and high exclusive offer based on the
uniqueness of tourist product, on the other hand, it is justified to consider this kind of
tourism appropriate for all three categories of tourists in relation to the level of their
standard of living.

Research results
The knowledge of participants about the salashes and interest to stay

Salashes are genuine keepers of the culture of rural life, work and spiritual creativity in
the Pannonian plain. Preserved ethno-social motives of salashes can be seen in the three
groups of values (material, spiritual and artistic cultural values). Their value and authenticity
can be presented through animation within the “salash” tourist product (hypuuh H., Byksuh
C., 2005).

How our market is familiar with the offer and opportunities for the activation of salashes
for tourism purposes, what are the experiences related to staying on the salashes and what is
the level of interest for this kind of vacation are just some of the questions that determine the
interest of the market for “salash” tourism offer.

In this matter, opinions of the respondents were divided, although Vojvodina is the
most common association for respondents (38%) (figure 1). Nine of 50 respondents, or 18%
of them, had their own associations: peace, silence, excluded from the urban environment,
healthy life in nature, fertility, horses, nature, desolation and practical need for the
cultivation of land.

The knowledge of the concept of “salash” tourism by the urban population can be
said to be solid, because, as can be seen in the Figure 2, great number of respondents are
familiar with this concept (46%). Salashes, as newer type of stay and recreation for tourists,
are poorly propagated and that could justify the lack of knowledge of other respondents
(28%).

The question of staying on salash consists of a dual response, to those respondents
who visited salash before (if so, with whom?). For this question, we learn that the number of
respondents who stayed on salash (68%) is much higher than those that have never been to
salash (32%) (figure 3). Further analysis revealed that most of them visited friends who have
salash, during the holidays and or on a field trip. There were 47% of these respondents.
These respondents are followed by respondents who were on salash with family, most of
them were visiting relatives who have salash. There were 38% of these respondents. There
was the smallest number of those who stayed on salash alone (15%).

In order to determine the interest of the urban population to stay on salashes this
segment of research was conducted. The research has found out that there are the most
respondents who are interested to spend a vacation on the farm (46%), while 36% were
undefined (answers ,,I do not know* and ,I'm not sure®) (figure 4). In order to convert
undecided respondent to active users of “salash” tourism, strong promotional activities
should be implemented in all areas of planned, continuous and professionally organized
campaign. It is also important for potential customers, to show the comparative advantages
that means staying on the salash, or emphasis placed on “originality of this destinations
with high degree ecological preservation” (bpankos J., XKyjosuh b., 2008; Oppermann M.,
1996).

An interesting fact is that there are far greater number of respondents aware that
there are salashes in the municipality of Becej (76%), compared to those who have no idea
about the existence of salashes in that area (24%) (figure 5). Sources of that knowledge are
different. The same number of respondents who learned from relatives and friends about
salashes near Becej, as well as those, who have passed this area and personally sow
salashes. Respondents who found about salashes thanks to Fantast (stayed at the hotel,
visited the facilities of the complex, and on that basis that have information about the
salashes) are represented in small number, while the smallest number is of those who found
about salashes in other ways. Other ways of informing about salashes near Becej were
television reports "Na salasu kod tata Rake", press about salashes near Becej or book "Ej,
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salasi". One part of the respondents, especially those from Becej, have sometimes lived at
salash. Based on this segment of the research we found out that the promotion of salashes
near BecCej was been very poor so far and that the municipality has not done anything on
their tourist activation.

Activation and type of offer for tourists on Becej's salashes

Under the influence of transition in Serbia's economy and strengthening the private
sector tourist activation and profiling of tourism in salashes has started. The type and extent
of services related content are very different from salash to salash, and are determined by
the level of investment by the owners, as well as experiences in dealing with the rural, or
“salash” tourism (hypumh H., Bjemar XK., 2008). The best insight into the preferred offer on
the salash can be achieved only by the research of emitive market and by testing potential
tourists about the possible forms of tourist activation of the facilities and amenities
necessary to certain segments of demand.

As shown in the Figure 6, the largest number of respondents believe that salashes
near Becej should be included in the tourism offer of Hotel Fantast (30%), they are followed
by respondents who believe that farms will be activated only if they are well equipped for
tourism (28%), and then there are respondents who believe that the better propaganda will
activate salashes (20%). Some respondents expressed their opinion saying that the following
measures are relevant for tourist activation of salsas: determining the young, capable
personnel for dealing with this kind of tourism in the municipality, granting loans for faster
development of salashes, creating an appropriate program that would attract tourists,
attracting people who are interested in salash tourism and horse-riding, showing more
reports on television about the Becej's salashes, contacting the tourist organizations that
would developed the programs for salashes and other”.

® For some parts of Vojvodina are creating special Master development plans which includ tourism and where the
proposed concrete measures and programmes of activate already existing facilities (salashes) or building and
arangement specific ecological sustainable tourist complex type of ethno village, sports complex, arangement
coastal areas etc. On the area of Backa are made Master plan of tourist complex ,,Uper Danube* which provides for
the revitalization of salashes in municipality of Sombor (project ,,Salashes on the north of Backa™) with
concretization activities in salashes and with complementary contents suitable to half day or one day tour
(Crojanosuh K., Maunuh E., 2009).
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Based on further analysis of the answers from the questionnaire we came to
interesting fact that season is not crucial factor for the stay of tourists. Because of that,
tourism offer on salashes can significantly contribute increasing tourist traffic in the
municipality, and therefore, it should be explored other motives that can keep tourist during
the whole year.

Identifying the needs of potential tourist demand is an important research step for
the creation of adequate tourism offer of Becej's salashes. For this the opinions of people are
very important. Most of them choose relaxing and gastronomic specialties (42%), then life
on salashes and participation in work on salashes (24%), and then the use of salashes for
recreation (22%) (figure 7). A significant number of respondents (12%) expressed a desire
to gladly ride horses when staying on salashes, drive a coach, visiting an organized event.
These respondents have given some ideas, though not entirely new, for the establishment of
offer on salashes.

As for the length of stay of tourists, based on respondents' answers, it can be
concluded that it would be desirable to form an offer for a weekend stay at the salash
(because 36% of respondents would choose to stay 1-3 days), but no less popular would be
seven-day package (32% of respondents would choose to stay 4-7 or more than 7 days).

The results of the urban population research are positive, because most respondents
were familiar with salash tourism and salashes in the municipality of Becej, were open for
cooperation in the research, and would stay on salashes.

Conclusion

The city and the municipalities of BeCej owe its development to typical plains
resources: fertile land, water fund, natural gas and thermal water sources. Hence, the
agriculture has taken first place in the economic rise of the municipality of Becej. Favorable
climatic conditions, closeness of the Tisa River and canal D-T-D and traditional tendency of
the population to agriculture have specific impacts.

In the agricultural fields of the municipality now exists 50 salashes with permanent
residents that with their work, culture and tradition revive the early life of peasants from
Vojvodina and represent potentially very attractive places for rest and recreation of tourists.
Until now, there were no serious private initiatives to start tourism on salashes. Promotional
activities did not give enough attention to this kind of tourism, neither by travel agents nor
by the Tourist Organization of Becej. The main tourism offer of the municipality is adopted
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“Salash of Bogdan Dunderski‘, that is, Hotel Fantast and related facilities: horse sable, sport
courts, mini-zoo-garden, chapel. All other elements of rural tourism of the municipality are
almost completely in the shadow of the Hotel Fantast. Revised requirements of tourist
demand, the continuing need for new, authentic and attractive tourism products can
contribute to change this situation and may affect the salash owners that through personal
initiative engage their salashes in tourism. The direction of these changes greatly conducive
are numerous state measures taken the last few years in the field of education of
stakeholders to provide services in rural tourism, and credits to agricultural households for
the construction and the equipment in order to provide high quality tourism services.

Explored potential tourist demand has certain knowledge and experience on
salashes and on ways of life on them and represent an important market niche for the
activation of this form of tourism. For successful activation of salashes, according to
responses of potential tourists, it is necessary to make a link in a joint offer of Hotel Fantast
and salashes, seriously deal with propaganda activities, ensure that the offer satisfy a certain
level of comfort and quality through the development and equipment on salashes, develope
content and enable tourists to practice a variety of work, recreational, gastronomic or
cultural content that is in the spirit of traditional life on salashes.

According to its importance, another element may contribute to the successful
development of salash tourism, and that the integration of other complementary content of
tourist offer of the municipality into offer of salashes. Complementary content of tourism
offer of the municipality of Becej include: fishing (Tisa, the Great Backa Channel, pond
»Becej”), hunting (low and feathery game), spa (Jodna spa from 1904), ecological (bird-
watching, ,,blooming* of the river Tisa, protect nature, organic food), sport (Youth sport
center),cultural (archaeological sites from the neolith, bronze and iron age, City museum,
baroque architecture, castle of count Rohoncy, weir on the mouth of the Great Backa
Channel in to river Tisa) and event tourism (17 events with different character).

The offer of traditional way of life and work with skillfully combination of
complementary tourist values in the area of the municipality, with the properly organized
and carried out promotional campaign, may contribute to the breach of salash offer near
Becej to tourist market. People have a desire to return to countryside, nature, traditionm
healthy food, and salashes can provide that through day, weekend or several-day trips and
through the unique experience of Vojvodina plain.
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
