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URBAN DEVELOPMENT OF PYONGIANG UNDER THE
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Abstract: In the Democratic People's Republic of Korea (DPRK), urban planning and
urban architecture reflect the interest of the working class. The goal for the working class
was to develop a specific type of urban planning, as a result of which the DPRK introduced
a socialist model of urban planning. Until the beginning of 1970, the DPRK depended on
the influence of the USSR, it wanted to go beyond that framework, especially in the field of
urban planning and architecture. In the early 1970s, Kim Il-sung presented the thesis of
Juche's idea, which encompasses all aspects of society. During the 1980s, Pyongyang was
promoted to the world as the socialist capital of the world. However, in the 21st century,
Korean architecture has noticed many changes compared to the past. In addition to
remaining faithful to rationality and monumentality, social differences were given to
special groups. Since the arrival and rise of Kim Jong-un to power, the newly built parts of
Pyongyang are reminiscent of the physiognomy of capitalist cities.
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Introduction

Pyongyang has a very important historical significance, especially in the Democratic
People's Republic of Korea (North Korea). It was the central historical city of the Korean
Peninsula and from today's perspective it also has an equally important significance.
During Japanese colonization, it served as a source of military power for the Manchurian
region. During the Korean War, there were mass air strikes on Pyongyang and it was
practically destroyed, and then it was rebuilt through a socialist project of urban recovery.
From a historical perspective, there have been many changes in the function and structure
of the city since the division of the Korean Peninsula and the introduction of socialism. A
historical overview was presented and great changes in the urban space of the city and the
construction of new monumental public buildings were pointed out.

This paper discusses how the historic city of Pyongyang was transformed into a
socialist city under the influence of the Juche of the socialist idea in the national form.
When the role and importance of the city in the North Korean society is focused, a very
special and unique understanding of this issue is imposed. The physiognomy of cities is
the main one magnificent and spectacular because it is a new nation with an alliance and
the united power of the workers, which is expressed through architecture. Recently,
Pyongyang has been focusing its efforts on the construction of new residential areas, and
these actions are aimed at increasing, facilitating and accelerating the process of
urbanization.

The paper discusses social ideology and its main principles, and also sets out a new
perspective on Pyongyang 's urban planning in the twenty - first century. Pyongyang is a
large city and from an economic perspective and a living standard perspective there is a
disparity compared to other cities in the state. Although it follows the urban planning of
socialist cities, Pyongyang is characterized by a certain uniqueness. The city could also be
a linear type of city, but could include self-sufficient living zones in residential areas.
However, with the expansion of its size, it became difficult to maintain the existing
structure of the city. In the initial phase, Pyongyang was conceived as a modern urban
center with a million inhabitants, but by the 21st century, the number of inhabitants had
almost tripled to 3 million, and thus new city development projects were realized.

This paper covers the period of urban development since 1945, when the Korean
Peninsula was divided into two states, the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea and the
Republic of Korea with two different systems, socialism and liberal democracy. The
influences of different systems were also reflected in the urban planning systems of the
two countries. Therefore, the paper presents a review of the historical development of the
city before and during the period of Japanese colonization (1910-1945) when the system
of modern urban planning was introduced. Despite the activities of the Korean Ministry of
Unification and the beginning of the development of the tourism industry, the Democratic
People's Republic of Korea is still one of the most closed countries in the world, and thus
Pyongyang, the capital, remains under a veil.

The main goal of the research is to determine, perceive and scientifically explain the
geographical, historical and geopolitical characteristics that influenced the urban
development of Pyongyang. The primary scientific goal of the research is to identify the
most significant historical and ideological factors that conditioned the transformation of
the studied city. The ultimate goal of the research is to indicate the potentials and
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limitations of the further urban development of Pyongyang, and on that basis to
determine in which direction its future development should be directed.

Material and methods

Given the specificity of the set goals, the methodological commitment in the paper is in
the function of the title of the paper. The research in this paper included three basic
phases - collecting available scientific literature on DPRK and its urban development as
well as on urban planning of socialist cities, detailed and systematic cabinet work on
classification and generalization of materials, as well as defining final scientific
conclusions, with textual and graphic design work. The scientific methods of geography
and its close discipline were used in the research, in order to arrive at a complex approach
to the studied space.

Taking into account the complexity of the problem, several methods were used in the
paper. When studying the urban development of Pyongyang, the basic approaches are
chronological and genetic-systemic. Within the methodological apparatus, the dialectical
and statistical-mathematical method were used as general scientific methods, and the
cartographic, historical, comparative, analysis, synthesis, descriptive and generalization
methods were used as special scientific methods. The application of general methods is of
particular help in determining and studying the connections and conditions of the
geographical, historical, and ideological aspects of Pyongyang’s urban development. Using
the dialectical method, as a general method of scientific knowledge, the presented urban
region is explored and understood as content-material, causal-consequential and
temporal-spatial, geographical and territorial development geographical content. By
applying the statistical-mathematical method, the state of geographical phenomena in
Pyongyang, their changes and tendencies of further development were quantified. This
method has found application in the collection, presentation, analysis and interpretation
of numerical indicators that analyze research changes.

Due to the complexity, scope and systematic nature of the research process, the study
of Pyongyang's urban development required the introduction of special scientific
methods. The cartographic method has found application in researching and displaying
the position, layout and size of architectural objects in the city of Pyongyang. The
cartographic method was used in all phases of the research, since it is closely related to
the geographical one. The attachments shown were made using satellite imagery from
www.earth.google.com in Adobe Illustrator CC 2019. The historical method explains the
significant Pyongyang in the past, especially when it comes to the origin and development
of settlements.

With the help of analysis as a method of scientific research, the studied space is
mentally analyzed and recognized on the basis of its constituent parts and their functional
connections. With the help of the method of synthesis, the elements separated for the
needs of the analysis are merged into a harmonious whole, which only as such can exist in
the geographical space. The descriptive scientific method was applied in all phases of the
study, to present the scientific results obtained by analyzing the available literature.

Generalization as a complex methodological procedure, which represents a mental
transition from individual and special to general knowledge, aimed to highlight important
elements in the spatial structure of Pyongyang of special and special significance, special
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significance and special significance of special significance and special significance. In
that way, the most concrete conclusions about the influence of the socialist idea on the
urban development of the city were reached.

Results and Discussion
Historical background

Pyongyang is the capital and largest city of the Democratic People's Republic of Korea and
has dominated the northwestern part of the Korean Peninsula for a long history.
Pyongyang is based on flat land; the name of the city comes from the Korean-Chinese
character pyongang which means flat ground.

Many large cities have a legend related to its origin, it is linked to the year 1122 BC,
although the period of the founding of Pyongyang is linked by historical sources to the 5t
century BC. According to legend, the city was founded by the god Tangun, the son of the
sun god and wolf. North Korean authorities reportedly found Tangun's tomb in 1993
(Tangun: Founder-king of Korea, 1994). Archaeological excavations in the mid-nineteenth
century in the Pyongyang area revealed the settlement of Kumtan-ni, which dates from
the Mumun period (850-550 BC) (Yeungnam Univeristy Moseum, 1999).

The city of Pyongyang was formed around the old Anhak Palace, on the east side is
the Taedong River, on the northwest side is the Pothong River. The historic city of
Pyongyang was for many years the capital of the Goguryeo dynasty (37 BC-668 AD).
During the fifth century, the capital Goguryeo was moved to Pyongyang (427-668) (Em et
al., 2021), with the development of the Anhak Palace at the foot of Mount Taesongsan
(Beckwith, 2009). The city was then conquered several times, in 1593 by the Japanese, the
Manchurians in the early 17t century and finally from the Japanese Imperialist Empire
from 1910-1945 years (Springer, 2003).

Period of Japanese colonialism (1910 - 1945)

During the period of Japanese colonial rule, the Joseon District Planning Act was passed
in 1934, the first modern law on urban planning on the Korean Peninsula (Yang & Kwack,
2014). At the center of Japanese planning in Pyongyang was the railway station and the
traffic arteries that depart from it. Fundamental changes in Pyongyang were caused by the
construction of the Kyongi Line (Nakano, 2007). With the urban development of
Pyongyang, the city's roads are connected to the railway station. Administrative buildings
of the Japanese colonial administration were built along the mentioned road.

There was a coal mine near Pyongyang, so a strong industrial location was formed in
the city. With the Sino-Japanese War, it served as an industrial and war site. The urban
landscape was characterized by industrial zones with coal and oil storage facilities to
supply Japanese troops in Manchuria. One of the key factors for the urban transformation
of the city was the project of transformation of the river flow and the coast of Pothong.
Urban planning during this period was a means of keeping the Korean Peninsula under
Japanese rule (Pogrmic et al., 2020).
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Administrative division and zoning of the city

Pyongyang was considered an ideal socialist city by other socialist countries when it was
first rebuilt during the 1950s. Pyongyang provided an experimental field in which socialist
architects tried to apply their ideal urban structures in reality. After the Korean War
(1950-1953), the reconstruction of Pyongyang provided planners with a rare opportunity
to create a new structure of the city from scratch. Therefore, in order to fully understand
Pyongyang's urban structure, it is necessary to first consider the broader context of the
socialist city model, its historical context, and how it differed in key ways from the
capitalist city model. Pyongyang's current urban space can be broadly divided into Central
Pyongyang, Eastern and Western Pyongyang. Pyongyang is divided into 18 administrative
units (kyuok) and 2 districts (kun) (Dormels, 2014). Central Pyongyang is the historic
core of the city between the Taedong and Pothong rivers. It includes 8 districts, it is the
most densely populated part of the city where more than 40% of the population lives on
only 4% of the area (Em et al., 2021).

Poyngyang is a linear city in which public and residential buildings are arranged
along the main street. The linear structure of the city led to the visualization of significant
buildings and monuments and enabled their easy observation in space. Although over
time the initial urban concepts of social utopians have undergone significant changes, as
common, in this current in urbanism the basic characteristics stand out: low population
density versus overpopulation, healthy environment instead of polluted, ideal urban type
solutions instead of chaotic, collective instead of individual housing (Fisher, 1963).

According to the number of city cores, Pyongyang belongs to the group of polycentric
models of cities. Polycentric models of cities, instead of just one, rely on the development
of several primary centers, within the same city. In order to reduce urban disparities, a
spatial planning unit — a microraion - was introduced. Within each neighborhood,
functions such as production, education and entertainment have been formed. The basic
unit of the microraion is a housing unit of collective housing with a school, medical
institutions, shops. A green belt has been provided between the microraion in order to
create a space for recreation (Yim, 2019).

Pyongyang development after the Korean War

By 1953, the entire Democratic People's Republic of Korea had been destroyed, and most
buildings in large cities had disappeared (MacDonald, 1986). According to demographic
estimates, about 552,000 people lived in Pyongyang at the end of the bombing (KDI
Review of the North Korean Economy, 2013). After three years of fighting in the Korean
War, the DPRK began rebuilding its cities through a reconstruction plan from 1954 to
1956 (Armstrong, 2009). During this period, several socialist countries supported the
reconstruction of cities by providing resources as well as technological assistance.

Based on the 1953 Master plan, which reflected the ideals of socialist urban planning,
Pyongyang was planned as a city with a population of millions, and the city plan included
socialist concepts of city construction. In order to accelerate the reconstruction, strong
political ties were maintained with the countries of the Eastern Bloc (Lee, 2016). The
DPRK leader and urban planners envisioned this renewal as an opportunity to build a
socialist utopia of the capital (Park, 2016; Lefebvre, 1992). Allies have carried out
numerous reconstruction projects, although socialist states have been rebuilding since the
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devastation of World War II. Thanks to the help of socialist countries, the growth rate of
the DPRK economy during the 1950s and 1960s surpassed the economic growth of
Republic of Korea (South Korea) in the same period (Chung, 1974). Most of the financial
aid came from the USSR (292.5 million rubles) and the People's Republic of China (258.4
million rubles) (Armstrong, 2005). Most of the industrial reconstruction in Pyongyang
was carried out by Soviet experts (Armstrong, 2009). DPRK cities had several
characteristics such as planned urban land use and planned urban construction according
to the principles of social equality and hygiene (Bater, 1980).

Pyongyang's spatial structure has changed several times in line with political changes.
The first change is related to the first urban plan of Pyongyang presented by the Master
plan. In the first urban plan, Pyongyang is structured as a city with several urban cores.
Several different symbolic spaces are evenly distributed throughout the city and each of
them becomes the core of a certain district. Also, a green zone is planned between the
microraion and between the districts, thus preventing the expansion of the district. This
distribution of districts is mainly done in order to maintain the appropriate size of the city
and to prevent social differentiation that may result from marked development in
different areas. At the same time, each distributed central square functions as a symbolic
space that testifies to a centrally controlled society.

In the first years of the renewal, Korean planners were under the greatest influence of
the USSR (Armstrong, 2015). Accordingly, the reconstruction of Pyongyang was based on
the knowledge of foreign experts and the experience of the reconstruction of Moscow.
Therefore, Pyongyang's new plan had similar characteristics to Moscow's post-war
reconstruction plan. Common characteristics lie in the purpose of urban land for the
construction of socialist housing blocks with collective facilities such as post offices and
shops, which would be separated by green areas - parks (Bater, 1980). The master plan
envisions the construction of wide boulevards that would connect residential zones and
industrial districts for the metal and textile industries. The emphasis in the early phase of
construction was placed on the construction of public squares, museums, theaters (Schinz
& Dege, 1990).

In the 1960s, Kim Il-sung ordered the redevelopment of Pyongyang's architectural
strategy. Unlike the 1950s when development was more focused on infrastructure
reconstruction, the new wave of development focused on widening larger boulevards and
building tall apartment buildings along the boulevards, large civic and cultural buildings,
symbolic statues and squares.

In the socialist state, urban planning is focused on ideology, a strong axis of ideology
is placed in the center of the city and forms symbolism. The main socialist buildings and
symbols are located in this area, and there is also the main square, Kim Il-sung Square.
Juche Tower, which is a symbol of the Juche ideology, is located directly across the river
from the square. Together they create the main axis of symbolic spaces. Moreover,
additional symbolic buildings and statues were deployed throughout Pyongyang to serve
as physical sites for the propaganda of socialist ideology. The first priority of DPR Korea's
urban planning is the square, the center of political and cultural events. Pyongyang's most
representative square is Kim Il-sung Square. The total area of the square is 75,000 square
meters (Bradley, 2006). With its construction in 1954, Kim Il-sung Square became the
physical and spiritual center of the city (Ouellette, 2020).

Along the eastern border of the square, Stalin Street (Sungri Street) was formed,
which formed the main urban axis of the city. The north end of the street ended with the
Sino-Korean Friendship Tower (1959). At the southern end of the street, the Pyongyang
Grand Theatre was built in Pyongyang (1960). On the bank of the Taedong River, on the
embankment, near the Okryu Bridge, the Okryu-Gwan Restaurant was built (1960).
Okryu-Gwan was built in a traditional architectural style with curved roofs (Hoare &
Pares, 2005). A large number of sculptures is also a significant element of urban space.
Among them are some related to the Korean War, while others show the power of
socialism. The statue of Chollima (1961) represents two female figures, one of whom is a
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factory worker and the other a woman from the village holding a bundle of rice in her
hands, which are on a horse (Kim, 1983).

Pyongyang's spatial structure has changed for the second time in line with the
country's political changes. The change followed in the early 1970s, when the political
regime broke off relations with the socialist states. After the death of Joseph Stalin (1953),
the DPRK political regime achieved additional independence from the Soviet Union
(Armstrong, 2005). Numerous locations have changed their names from the period of the
post-war reconstruction of the city. The name of Stalin Street was renamed Kim Il-sung
Street, then Victory Street - Sungri Street (Lee, 1980). After the ideological conflicts with
the People's Republic of China, the state began to look for a new direction in the
development of the socialist idea. Kim Il-sung then presents the Juche idea (the idea of
self-sufficiency) which is independent in all areas including economics and politics (Lee,
2016). Then a new ideology of Juche was presented through the city. Urbanization, which
is the result of Juche's idea, has several specific characteristics. DPR Korea's way of
planning cities provides a sense of order and cleanliness. The goal of urban planning of
the city is to create a monumental impression on the observer. Also, the speed of
construction is valued, because in the shortest possible time, DPR Korea starts
construction processes and produces qualitative and quantitative results. The speed of
construction during the seventies showed the superiority of the system. On the one hand,
urban planning in DPR Korea reflects the universal principles of the city, but on the other
hand, it is based on the principle of Juche idea. According to the law on urban planning of
the DPRK of Korea, the so-called "Comprehensive urban plan", the subject of the urban
plan is housing, public space, public buildings, memorial buildings, plateaus, streets,
telecommunications, public transport facilities, sewage facilities, snow collection, heating
plants, city parks (Kim, 1992). City planning contains a detailed urban construction plan
and is divided into phases. City plans represent long-term development plans expected
over a period of up to twenty years (Kim, 1994).

In the seventies and early eighties of the twentieth century, in connection with the
introduction of the Juche idea, a large number of monumental buildings and monuments
were built in order to glorify the new idea. As a result, monuments were built at the
revolutionary and historic war sites in Pyongyang. Representatively, Kim Il-sung, 60, in
1972, ordered the construction of the Mansu Hill Grand Monument, then the tallest in the
world. After his death, Kim Jong-il's successor continued to build the monument. After
the death of Kim Jong-Il (2011), his statue was added to the monument (Jeon, 2016).
Buildings built during the 1970s include the Pyongyang Gymnasium (1973), People's
Palace of Culture (1974), and the Mansudae Art Theater (1976) (Kim, 2014).

During the 1980s, Pyongyang was promoted to the world as a city with socialist art
further strengthened by Korean national elements. During this period, the symbolism of
Pyongyang was further strengthened by elements of the Juche idea. In the mentioned
period, the Juche Tower (1982), the Arch of Triumph (1982), and the Grand People's
Study House (1982) were built. The tower of Juche's idea was erected in 1982 on Kim I1-
sung's 7oth birthday. The tower consists of a base on which there is a tower (tower) 170
meters high and consists of 25,550 stone blocks, each of which represents one day in the
life of Kim Il-sung. At the top of the tower is a socialist torch. A socialist statue of three
figures was placed in front of the tower. The first figure represents a farmer carrying a
sickle, the second figure represents a worker carrying a hammer and the third figure
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represents an intellectual carrying a brush (Harris, 2007). In the same year, the Arch of
Triumph was erected, the height of the triumphal arch is 60 m, width 50 m. The two
pillars are engraved with the gold numbers "1925" and "1945" symbolizing the year when
Kim Il-sung left his hometown at the age of 14 to take part in the liberation of his country
from Japanese occupation, and the second year symbolizes victory in World War II (West,
2011). Comparing the post-war process of reconstruction of Pyongyang and Seoul, it is
noticed that a large number of residential, industrial and sports facilities were built due to
competition. An example is the construction of a stadium in Pyongyang - May Day
Stadium (1989), which was raised from prestige in relation to the Olympic Stadium in
Seoul (1988).

After the collapse of the Soviet Union and the countries of the Eastern Bloc, the death
of Kim Il-sung in 1994, the country suffered negative economic growth. Kim Jong-il is
pursuing a policy of opening the state to escape economic isolation. Expressing the
superiority of the socialist system, a monument to the Monument to Party Founding was
erected (1995). It was built in memory of the 50th anniversary of the founding of the
Communist Party, and was erected in the eastern part of Pyongyang. The monument
consists of a concrete sickle, hammer and brush that symbolize farmers, workers and
intellectuals. The belt around the monument is made of plates whose number symbolizes
the date of birth of Kim Jong-il (Randall, 2005).

The main axes of the urban landscape include the central axis - it is the axis of
political ideology that connects the Grand People's Study House (1982), Kim Il-sung
Square (1954) on the right and the Juche Tower (1982) on the left bank of the Taedong
River. The axis of the subcenter connects the Museum of the Korean Revolution (1948),
the Mansu Monument (1972) on the right and the Monument to the Founding of the Party
(1995) on the left bank of the Taedong River.

The Kumsusan Mausoleum, better known as the Kim Il-sung Mausoleum, was built
in the northeastern part of Pyongyang. It is located on the route of the main urban axis of
the city - Sungri Street, which leads all the way to the Sino-Korean Friendship Tower
(1959), then to Kim Il-sung University (1946). The mausoleum was originally the
residence of Kim Il-sung from 1976-1994 (Joinau, 2014). After the death of Kim Il-sung
(1994), the residence was renovated into a mausoleum (Burdick, 2010). The choice of the
location and object of the mausoleum is symbolic, namely Kim IlI-sung rests on the place
where he performed the function of president for life, which symbolically indicates his
title of Eternal President of the DPR of Korea.

Pyongyang advocates the appearance of a socialist, revolutionary city and an
industrial city in the "park". In addition to integrating nature into the architectural
formation, the architectural formation should also be harmonized with nature. Workers
value more an architectural space that incorporates nature and that harmonizes well with
nature, and they demand such an architectural formation. Involving nature in the
architectural space and their harmonization is very important for providing people with
more interesting and active living conditions (Kim, 1991). By studying commercial
satellite images, the urban structure of Pyongyang has a high percentage of green space,
considering that it is an industrial city (Kim, 2014). Mansudae Fountain Park is an
example of green space in the city. In the park there is a pond, several fountains of
different types, rocks and waterfalls. "In that park, you can always hear the laughter and
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songs of the working people of the capital. It is a microcosm not only of the beautiful
landscape of our country, but also of the happy life of our people" (Kim, 1991, 143-144).

In order to form a street in accordance with the requirements of Juche's idea, it is
necessary to form three dimensions: buildings that should face the street, the density of
buildings should be ensured by rational use of available space when creating lawns, and
buildings should be located so that they are comfortable for viewing from all directions
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(Kim, 1991). Buildings should be located freely and in a variety of ways to ensure three-
dimensional street quality. The three-dimensional formation of the street enables the
organization of suitable connections for housing functions, gives a feeling of magnificence
through the overlapping rows of buildings and encourages modern taste through
openness and depth (Kim, 1953). During the formation of Kwangbok Street, a large
variety of shapes was adopted for the apartment blocks as the main unit of the
composition, such as a cylinder, windshield, polygon, letter S and steps, which were
combined on buildings such as Pyongyang Circus (1989) and Kwangbok department store
(Kim, 1991).

Pyongyang's urban development in the 215 century

In the 215t century, North Korea is still unable to overcome the limitations of the socialist
economy. The economic burden is increasing day by day through nuclear development
and military spending. However, Korean architecture has seen many changes compared
to the past. In addition to still radiating rationality and monumentality, social differences
given to special groups are noticeable. Since Kim Jong-un's rise to power, newly built
parts of Pyongyang, such as Mirae Scientist Street with the Galaxy Tower and Ryomyong
Street are reminiscent of the physiognomy of capitalist cities. There are several signs of
transformation of the socialist microraion in Pyongyang. Instead of repeating the same
design of residential buildings, buildings of unique design are being built and more space
is dedicated to commercial facilities, while at the same time the number of schools and
parks in microraion is decreasing. Urban changes followed the separation of the
privileged class with a large amount of capital (Yim, 2019).

The Ryugyong Hotel is one of Pyongyang’s main urban attractions. It is built of
reinforced concrete walls and monolithic floor foundations (Taskov et al., 1992). The
building is 330 meters high and contains 105 floors. Construction of the hotel began in
1987, and the scheduled completion date was Kim Il-sung's 8oth birthday (1992). The
foundation of the hotel was completed in 1992, when construction was suspended due to
the economic crisis.

Under the constitution, DPRK provides for free medical treatment. Medical facilities
are mainly concentrated in the area of East Pyongyang (Ministry of Unification, 2005). In
early 2020, Kim Jong-un announced the opening of Pyongyang General Hospital by
October 10, when the 75th anniversary of the founding of the Communist Party of the
Democratic People's Republic of Korea (The Pyongyang Times, 2020). Commercial
satellite images show that the works on the outer part of the facade of the General
Hospital in Pyongyang were in the final phase in September. Despite numerous autumn
typhoons and floods that hit the country, construction has continued but slowed.
Analyzing satellite images, the hospital was completed during the first half of 2021. The
location of the construction of the General Hospital was chosen for ideological reasons, it
is located across from the Monument to the founding of the Party in whose honor it is
intended. Therefore, the location of the General Hospital in Pyongyang coincides with the
axis of the subcenter that connects the Museum of the Korean Revolution, the Mansu Hill
Grand Monument on the right and the Monument to the founding of the Party on the left
bank of the Taedong River. In a relatively small space on the same axis, architectural
buildings were erected, built according to the wishes of all three former leaders of the
DPR of Korea.
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Conclusion

From the independence of the DPR of Korea in the middle of the 20th century to the
second decade of the 21st century, the policy of the state changed several times, which was
directly reflected in the spatial structure of Pyongyang. The first urban change is related to
the first urban plan of Pyongyang, which was compiled under the influence of socialist
ideology and realized with the financial help of the countries of Eastern Europe, East
Germany and the People's Republic of China. The second change followed around 1970,
when the political regime of the DPRK severed political relations with the socialist
countries, when the totalitarian ideology of Juche was presented throughout the city. Kim
Il-sung and urban planners envisioned rebuilding the city as an opportunity to build a
socialist utopia of the capital. Pyongyang is conceived urbanistically as a working-class
industrial city surrounded by parks. Monumental historical monuments were built in
order to present the Juche idea with a unique kind of socialism with national Korean
elements. By the beginning of the twenty-first century, two axes of the urban landscape in
the city had been created. On the main axis of the urban landscape, which was first
formed, there are architectural monuments built during the reign and at the request of
Kim Il-sung. On the other urban axis, the axis of the subcenter, there are architectural
monuments built during the reign and at the request of Kim Il-sung and Kim Jong-il. A
building built during the reign and at the request of Kim Jong-un in 2020 was added to
the mentioned axis.

Pyongyang's urban planning, in addition to remaining true to the establishment of
the concept of Juche ideology in the city, has noticed many changes compared to the past.
There are noticeable social differences given to special groups of citizens as well as
deviations in the use of the concept of microraion in modern urban planning. An analysis
of Pyongyang's urban planning and state policy since Kim Jong-un's rise to power (2011)
shows a tendency to move to a market economy and similar urban development as in
post-socialist cities. In the field of urban planning, a positive sign is being made towards
the preparations for the unification of the two Koreas.
