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The book under the specified title undoubtedly the most comprehensive and profound
analysis of the ethnic processes in Kosovo-Metohija to date. The author of the book, our
respected university professor and prominent scientist Milovan V. Radovanovic (1931-
t2009), implemented an interdisciplinary approach to the problem of ethnic processes,
addressing it primarily from the grounds of anthropogeography, but also of ethnogra-
phy, political history, historical demography, onomatology, sociology, ethno-
psychology, geopolitics, and of the related specialized branches of learning. Although
the book is written at the confluence of diverse scientific disciplines, its main focus is on
the demographic development of the Serbian and Albanian people in an historical ret-
rospect and perspective. It adds to the value of our accummulated knowledge on the
ethnic and demographic processes in Kosovo-Metohija, and makes a substantial contri-
bution to the development of the scientific-humanist thought on this so fateful a region
for the Serbian nation.

Such a major scientific achievement has indeed been expected of Prof. Radovanovic
as his numerous papers, books, and lectures have earned him the reputation of a big au-
thority on the anthropogeographic, demographic, and geopolitical issues related to Koso-
vo-Metohija. And as a result of decades of scientific work, this book of utter scientific ma-
turity has emerged.

The author’s achievement in this book is threefold: 1) He has broadened the spectrum
of knowledge on the ethnodemographic processes in Kosovo-Metohija; 2) He has directed
the knowledge to those subjects that make up its essential content;3) He has elaborated a
theoretic model of interdisciplinary research in this ethnically mixed environment.
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It is particularly important to note a scientific contribution of Prof. Milovan Ra-
dovanovic to the cultural-geographic, geodemographic, and geopolitical investigations of
Kosovo-Metohija.
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1. In cultural-geographic terms, Prof. Radovanovic has studied the patterns of expan-
sion of intrusive culture and of preservation of traditional culture in various ethno-
cultural communities of Kosovo-Metohija; he has analyzed regional differences with re-
gard to the directions and intensities of their interaction. An especially strong and valua-
ble point of this work is made by the regional-historic analyses of two contradictory pro-
cesses — assimilation and cultural integration, on the one hand, and regionalism and na-
tionalism on the other. A significant level of achievement is also reached in the research of
territorial organization and territorial differentiation of the basic forms and types of cul-
ture (economic culture, utilization of territory, material culture, language, religion, politi-
cal culture, national self-awareness, etc.). In this scientific work, Prof. Radovanovic has
elaborated a geographic concept of culture in Kosovo-Metohija, which may serve as basis
for a cultural-geographic regionalization of this territory.

A special feature of this work is an original theoretical and methodological approach
to the research of the ethnic issue, particularly with reference to the ethnic identity. Such
identity is the content of ethnicity, not a mere ‘fagade’ of ethnic affiliation. The author
fathoms each ethhic group’s identity content, which is made up of subjective and objective
elements — linguistic-cultural, historic (origin, clan), spatial, socio-economic, political. A
distinctive feature of minority members’ identity is a remarkable lack of the elements of
enthic identity (a trait of assimilation) and the emergence of a multi-layered identity. The
conditions of shaping and of preserving (but also of changing) ethnic identity are sepa-
rately dealt with.

2. Along the lines of geo-demographic research, the author has worked out an evolu-
tive concept of demographic development, whereby ethnic groups are seen as relatively
autonomous biosocial systems. Namely, he has determined that individual ethnic groups
have their own typical trajectories and driving forces behind the evolution of demographic
processes, and are situated in different stages of demographic transition. He has revealed
the substance of demographic processes, and elaborated models of demographic dyna-
mism for individual ethnoses, with verification against the statistics on the specific ethno-
regions. He has analyzed the impact of geopolitical, social-cultural, and economic factors
on demographic development, thus paving the way for a spatiofunctional organization of
the territory, and for a concept of differentiated regional demographic development as a
basis for regional policy.

Prof. Radovanovic’s model of ethnically differentiated demographic dynamism
provides us with a possibility of outlining specific stages in the assimilation process. In
addition to analyzing natural movements and population migrations and other demo-
graphic processes, historical experience is likewise expounded. The Serbs, whose eth-
nic behaviour, cultural and civilizational traits make them similar to the other nations
of Europe, are exposed to the process of ethnic erosion, which is clearly and unmistak-
ably shown in this by the exhaustive historical-demographic statistics compiled and
closely analyzed in this work by Prof. Radovanovic. At the same time, in the scientific
literature there has been very little research published on this subject, and almost
nothing has been done on the quantification of the demographic and ethnocultural
processes in Kosovo-Metohija. Prof. Radovanovic’s work to a considerable extent fills
the gap. The object of analysis are the tendencies of ethnic erosion and their conse-
quences for the Serbs and for the other ethnic minorities in this territory. Our atten-
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tion is focused on the mechanisms and degree of exposure of the Serbian people to
various assimilation processes.

Fundamental statistics, which have been little known so far, as some of the data are
published for the first time, point to one of the vital problems of the Serbian ethnic issue —
the problem of ethnic erosion and acculturation of the Serbian ethnos in Kosovo-

Metohija in an historic retrospect. Statistical determinants are brought here into a
systematic relationship with the qualitative factors — culturological, civilizational, eth-
nopsychological, geopolitical, and others, - which exert a synergic influence on the de-
mographic reproduction model. The author makes it clear and unambiguous that the
ethnoses in Kosovo-Metohija behave like relatively autonomous biosocial systems in
their respective different stages of demographic transition. In addition, regardless of
the demographic criteria, they have clear-cut differences with regard to their social or-
ganization, formation and preservation of ethnic identity, culture, historic memory, and
the real-time features of life, such as, for instance, social and educational structure,
forms of dwelling, and utilization of territory. And it is exactly because of this model of
interethnic relationship that such achievents of the European civilization as freedom of
movement, human rights and minority rights, multiculturality, democracy, are not
characteristic of Kosovo-Metohija.

The subjects contemplated here include, for example, the demographic features and
developmental tendencies of the ethnic groups in Kosovo-Metohija; the ethnic entities’
disposition in different administrative-territorial units, and the growth of their numbers;
also contemplated are the issues relating to the natural movement, development of the sex
and age structure, and migrations.

For want of many a fundamental indicator of ethnic and demographic statistics, the
research had to rely in certain places on scant and inadequate information. In spite of
such obstacles, it has nevertheless been possible to get a general idea of the current ethno-
demographic situation and of the erosive tendencies relative to the Serbian and other
non-Albanian population in Kosovo-Metohija.

The subject-matter of controversy here is not so much the current statistical dis-
balance of the Serbian and Albanian population; it is, first and foremost, the process
which had brought about this disbalance at a certain period in history, the process
which is now being continued so as to bring about a gradual decline and cave-in of the
Serbian population.

3. In his political-geographic and geopolitical research, Prof. Milovan Radovanovic
has focused on revealing the geographic patterns of political cultures in their mutual rela-
tionship with ethno-demographic development, on their stability in different geographic
and historical circumstances, on their influence on the contemporary political-geographic
changes and geopolitical situation (on the basis of various materials and sources in an
historic retrospect). On top of that, he has studied the hot spots of the interethnic conflict
(primarily on ethnocultural basis), their position in the territorial structure of the Serbian
countries and regions, and suggested a model of territorial-political regulation (through
regional policy measures, reforms of political-administrative division, etc.). He is carefully
weighing the issues of feedback between regionalism and political decentralization in Ser-
bia, and the possibilities of using such decentralization for the purposes of political stabi-
lization in Kosovo-Metohija. The whole block of political-geographic and geopolitical re-
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search is about figuring out how to pass from a geopolitical confrontation towards geopol-
itics of interdependent development.

In this work, Prof. Radovanovic provides us with credible and scientifically founded
answers to a range of major questions, shedding light not only on the anthropogeographic
and ethnodemographic determinants, but also on the cultural-civilizational, social-
historical and geopolitical determinants of the ethnic relations and processes in Kosovo-
Metohija in the broadest sense. In the manner of Civijic’ anthropogeographic school, the
author adopts an objective and accademically neutral approach, without the slightest
trace of national mythologization or prejudice, to the genesis, evolution, and anatomy of
the ethnodemographic processes in Kosovo-Metohija. His generalizations and observa-
tions are not made on the grounds of aprioristic theoretical models and stereotypes, they
are based on his actual observations in the field which he knows well, on consultation with
relevant liteterature, on credible statistics, and on geographic and historical maps. He
makes a strong case in proving that the current geopolitical challenges in Kosovo-
Metohija have deep roots in history, and that such challenges have not resulted from na-
tionalism (especially not the ‘Greater-Serbia’ nationalism), but from a conflict of two na-
tions with different cultural-civilizational patterns.

Combining in its traditions and in its social, demographic, and political structures the
cultural heritage of both Europe and Asia, Serbia as a whole has always been under a con-
siderable influence of the European civilization. The territory of the Old Serbia, which
includes Kosovo-Metohija, occupies a key geostrategic position in the Balkan peninsula.
An analysis of the interdependence of this area with the other parts of South-Eastern Eu-
rope sheds lighter on the peculiarities of its historic path and on the prospects of its de-
velopment within the framework of Serbia as a European state.

A methodological novelty of this work, in our view, consists in the following: First,
it overcomes the isolationist approach to the research of Serbia, undertaking an allied
study of the ethnic-cultural and geopolitical factors in the development of Kosovo-
Metohija with the surrounding wider regions which make up their functional environ-
ment. This new departure has yielded an evolutionist and staging concept of an inter-
dependent development of Kosovo-Metohija, Serbija and Montenegro viewed as a sin-
gle functional whole.

Secondly, it explores an interdependence between the inert cultural areas (or
‘belts’, as Cvijic calls them) and the variable, relatively quickly changing, demographic
and political-territorial structures. No research has been conducted so far of the latter-
day geopolitical changes as the most powerful and very dynamic factor in shaping the
demographic development and interaction of the ethnic groups on the territory of Ko-
sovo-Metohija.

This work of Prof. Radovanovic continues and in a certain measure summarizes the
results of Cvijic’s anthropogeographic school in multidisciplinary research of the ethnic
issue. The focal points of Cvijic’s ethnic study were migrations, social and habital dyna-
mism, the function of the ethnic groups’ migrational areas, and the role of such groups in
wider territories in general.Prof. Radovanovic focuses on the demographic and social
structure of such relationships and processes in the limitrophe, ethnocontact zones. This
work provides an unambiguous evidence that the Serbian people in Kosovo-Metohija
were exposed not only to expulsion and emigration, but also ethnic assimilation. Ra-
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dovanovic’s work provides both an insight into the nature and scale of the problem, and a
contribution to the methodology and theory of the ethnic issue within the framework of
anthropogeographic, ethnodemographic and political-historic research. Prof. Radovanov-
ic succeeds in retaining the logic and method of Cvijic’s anthropogeographic school, and,
what is more, in making them meaningful and complete by a systemic approach and
method so that they appear quite modern and topical. His method is therefore historic-
geographic and dialectic-systematic.

New and original in this work is a vision of anthropogeographic-ethnological research
of ethnic processes in ethnocontact zones such as Kosovo-Metohija. Prof. Radovanovic is
not satisfied with a habitual geographic approach and regional method whereby any given
region should merely be ‘filled’ with facts from social life and material culture. As a capa-
ble dialectician and a knowledgeable expert in sistemic approach to geography, he takes
anthropogeography in a more profound and responsible way. He penetrates the complex
cause-and-effect relationships, the intricate tangle of geographic conditions, historic de-
velopments, demographic movements, ideological, social, and economic relations seen as
determinants of ethnological phenomena and processes in this territory. Aside from the
main problem, which is running through the entire book like a thread, the author makes
brief digressions to elucidate the meaning and genesis of certain notions, to fine-tune a
portrayal of relationships between individual ethnic groups, or to accentuate a scientific
import and put his observations into the context of a scientific paradigm, all of which
makes the reading more coherent and interesting.

Practical significance of this work is in comprehending the anthropogeographic as-
sumptions and guidelines for cooperation of Serbia and its neighbouring countries with
the local ethnic communities in Kosovo-Metohija in order to achieve stabilization and
sustainable development. In the last decade of the 20th century the ethnic-national
relations in Kosovo-Metohija deteriorated into a chaotic stage, witnessing the truth of
an old saying that ‘a nation is a group of people unified by a common noncomprehen-
sion of their origin and by hostile feelings towards their neighbours’. Prof. Radovanov-
ic’s work goes a long way in removing the veil of secrecy shrouding the knowledge of
ethnic history and historic demography. The regrettable fact, however, is that such
knowledge by itself cannot eliminate hostilities between the nations carrying the heavy
burden of their shared historic experience, and cannot guarantee consideration and
respect for the ethnic communities in Kosovo-Metohija. But, nevertheless, such
knowledge is vitally important to us, for it is in the absence of knowledge that hatred,
prejudice, and aggression become unstoppable. This book can inspire contemplation
and interest in dialogue, and by this very fact contribute to the establishment and affir-
mation of ethnic-cultural pluralism.

The structure of this work is as complex as its subject-matter. The book is divided in-
to logically interrelated parts, each part in itself being explanatory of the whole.

In the first part, entitled ‘Historic-geographic, ethnographic, and geopolitical posi-
tion of Kosovo-Metohija,” the author examines in detail the whole bulk of complexity of
Kosovo-Metohija’s ethnic issue. It may be seen from the numerous subtitles and obser-
vations that this territory has an adverse geographic position, designated as ambivalent,
meaning of manifold value and manifold attraction. Serbia, and particularly its historic
core, Kosovo-Metohija, is a land at the crossroads, not only of traffic, but also of cul-
tures and civilizations. The geopolitical position between the East and the West is a his-
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torical constant of this territory sine the times of King Stephen the First-Crowned and
his brother St. Sava, the first archbishop of the autocephalous Serbian Orthodox
Church, down to this day. It is exactly the ambivalence of position that made it the stage
of the ominous historic events, of penetration and confrontation of diverse geopolitical
interests, and of the induction of complex ethnodemographic processes, which are
sistematically expounded by the author.

In the times of Serbian medieval state and during the multicentennial Osmanli
rule, the ethnic awareness of Serbian speaking and Albanian speaking population in the
ethnic contact zones of what today is western Montenegro, southern Serbia, and north-
ern Albania, was pritty dim. They had approximatelly the same type of settlements and
of economic life - extensive mountain cattle-breeding combined with farming in the
ravines and zhupas* (valleys protected from a more severe climate by the surrounding
mountains), social organization based on common law and the clanish-tribal system
(‘community’, ‘tribe’, fiss’, ‘millet’) with a different cultural fund. Ethnic and religious
consciousness in the past were under such conditions to a large extent ‘floating’, sup-
pressed by the homeland sentiment. Friendly relations between the Serbs and the Alba-
nians were supported by economic ties, by the custom of immitated kinship (goodfa-
therhood, blood-brotherhood) and by interethnic marriages. Individual and group mi-
grations led to the population blending, to the adjustment of some tribes or parts there-
of to the other, and to bilingualism, whose traces are attentively followed by the author
and illustrated with concrete examples.

Upon the opening of the ‘Eastern Question’ and the establishment of state boundaries
on this territory in the late 19th and the first quarter of the 20th century, the traditional
ties had started to crack. Linguistic particularity and the level of endogamy within the
ethnic groups rose, cultural differentiation was intensified, interethnic tensions further
strained, and the conflict escalated. Owing to the inadequate ethnic-national policies of
the former Yugoslav community, and thereafter also of the international community, this
was detrimental both for the Serbian and for the other ethnoses in Kosovo-Metohija. The
Albanian flood, which had commenced several centuries ago, came to a head in the last
decades of the 20th century and has gradually transformed the indigenous Serb popula-
tion into isolated ethnic enclaves. To the extent of the Albanian advancement, the Serbian
people have been reduced to a minority in their own primeval land.

The second part contains analyses of the ethnic processes in Kosovo-Metohija
based on the results of the onomastic, anthropological-ethnographic and historical-
demographic research. The author presents valuable data on the monastic onomasti-
cons, and on the onomastic materials from Turkish cadastral censuses taken in the dis-
tricts of Brankovie, Vucitrn, Skadar, and Dukagyni Sanjak, and from other Turkish
sources; on the ethnic processes and relationships according to the Slav-Serbian, Wal-
lachian, and Albanian onomasticons, and on the onomastic data obtained from the
towns and mining centers, all the way to the present-day onomastic research. Special
attention is attached to the results of Cvijic’s anthropogeographic-ethnographic school
in the research related to the origin of the population, migrations, and ethnic processes
in Kosovo-Metohija. The data and documents are systematized according to the geo-
graphic districts and zhupas (counties).
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Prof. Radovanovic’s interpretation of the ethnodemographic and culturological pro-
cesses is not conceived as a phenomenology of events, but as an insight into the genesis of
such processes, and into the systematic interrelationship of phenomena. For him, the
space of Kosovo-Metohija is the ultimate existing document of the Serbian past. It con-
tains a chronicle of the centuries. It amounts to a philosophy of history. Fernand Brodel,
in his famous book ‘The Mediterranean and the Mediterannean World in the Times of
Phillip IT’ points out that history cannot be separated from its geographic milieu. It would
be unreasonable, in his view, to write pure history unrelated to geography, and vice versa.
Radovanovic also marks the connecting links between history and geography, inasmuch
as the former investigates the past in the development of ethnic communities, and the
latter explores the space which serves a stage for the ethnodemographic processes both of
the past and of the present. The entire monograph, particularly its first part, is thematic
and regional-historic. The ethnic and demographic processes are set in the historic peri-
ods and in the specific regional units, such as the Kosovo Valley, the Upper-Morava Dis-
trict, the Kosovo-Upper-Morava Albanian borderlands — Karadag, Lab, Shalja, Kacanic
Gorge, Rashka-Ibar District, Drenica, Metohija, Prizren District, Shar Mountain and its
zhupas (counties). These areas in various periods of history represented ethnocontact
zones and ethnic borders (‘limitrophe’ zones, as Prof. Radovanovic calls them). It ensues
that those were not only borderline zones, but also the zones of neighbourhood and co-
habitations of the ethnoses, not only the zones of the ethnoreligious polarization, but also
of interpenetration of the peoples on this territory. As to the ethnocultural integration and
assimilation processes themselves, their course was in a large measure influenced by such
factors as the degree of territorial concentration (dispersion), the extent of linguistic
preservation, and the diffusion of interethnic marriages.

Prof. Radovanovic has clearly differentiated the areas of active ethnic contact in
terms of space and time. The ethnic territories spread in two ways. The first was by
assimilation processes — the Albanian ethnos grew in population numbers, consolidat-
ed, and assimilated others. As time went by, the former ‘encounter’ zones became eth-
nically homogeneous, with the enthocontact border zone spreading further into other
areas. The second way was by migrations — spontaneous and forced resettlement of the
non-Albanian population seeking shelter from the Albanian violence, armed threat,
and aggression. Hence the limitrophe zones on the old maps shifted, taking upon
themselves in certain historic periods the role of ethnic and cultural ‘barriers’, or spe-
cific “filters’ giving passage to some influences while stopping the others. At the same
time, the territory of Kosovo and Metohija was a space of '‘pioneering' conquest by the
Albanian population and oriental culture, where indigenous populations were sup-
pressed or had to withstand intense pressure on their primal territory, which was tar-
geted by the flows of migrants from Albania. Over the course of the Turkish multi-
century rule, Shar Mountain was some kind of Albanian ‘Rio Grande’. A special form of
ethnic processes evolved along the trade routes and in the urban settlements where the
population was of diverse ethnic descent (Latins, Wallachians, Tzintzars, Jews, Greeks,
and other) and lived in a scattered (dispersed) way or in compact enclaves of which
Prof. Radovanovic takes special note.

In the third part, the ethnodemographic processes are analyzed in the light of the his-
toric-anthropogeographic, ethnographic, social, and geopolitical processes. This thematic
block deals with the cultural geography of the ethnic groups, without neglecting even the
smaller ones, scattered around or contracted in ethnic oases (Goranatz, Circassian, Jew-
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ish, Roma, and others), and to their historic-demographic development with reference to
the ethnic-national policy and ethnocultural processes of albanization, deserbization, and
islamization. Particularly interesting in this part is a discourse of the ethnic identity, eth-
nocultural mimicry, and geographic distribution of the Serbian-speaking Turks, Roma,
and Muslims of Serbian descent.

This thematic block, and the entire book, is rounded off with a demographic analysis
of the changing ethnic structure of Kosovo-Metohija, Serbia, and Montenegro, and with
the current demography, anthropogeography, and geopolitics of the Serbs, Montenegrins,
and Albanians. In this part the author has also successfully presented a new vision of the
ethnic map of our country and of the cultural formation history of all the nations living on
this territory. Apart from the official statistics, the author has used, to the extent possible,
the data gathered through the ethnodemographic research and interviewing in the field.
This provides him with a possibility of going deep into the essence of the contemporary
ethnic processes and relationships, but, however, he always bears in mind that ethno-
demographic survey results may be questionable because of their representativeness,
credibility, comparability, and so forth. Therefore, along with the use of survey materials,
he consistently uses the qualitative methods too.

In the scientific literature dealing with the problems of assimilation and de-
ethnization, the equalization (levelling) of ethnic differences is habitually regarded as one
of the inevitabilities of a modern, multiethnic society. The general tendency towards ho-
mogenization, however, should be taken as an array of numerous, often contradictory,
subprocesses, considerably different from each other in terms of pace, duration, and
sometimes also order. It is deemed that the fundamental assimilative subprocesses are
acculturation and structural assimilation; of these two components, acculturation is the
first to commence. Only in its wake a structural assimilation becomes possible, which, in
turn, may pave the way for a total assimilation.

The topicality of this book is certainly going to draw the attention of scholars to the
historic-cultural and ethnogeographic research of the ethnic contacts in Kosovo-Metohija.
These topics have a long and fruitful tradition od being dealt with by the linguists, archae-
ologists, ethnographers, historians of the material and spiritual culture, whose works have
been consulted by Prof. Radovanovic. But they have generally aimed at resolving their
problems on the basis of their own, rather narrow, material.

Prof Radovanovic sets on a course of anthropogeography to build up a complex syn-
thesis and typology of ethnocultural, ethnohistorical, and ethnodemographic processes in
Kosovo-Metohija. The synthesis sheds a new light, inter alia, on the topical issue of how
the Serb, Montenegrin, Goranatz, and other non-Albanian ethnic communities are going
to preserve their identity in the future whilst in the conditions of teritorrial dispersion in
their enclaves on Kosovo-Metohija. This issue is likewise addressed by Prof. Radovanovic.
At the end of the book, as the author himself has put it, ‘in view of the current demograph-
ic situation, polarized and disproportionate demographic development, and regionalized
ethnographic structure,” he raises three questions whose solutionso far has provided no
grounds for optimism.
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The first question has to do with the possibilities of change the ethnic structure of the
Kosovo-Metohija population, with a view to bringing back the equilibrium of the late
1950s and the early 1960s.

The second question has a direct bearing on the fate of the refugees and persons ex-
iled from Kosovo-Metohija, whose return is a pre-condition and the only productive way
for attaining a reconciliation between the Serbs and the Albanians as a unique historic
and civilizational endeavour.

The third question is allternative to the former two. It is a question of Kosovo-
Metohija’s special status within Serbia. For the Serbian and Montenegrin minority in
such a quasi-state it would be very important to maintain ties with the parent country
in economy, culture, education, church, politics. It is therefore worthwhile considering
his idea of dividing Kosovo-Metohija into the so-called functional units, which would
include teritorries inhabited by homogeneous communities and provide to them multi-
ple functions such as education, work, catering, and the like. This would require a re-
gional division of Kosovo-Metohija’s territory ‘taking into account ethnic, functional,
demographic, and geographic parameters.” In view of the fact that the geodiversity of
the Serbs and the Montenegrins in Kosovo-Metohija is rather complex, a loss of the
compact territorial base would be a powerful factor, conducive to the assimilation of
ethnic self-confidence and further demographic erosion. The issue of territorial distri-
bution is therefore highly important, not only from the point of view of scholarly re-
search, but also from a diplomatic viewpoint.

In view of the geopolitical position and territorial structure of Kosovo-Metohija,
with their incongruous ethnic systems, Prof. Radovanovic’s profound insight into the
totality of the ethnic issue, his structural analysis, comprehensive fieldwork, generali-
zation of all the censuses and statistical data available down to date, with the use of
more that 450 entries of quoted literature and other sources, have produced a major
and in some aspects a pioneer scientific work. At any rate, this is an integral view of
the ethnic map of Kosovo-Metohija and the neighbouring regions. This work is par-
ticularly precious because of the clearly defined theoretic points of departure and
elaborated methodology for the ethnic identity research, which could be applied also to
the other minorities and ethnic groups in the Balkan peninsula. By this feature, Prof.
Radovanovic’s work enters the orbit of basic and eternal issues not only of the ethnic
sciences but also of balkanology.

By its profundity of thought and richness of ideas, and sby its knowledgeable schol-
arly treatment of problems, this work breaks the narrow-minded patterns and stereo-
types, paving the way for new aspirations in science and for new solutions to practical
problems. We could seldom find in our geographic and related literature such a hearing
for the less visible but deeper streams of history in these territories. Mention should be
made that what we have here is a result of many decades of work and contemplation by
a scientist who is very much in shape for intellectual work, an erudite with enormous
methodological capabilities and an astonishing eloquence. His elegant style, the archi-
tecture of his sentences, succinctness of expression, sagacity and freshness of thought,
will conquer the mind and heart of any reader regardless of professional profile and
education level. The book will help us find our bearings in the ‘chaos’ of so complex and
fatefully important problems of Kosovo-Metohija, and will elucidate to us new ways to
practical solutions. Due to its qualitative characteristics, this comprehensive work will
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by all means attract the attention of a wider thinking public, and will become part of the
Serbian scientific heritage of lasting value. It is therefore with utmost pleasure that I
recommend it to the reader.
