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The great Serbian geographer Jovan Cviji¢ bequeathed his students and followers to study
the Serbian lands and the Serbian people. The best living representative and supporter of
Cvijic's school of geography, prof. Dr. Stevan Stankovi¢, emeritus, realized his intellectual
debt a long time ago and devoted himself to that goal. As Cviji¢ used to be, so is prof.
Stankovié¢ traveled tirelessly, carried out field research on mountains, lakes, rivers, in-
spected practically every corner of Serbia, visited every city, museum, monastery, spa. In
addition, for each of his researches, he studied extensive literature of various scientific
origins and wrote tirelessly. His great work energy, but also his talent for scientific work
and field observations, is evidenced by his huge scientific opus, which ranks him among
the most productive Serbian geographers of all time. He synthesized and presented his
vast knowledge and decades of experience in geographical studies of rivers, lakes, moun-
tains, spas, cities, roads, tourist attractions and sights of Serbia in this book.

The book looks imposing, with 920 pages of large format (37 cm), in a hard leather
binding with gold printing, with lavish illustrations, expertly selected content and text
with a clear style and expression. It is a great work, the "king-book", the biggest book on
geography that we have had so far. But the book is richer in content than in volume. It
contains a huge amount of data, facts, observations about the geographical inventory of
Serbia. Every word is in it’s place, every piece of information is selected and you know
what it is for, every photo serves as a text. If the value of a book is measured by the num-
ber of facts and data, then this book is a real "treasure chest".

In the preface of this book, the President of the Republic of Serbia, Aleksandar Vucic,
as a good connoisseur of geography and aware of it’s value in social practice, reminds us
of the thought of the great theorist of cities, Lewis Mumford, "that the city, urban space in
general, is shaped in the process of vertical differentiation of knowledge, imagination and
social powers. Where people, knowledge, power and imagination meet, space is created
for other life possibilities. This book, studiously, scientifically and culturally precise,
points us to such spaces - our cities, municipalities, villages, settlements..., but at the
same time it reminds us of the wealth and heritage towards which we must build a rela-
tionship of respect, domestic business and improvement and that what we create at the
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present moment hand over tomorrow better and richer to some future generations". He
points out that this book, as an extensive and multifaceted study, "can be considered a
specific encyclopedia of Serbia at the beginning of the 21st century, a necessary textbook
for a new kind of nativeness that goes beyond the borders of the place we live in, creating
a thought about a unique space that we must be aware of and which , in every sense, busi-
ness and cultural, we have to approach with the greatest dedication and commitment".
Then he adds that the book Serbia, cities, municipalities and settlements "picturesque in
stories and narrative in illustrations, unites these spaces and builds a symbiotic spirit of
scientific outlook and life experience, a diagram of duration, the nerve of time, an image
of intellectual power that is drawn from a rich tradition, complex and dynamic, and of our
participation in the eternal story of the duration and construction of life in these areas.
This book is proof, based on scientific research and facts, of how rich Serbia is, historical-
ly, culturally and economically. Therefore, it is a kind of encyclopedia of Serbia, a guide to
each of it’s to a citizen what Serbia has and what it can offer, and to a foreigner - what are
the tourist and economic potentials of each place in Serbia".

It is not easy for Serbia today, it has it’s own problems and troubles of an economic
and geopolitical nature, in solving which it needs diplomatic support, but also reliance on
it’s own geographical potential. In the book, the author highlights the natural and anthro-
pogenic value and beauty of Serbia, the best that this country has, knowing that this na-
tion can feel proud, secure and peaceful by relying only on it’s own strength. "This book
about urban and rural Serbia best illustrates the multiculturalism and cultural, geograph-
ical, economic, socio-anthropological complexity of Serbia as a whole. Enough to be satis-
fied, but not enough to be calm and sleepy, because the effort to create this book is a gen-
eral paradigm of effort which should be fulfilled every working day to make Serbia better",
concluded President Vucié in the preface.

The author's goal is not to prove the correctness of some theoretical schemes and
models, which is characteristic of a deductive approach, but based on an empirical autop-
sy of the space, he writes from the soul, inspired and convincing, evoking the geographical
reality of Serbia with suitable epithets, adjectives and photographs. His text is not a mere
description and crossing of various data, which is characteristic of the horological con-
cept. True, in this book, the author starts from the description of the geographical inven-
tory, but wherever necessary, he takes off in the direction of scientific explanation of the
genesis and evolution of phenomena and possible applications in different spheres of so-
cial practice, especially in tourism and spatial planning.

The introduction to the book contains the author's observations about cities, which,
like people, have their own face and destiny. He points out that cities in Serbia are one of
the signs of it’s recognition. In literary and other works, Serbia was often depicted as a
"country of peasants”, but from this book by Professor Stankovi¢, we see that cities were
historically the cultural focal points that illuminated rural areas with new light and drove
the general socio-economic progress forward. The author notes that "by flipping through
this richly illustrated monograph, interested readers embark on a virtual journey to our
cities to get to know their origin, past, development and roles, and make their own judg-
ment about the perspective of some of them or all together".

In the section "Past for Appreciation”, the author looks at the genesis and historical
fate of old cities and fortresses that stand as silent witnesses of long-ago events with the
eyes of a geographer. Those that have been renovated get a new, touristic function.
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In the section "Towns and Towns", Professor Stankovi¢ talks about towns and small
towns in Serbia in the 19th century and their transformation into cities after liberation,
according to the descriptions of Vladimir Kari¢ and Jovan Cvijié. Special attention is paid
to Cviji¢'s classification of settlements, which is based on his field research of typical posi-
tions, physiognomy, morphology, genesis, functions. When Serbia established a statistical
service, classifications of settlements according to the size of the population also ap-
peared. According to this criterion, the author concludes that Serbia still has few large
cities, over 100,000 inhabitants, but that is why the number of smaller cities and munici-
pal centers is satisfactory, even when some of them are still only small towns without dis-
tinctly urban characteristics. The author draws attention to Cviji¢'s observations about the
connection of the origin and growth of cities with attractive geographical positions, espe-
cially with positions at intersections in the road network, which influenced the develop-
ment of the functions of central places for the wider hinterland and the attraction of mi-
gration in the village-city relationship. The very physiognomy of the Balkan towns and
cities depended a lot on the cultural belts, which influenced the varieties, which today can
only be recognized in traces in the old parts of the cities.

In the section "Education as the basis of progress", some recent factors of the trans-
formation of cities in imitation of Central European ones are discussed, such as trade,
education, regulation and urban plans, and in this connection the classification of cities is
also changing, from which categories such as towns and villages, and an administrative
criterion for determining the status of a town is introduced.

In the section "Ministry of Art and Beauty of Cities", the author points out that in the
Constitution of Serbia from 1862, the Ministry of Buildings was introduced, which, among
other things, had the task of taking care of the art and beauty of cities, towns and villages
during the construction of public buildings and monuments. It then looks at the changes
in the administrative division of Serbia from the liberation in the 19th century until today.

A separate chapter is dedicated to each area and a section to each municipality, with
identification maps, original photographs from the field and tables harmoniously inte-
grated into the text. With concise words and pictures, the author guides the reader from
place to place, tirelessly showing and explaining to the reader what is specific, characteris-
tic, interesting, what should be seen, visited and felt in the area of Serbia, like in an open-
air museum.

*

The author starts from the regional-geographical approach, taking the administrative-
territorial principle of regionalization. The territory of the Republic of Serbia is administra-
tively divided into 30 administrative districts or areas that correspond to the European sta-
tistical regionalization at the NUTS-3 level. Areas are divided into local administrative unit’s
(LAUs) such as city and municipality areas. Accordingly, the book is divided into 30 chap-
ters bearing the names of administrative areas, and these are divided into sections dedicated
to each of the 29 cities and 197 municipalities/municipalities. The author views each of them
as a functional regional entity with a specific urban center, and systematically provides an
insight into the physical-geographical, historical, demographic, economic, traffic, tourism,
urban, spatial planning and other characteristics and specificities, as well as into the poten-
tial and possibilities of sustainable development. Larger rural settlements and village com-
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munity centers, towns and other city-type settlements were not neglected either. With pic-
tures and words, the author guides the reader to get to know the cities and municipalities of
Serbia, their past, values and beauties, to open their horizons and point out what they
should look at and what to pay attention to when they visit them.

The presentation begins with the Belgrade region and area. In the preamble, it was
pointed out that this city has been of inestimable importance for several centuries, not only
as the capital and largest city of Serbia, but also as a Balkan, European and world city,
which has "an outstanding geographical, traffic, touristic, strategic, economic, political and
functional position and importance". The first section is dedicated to the turbulent past of
Belgrade. That stormy past was related to the importance of the geographical position of
this city. Therefore, the exposition begins with the geographical location and the character-
istics of the climate. Then it is pointed out that "it's Danube and Sava rivers give Belgrade a
special feature", which are also represented in the coat of arms of this city. In addition to
the rivers, a special landmark of Belgrade is Mount Avala, known in the past for mining
and the strategically important Zrnov fortress, and today for the Monument to the Un-
known Hero and the elegant television tower that dominates the city skyline and serves as
the most beautiful viewpoint. Considerable attention was paid to the demographic devel-
opment and spatial expansion of the city. In the section titled "Magnificent city on the
shores of the "sea", referring figuratively to the former Pannonian Sea that existed in the
distant geological past, the author gives an inspired description of the geographical posi-
tion and importance of Belgrade in the past and today, also giving a word to Jovan Cviji¢,
"a scholar of poetic expressiveness, a man of refined style and taste for beauty", Nobel lau-
reate Ivo Andri¢, "novelist, storyteller, essayist, poet, thinker of unimaginable proportions"
and Predrag Peda Milosavljevi¢, lawyer, diplomat, painter and writer, a man of refined
spirit and extraordinary imagination". the author dives into the depths of the centuries and
gives a retrospective of memorable events from the history of this city. In the section "Wit-
nesses of defense, reconstruction and construction" due attention is paid to numerous in-
vasion attacks, war destruction in the First and Second World Wars and NATO aggression,
after which the city rose again like a phoenix from the ruins and ashes. ecificities, unre-
peatable events, unique institutions and famous creators who bear the epithet "Belgrade".
Then, under the title "Tourist center of Serbia", a concise but meaningful overview of Bel-
grade's tourist attractions, which attract an increasing number of domestic and foreign
tourists every year, is given. At the end, the territorial organization and administrative divi-
sion of the region, i.e. the Belgrade area into ten urban and seven suburban municipalities,
is briefly presented. In the rest of the text of this chapter, there are sections with several
pages dedicated to city and suburban municipalities: Stari grad - the oldest urban unit,
Vracar - the smallest Belgrade municipality, Palilula - a municipality on both sides of the
Danube, Zvezdara - and the astronomical observatory "Zvedarrnica", Vozdovac - from Au-
tokomanda to Avala, Cukarica - between Ada Ciganlija and Umka, Rakovica - a long indus-
trial tradition, New Belgrade - a city grown from sand, Zemun - the charm of Gardo$ and
the Danube quay, Surcin - the youngest municipality in Belgrade, Barajevo - a green oasis
near Belgrade, Grocka - orchards over the Danube, Lazarevac - the center of mining and
energy, Sopot - a town at the foot of Kosmaj, Mladenovac - and it’s Selters spa, Obrenovac -
thermal power plants, floods, solidarity and renewal.

The chapter entitled "South Backa area" begins with a preamble in which the favora-
ble geographical and important traffic, touristic and functional position, as well as the
cultural and historical importance of this area and it’s administrative-administrative, eco-
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nomic and cultural center of Novi Sad, is highlighted. Novi Sad - the city on the Golden
Beam, is shown as one of the most beautiful and well-organized cities of Backa, Vojvodina
and Serbia, and as the center of important cultural and political events and manifesta-
tions, which is why it was named "Serbian Athens" for a reason. Furthermore, through the
prism of geography, he talks about the traces of ancient settlement, the genesis and evolu-
tion of the medieval city, the status of a free royal city granted to it by Empress Maria
Theresa in 1780 and the privileges that went with it, about notable personalities such as
Svetozar Mileti¢, Jovan Jovanovi¢ Zmaj and many others, as well as about important cul-
tural and educational institutions, among which Matica srpska, Serbian Theater and oth-
ers stand out, which were significant for the construction of Serbian identity in these are-
as. The importance of Novi Sad as a traffic link between the Balkan Peninsula and Central
Europe was highlighted, which influenced the concentration of economic facilities and the
city's demographic growth. Various monumental heritage, church and other architectural-
ly valuable buildings, Vojvodina Museum and Archives of Vojvodina, art collections, thea-
ters, Matica Srpska Library, Novi Sad Fair and other sights are shown. Special attention is
paid to tourist resources and hospitality facilities, with an overview of the number of tour-
ists and overnight stays in this most visited city in Serbia after Belgrade. At the end, a
brief overview of the settlements in the vicinity of Novi Sad (Sremska Kamenica, Bukovac,
Futog, Kovilj, Bege¢) and Petrovaradin as a famous fortress and viewpoint is given. Next
follows an inspired description of Sremski Karlovac as a unique, colorful and famous
place of inspiration, the Zion of Serbian Orthodoxy, the birthplace of the poet Branko
Radicevi¢, a city-museum, and the elegant Karlovac bermet wine. The author then gives
an overview of the specific characteristics and sights of other municipalities in southern
Badka, such as: Titel - birthplace of Mileva Mari¢, Zabalj - once known for it’s $ajkas and
today for it’s artesian wells, Temerin - birthplace of Lukijan MusSicki, Beej - town on the
Tisza, Srbobran - part of the former Backa nahija and Potiska crown district, Vrbas and
it’s industry, Backi Petovac - the largest center of Slovaks, Beoéin - the city of cement,
Backa Palanka - a municipality on both sides of the Danube, Ba¢ - in the sign of the for-
tress and holy places.

Then follows a series of chapters on other areas, their functional and municipal cen-
ters: West Backa region - Sombor, Apatin, Odzaci and Kula; North Backa region - Suboti-
ca, Ba¢ka Topola and Mali Ido$; Srem region - Ruma, Sremska Mitrovica, Sid, Peéinci,
Indija, Irig; South Banat region - Pancevo, Bela Crkva, Vrsac, Kovin, Plandiste, Alibunar,
Kovadica, Opovo; Central Banat region - Zrenjanin, Se¢anj, Zitiste, Nova Crnja, Novi
Bedej; North Banat region - Kikinda, KanjiZa, Coka, Novi KneZevac, Senta and Ada; Dan-
ube region - Smederevo, Smederevo Palanka and Velika Plana; Branicevo region - PoZare-
vac, Kostolac, Veliko Gradiste, Golubac, Malo Crniée, Zabari, Petrovac, Kuéevo, Zagubica;
Bor region - Majdanpek, Donji Milanovac, Kladovo, Negotin, Bor; ZajeCar region -
Zajecar, Boljevac, Sokobanja, KnjaZevac; Pirot region - Pirot, Dimitrovgrad, Babusnica,
Bela Palanka; Jablanica region - Vlasotince, Crna Trava, Leskovac, Bojnik, Lebane and
Medveda; Toplica region - Zitoradja, Prokuplje, Blace, Kur§umlija; Kolubara region - Ub,
Lajkovac, Ljig, Mionica, Valjevo, Oseéina; Maéva region - Sabac, Vladimirci, Koceljeva,
Bogati¢, Loznica, Krupanj, Ljubovija, Mali Zvornik; Zlatibor region - Bajina Basta,
Kosjerié¢, PoZega, Uzice, Cajetina, Arilje, Nova Varo§, Priboj, Prijepolje and Sjenica; Ragka
region - Kraljevo, Vrnja¢ka Banja, Ragka and Novi Pazar; Moravian Region - Ca¢ak, Gorn-
ji Milanovac, Ivanjica; Pomeranian region - Svilajnac, Despotovac, Jagodina, Cuprija,
Para¢in and Rekovac; Sumadija region - Arandjelovac, Topola, Rada, Lapovo, Batoéina,
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Kragujevac, Kni¢; Nisava region - Ni§ with the city municipalities of Medijana, Palilula,
Crveni Krst, Pantelej, then Niska Banja, Svrljig, Aleksinac, Razanj, MeroSina, Doljevac,
Gadzin Han; Rasin region - Krusevac, Ciéevac, Varvarin, Trstenik, Aleksandrovac, Brus;
P¢inja region - Vranje, Vladi¢in Han, Surdulica, Bosilegrad, Trgoviste, Bujanovac and
PreSevo. A special chapter is dedicated to areas, cities and municipalities of Kosovo and
Metohija - Pristina and it’s surroundings, Kosovo Polje, Obili¢, Glogovac, Srbica, Poduje-
vo, Vuditrn, Novo Brdo, Kosovska Kamenica, Prizren, Draga$, Pe¢ and Pe¢ Patriarchate,
Decani, Istok, Klina, Pakovica, Orahovac, Urosevac, Suva Reka, Stimlje, Gnjilane, Vitina,
Kacanik, Kosovska Mitrovica, Leposavi¢, Zve¢an, Zubin Potok and Strpce.

Cities, municipal centers and the settlements belonging to them are presented ency-
clopedically concisely, precisely and clearly, so that, according to the author in the Fore-
word, the readers would be informed about the population of Serbia, it’s numerous and
very diverse settlements, some of which have a long continuity of existence, a turbulent
historical past and future, which depends on the overall economic, social and political
situation in the country and the surrounding area, with a clear message: "Serbia is in great
need of expedient inter-settlement, inter-city and cross-border cooperation”, both in or-
der to achieve a more even territorial distribution of the population, demetropolization
and balanced development of the settlement network , as well as, due to more rational use
of natural resources, optimal valorization of tourist potentials, revitalization of depopulat-
ed areas, protection of the environment and cultural and historical heritage and solving
other common territorial problems.

The author clearly had enormous work energy, courage and enthusiasm, so that the
endeavors of writing such a book are worthy of a larger institute. His text is based on two
basic types of informative-documentary statements - direct, based on rich field experience
and observations, and indirect, based on various documentary material such as statistical
sources, photographic and cartographic attachments, scientific studies and the like. These
two types of statements in Stankovié¢'s book continuously permeate, intersect, supplement
and mutually support each other, striving for the most comprehensive elucidation of geo-
graphical reality. If the author is known by the book, then we can say that behind this
book stands a writer with a pen and gift of observation, a synthetic geographer who com-
bines the verticals of scientific knowledge about natural and anthropogenic elements of
space into one whole.

We are especially indebted to this geographer for the informative dimension of his
book, which is based on very diligent recording and scientific explanation of geographical
inventory and historical facts or on brilliant descriptions of the spirit of the place of cer-
tain cities and the cultural identity of certain cities and municipalities. Precisely because
of it’s informative and aesthetic dimension, and also bilingual - in Serbian and English,
the book will be interesting not only as a gift for foreign politicians, diplomats, investors,
or as a souvenir for tourists, but also as a source of inspiration for experts in local self-
governments. state administration, spatial planning, scientific research institutes and
institutions, who want to get to know this country, it’s natural beauty, cultural heritage
and geographical specificities. If Njegos once wrote the work "Mirror Serbian" in a differ-
ent context, this book by prof. emeritus Stevan Stankovi¢ can be called the "Mirror of Ser-
bia", but also a mirror of his work so far.
