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Abstract: Increasing interest in the preserved nature caused the emergence of ecotourism as epoch-making tourism
activities with minimal impact on environment of tourist destinations and locality. Natural features and protected
natural resources of the Middle Banat a good basis for the development of ecotourism, but it is necessary to serious
and responsible approach in the planning of tourism development potentials into new usable value.
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Tourism

Tourism is a dynamic and complex activity that occurs on a variety of spatial scales
and is caused by different reasons. This is an activity that takes place in the environment,
with the highest and the most efficient development in the original, unpolluted and well-
protected areas. It represents a specific form of human activity that is directly linked to or
dependent on environmental conditions (Gunn, 1988; Gunn, 1979). It represents some kind
of space consumer and frequently uses surfaces, objects and phenomena that are not
interesting for a number of other activities. Tourism is a human need that is satisfied
generally in a healthy environment (Radovié, 2000).

The modern tourist activity has arisen in the nineteenth century, as a result of the
industrial revolution (the improvement of living standards and reduction of working time).
By the mid-century tourist trips have become a part of culture and the majority of social
classis could afford them (Stankovié, 1995; Comié, 1997). During the sixties and seventies
of the twentieth century, the tourism in Serbia was characterized by mass and uniformity (as
the result of different social and economic impacts) with similar offers and hotels that were
very much alike. More recently, tourism in Serbia has undergone a metamorphosis. It
became not only the need, but also a lifestyle of modern man. Because of that, special
attention is given to tourism and especially to the planning of its development and
improvement. Today, tourism is characterized by: flexibility, segmentation and authenticity,
as well as mass. Tourism is observed and studied from different aspects, because it
represents for many regions and countries the basic or supplementary source of income.
Therefore, in most development programs, tourism appears and planning as an important
support for economic and socio-cultural development with special emphasis on conservation
of natural resources and improvement of environmental conditions and state of the
environment from local to national levels. Any form of tourism activities in different ways is
related to the environment, affecting it positive or negative and depending on its quality
(Unkovi¢, 1991; Poon, 1998; Holoway, 1991; Unkovi¢, 2001; Baki¢, 1992, the Law on
Environmental Protection , 2004).

Today, modern tourists are increasingly demanding, more sophisticated and less
interested in traditional tourist services and products. Tourist motivations and expectations
of modern tourists are channeled in the direction of seeking new tourism services and
destinations. Due to the development of increased environmental awareness, modern tourists
bypass and avoid polluted commercialized destinations, in search of destinations with an
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intact or not polluted nature, traditional values and way of life of local people and
participating in their daily activities. Such a trend or approach of tourists has affected the
invention of ecotourism, as well as specific, but very interesting and demanding tourist
activities (Ministry of Trade and Tourism, 2006).

In this paper, we have tried to better present the eco-tourism, some of its specific
features, target groups, and of course to suggest destinations in Central Banat region with
special emphasis on the type and method of creating eco-tourism and determination of their
carriers.

Ecotourism

The term environment means the overall system of interconnected natural and
anthropogenic objects, phenomena and processes, which takes place in human life, work and
leisure. This term includes everything that directly or indirectly affects life, man activities
and the life functions of other beings (natural, social and artificially created by physical,
chemical and biological factors). Scientific and technical levels are crucial factors for the
development. With development inevitably increases the effect of man on nature. Modern
society has the task not only to preserve the environment and the rational use of natural
resources today, but to prevent the negative consequences of human impact in the future.
Relations in the system man - environment are numerous and diverse. Vulnerability of the
atmosphere, hydrosphere, biosphere and lithosphere, identifies with the endangerment of the
environment.

The natural environment includes natural ingredients, resources (water, air, soil,
plants, animals and microorganisms), and energy supply (radioactivity, gravity, heat,
electricity, light, sound) and the corresponding natural processes. According to all this it can
be concluded that the nature environment is part of the environment because the
environment means everything that surrounds us, so as the human environment (LjeSevié,
2005).

Hector Sebalos-Laskuren (Hector Ceballos - Lascuren), Mexican architect,
environmentalist and international ecotourism consultant, has created and refined the
concept and definition of ecotourism. The definition of ecotourism, according to this author
is: "Environmentally responsible travel and visit in a relatively undisturbed natural areas
(natural) areas for the enjoyment and appreciation of nature (and accompanying cultural
features / value - from both past and present) with the concurrence of protection, a small
negative impact visitors and beneficial active socioeconomic involvement of local people
"(ECPD, 2006) was officially accepted and incorporated into the Resolution 1:32 of the first
TUCN World Congress, held in Montreal 1996th year. In other words, ecotourism is a form
of tourism that is attended by environmental groups and individuals are aware that their
actions on the environment are trying to reduce the effects of what makes the so-called mass
tourism.

Is it the same, ecotourism and sustainable tourism? It isn’t (Local Sustainable
Development Strategy, 2005; www.odrzivi-razvoj.sr.gov.yy; Popescu, 1995; DPukanovic,
1996).

Ecotourism represents one aspect of sustainable tourism, which is implemented in
protected areas. It is responsible travel to natural areas, which saves the environment and
maintain the welfare of local people. Ecotourism is an activity which by definition is closest
to the sustainable development and sustainable tourism. This does not exclude the
sustainability of tourism and other activities as are all efforts to as many tourist activities
comply with the principles of sustainability. Well-preserved nature is one of the
fundamental competitive advantages of developing tourism in Serbia, including the Middle
Banat. The diversity of natural resources is another reason that the development of
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ecotourism as an important tool for sustainable tourism development and long-term and
consistent approach to achieving sustainability

Like all other forms of tourism, ecotourism is a multidisciplinary activity. It is
therefore important that, those who are interested in developing ecotourism products, are not
only aware of the nature that surrounds them, but also who could be their customers and
what are their interests. Thus, tourism activities can be made according to visitors and the
extent of their needs and interests.

Ecotourism has a number of positive effects in the environment in which the
tourists could resolve their needs. Ecotourism is developing an awareness of the needs of
preserving, protecting and improving the environment and thus improves the quality of
nature and positively effects the environment because:

+ It is building awareness of the importance of a healthy environment through tourism;
* protect nature, the natural functions and the area where the tourism is functioning;
« improves the aesthetic quality of the environment

The United Nations have declared the year 2002 as the international year of
ecotourism, and on this occasion under the auspices of UNEAP and the WTO (World
Tourism Organization) the World Summit on Ecotourism was held in Quebec, Canada, with
over 1000 participants from 132 countries. The essence of the recommendations set forth in
the Declaration of the Summit is that ecotourism has the lead in introducing sustainable
practices in tourism development, with specific features that distinguish it from the wider
concept of sustainable tourism. They are primarily related to contributions to the
preservation of natural and cultural heritage interpretation and visitors valuing this legacy,
including local people in planning, development and operations and to achieve prosperity
for the population, placing emphasis on individual and small group visits (WTO, 1994;
WTO, 1999; WTO, 2007; WTO, 1998; WTO, 2005).

Governments have an essential role in the development of ecotourism, although
their role is complex and must be defined through the action of the various participants. The
World Tourism Organization and United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) have
recommended to governments, on the occasion of the International Year of Ecotourism
2002, to establish, strengthen and spread national strategy and specific programs for
sustainable development and ecotourism. Also, it is recommended that the government
provide technical, financial and promotional support, and to properly facilitate the creation
and operation of small and medium enterprises in the field of ecotourism, which are key
partners in the organization of ecotourism. Local natural and human resources and products
should be the basis of this development, in order to create and preserve the authenticity of
the picture, and for the greater benefit to be kept in ecotourism destinations (Ministry of
Trade and Tourism, 2006; Martin, 1987; Comié, 2001; Kusters, 1996).

Ecotourism is a form of tourism with prediction that it will be dominant trend of
tourism development at the global level, and according to the WTO (World Tourism
Organization) from the onset to the present is growing by 5% annually.

In order to develop ecotourism in a country or region it is necessary to overcome
barriers that stand in the way, and if they are not respected, they can cause so great and
inestimable damage to the environment. Restrictions are as follows: the area is not explored
in order to verify standards and certified for eco-tourism, lack of minimum infrastructure,
low levels of environmental awareness, the desire for quick raising of living standards, lack
of clear standards and legislation, water and healthy food, hospitality and diverse indigenous
cultures, participation in research projects, protection and conservation. Promotion of ideas
and plans for development of ecotourism, and the ‘’noise’” of people, are the inevitable need
and laborious task for those who create and implement a policy of tourism development.
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Efforts are being made to establish and commence the implementation of guidelines for
successful eco-certification, which will apply to accommodation facilities, tour operators,
and other products.

Ecotourism activities are all tourism activities that have in essence, a preserved
nature as the main motive, desire and motivation of tourists for knowledge, appreciation and
enjoyment of the extraordinary natural environment, the number of participants ranging
from individuals to small groups (up to 25 participants) and that product unusual experience
and satisfaction of participants. Thus, the ecological tourism activities can be classified
firstly as a scientific and educational tourism and bird watching. Related forms of tourism
activities are rural, cultural, natural, agricultural, and even "Robinson Crusoe style". When it
comes to ecotourism activities, it is necessary to emphasize that the basis for the
development of tourism is nature and not environment (Steti¢, 2007).

If it comes to catering services and facilities for ecotourism, it is necessary to
mention the basic division of catering to residential and non-residential or on facilities
providing accommodation and facilities for providing food and pouring drinks. The
accommodation facilities in the service / for ecotourism are also called eco-guesthouse,
which is essentially a modest building at the level of tourist’s needs and must satisfy the
basic ethical principles. The architecture should be in the style of local cultural heritage and
that does not violate the aesthetic value and is considered that it does not belong to
international hotel chains, but the individual and the community-owned businesses or the
domicile. However, practice shows that with the development of ecotourism and desire for
profit, other eco-tourism accommodation facilities are being used, which by definition do
not belong to eco-guesthouses. Non-residential facilities, whose services are most
commonly used by eco-tourists, according to non-residential basic classification, belong to a
group of ethnic restaurants. These are restaurants that reflect the customs and culture of
indigenous peoples in the diet, but may reflect the cuisine of the people who once lived in
that area or settled by the immediate surroundings. Architecture and interior ambiance of the
building is adapted to the customs of the people they come from, and often complementary
games and songs are added to the food and drink service. Although they are not included in
the basic eco tourist restaurants, hunting and fish restaurants are usual, based on
environmental motives hunting and fishing motives, and the structure of the kitchen is just
based on the specialties of fish and game, although it may be amended and some national
miles.

Many underdeveloped countries see their big chance in the development of
ecotourism and the desire to come quickly to big outcomes takes them into trap as a result of
certain misconceptions that are as follows: each undeveloped area is an ideal area for
developing eco-tourism, environmental awareness of residents and tourists is on high level,
rural tourism is ecotourism in general (Davidson, 1977).

In the cause of right approach to ecotourism development in Serbia, as well as to
maximize benefits, it is necessary to master the following: implementation of international
standards GREEN GLOBE 21 (ecologically sustainable tourism with a primary focus on
researching natural areas that are firmly committed to the sustaining, appreciation and
conservation of the environment), drafting the necessary legislation for ecotourism, research
and verification of areas of interest for ecotourism, infrastructure construction, certification,
continuous improvement.

The development of ecotourism, as defined in international terms, is still in Serbia,
especially in middle of Banat in its infancy. The reason could be a lack of motivation of
potential creators of the tourism product, and brokers and tourist agencies, primarily due to
low profitability. Opportunities for ecotourism development in Serbia and its regions,
especially in the Middle Banat, are large and are the following: untouched nature,
archaeological sites and historical monuments.
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Methodology of work

In preparing this study, at baseline, it was consulted and partly implemented
generally accepted methodology of planning development documents by the World Bank,
World Tourism Organization, the Institute for Strategic Planning and development of the
European Union and other development institutions. It includes, among other things, clearly
define the goals, objectives, determine the existing and potential destinations in the observed
areas and opportunities for development of ecotourism, as well as the development and
monitoring of the holders thereof. The main objective of this paper is to analyze the
determinants of the current ecotourism, taking into account the principles and views of
different authors, and the World Tourism Organization. Specific objectives were to look
back on life and environment of the Middle Banat as the basis of eco-tourism activities.

The tasks are many, but as a basic task is imposed the designating the existing and
potential destinations, or eco-tourism development zone. To realize this task it is necessary
that the side, but also very important tasks (steps) that precede it, to identify all activities
that could be classified as ecotourism and thus affect the formation of high quality and
competitive ecotourism offers of Middle Banat. Of course hard work is needed and some
time to convert the potential use of new value, and in this way there is a certain level of
problems and potential dangers. It is therefore necessary to determine the development of
ecotourism stakeholders, from local to provincial level, whose task are consisted in active
participation in planning, monitoring, eliminating gaps and solving problems in
implementing and realizing development goals. Because of these reasons, this part is
considered the most important and most responsible, and professionals and experience
people should take part so the number of errors and problems could be boiled down to the
smallest possible, and time not spent in vain, and the development is going into a defined
directions.

Eco-destinations the Middle Banat

In planning for ecotourism the following questions must be answered: How to
manage the visitors? How to organize and edit Eco-destinations and to preserve it, and that
tourists can experience a sense of closeness with nature and, occasionally, be integrated into
the local community? As existing and new hotels and make a commitment to do business
while respecting the principles of sustainability and environmental? How to build tourist
accommodation on the model criteria "ecolodge" (protection of natural and cultural values
have a minimal impact on the environment and fit into the landscape, low water
consumption, energy use and care waste management)? The term "ecolodge" was first used
officially in 1994 at the First International Forum on eco-accommodations, in U.S. Virgin
Islands (Mrksa, 2009).

The very notion of Eco-destinations are interpreted and adapted to subjectively on
a case by case basis. The concept of selecting and organizing Eco-destinations is a very
responsible and serious task, and therefore the problems and tasks of the development of
tourism, concern directly governments and ministries, which special emphasis to the
development of ecotourism and the formation Eco-destinations.

Starting from the definition of ecotourism as a basis, we can say that the
fundamentals of ecotourism activities, and thus determination of Eco-destinations, is nature.
Here we honor the protected areas, first of all national parks and nature reserves, then the
landscape which is characterized by a diverse geo and biodiversity areas with minimal
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anthropogenic impacts (in terms of urbanization), and sites in the domains of peripheral
parts of urban areas, suitability and compliance of catering building in all respects for
ecotourism (Ljesevi¢, 2010; Cuculovié, 201 1).

In Middle Banat area, a serious attempt (effort) to develop and implement a model
of ecotourism need to be done. As the main Eco-destinations should plan spacious and
uninhabited or sparsely populated areas Middle areas, special nature reserves and other
protected areas. The main areas for eco-tourists to stay would be:

- walking on the network of discretely marked trails, with possible editing of individual
sections for the bicycle,

- horseback, accompanied by local guides, or riding a horse or other carriage,

-educational and scientific activities

- Bird watching,

- picking mushrooms, herbs and fruit gathering with a guide or host,

- observe or participate in the processing of milk and other traditional works in the authentic
rural households,

- observation or participation in traditional arts, games and contests,

- staying in tents or shacks that built for this purpose in the old, authentic architectural-style
buildings (Mrksa, 2009).

When all this is taken into account the potential Eco-destinations and ecotourism
activities in theMiddle Banat area could be:

1. Special Nature Reserve “Slano Kopovo”, located in the Municipality of
Novalja, northeast of the homonymous municipality center of which is located about 5 km
near the road and railway. Special Nature Reserve “Slano Kopovo” was declared a natural
resource of special importance category by the Government of the Republic of Serbia in the
year 2001. In July 2004, it was declared the world's important wetlands by the Ramsar
Convention, which our country ratified in the year 1976.

It is one of the last representative examples of the Pannonian salt marsh and heath
are of utmost importance to preserve the wealth of flora and fauna of central Banat. It was
consisted by the action of Tisa River, which in the past has changed its course, spilled over
the surrounding valleys and blue dye.

Nature Reserve covers an area of 976 ha and it was established three-tier mode
protection.

The degree of protection zone are allowed: scientific research, controlled forms of
education, control of monitoring plant and animal species. The conditionally permitted
activities include sanitary and regulatory catch wild pigs, deer and sanitary fishing. The
prohibited activities include reforestation of meadow land, draining marsh land, commercial
and sport fishing, all forms of hunting, as well as changes in water regime prescribed.

In zone II level of protection allowed the scientific research, controlled mowing
meadows, use of cane and reeds, sanitary deforestation, logging of indigenous forests and
reforestation of native species, if necessary, cull breeding, fishing, beekeeping, the
movement of vessels that do not pollute the environment , sanitary hunting, fishing and
selective fishing. The prohibited activities include: reforestation of meadow land, turning
marshy pond in terrestrial ecosystems, prescribed changes in water regime, the introduction
of alien plant and animal species, commercial fishing, hunting for commercial purposes and
use boats for fishing.

In zone III the degree of protection allowed the limited use of cane and cattle
breeding in commercial use, limited the use of forests, forest products, and collecting
medicinal plants, selective manufacturing, tourism and supervised the construction of a
dedicated tourist facilities. The prohibited activities include water pollution, pesticide use,
afforestation of non-indigenous species (MrkSa, 2008).
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In the reserve there is a lake located in the Tisa loess terrace and which belongs to
the salt lakes, which is probably the only remnant of the former Pannonian Sea. The lake has
an area of 1.45 km2 and a coastline length of 7 km. It's salty waters specific for unique of
the Pannonian ecosystems is typical for salty, muddy ponds periodically dried up and their
parts. Salt concentration varies depending on range of water which is from 64 134 to 7825
mg / 1. The origin of salts in the lake, scientists associated with Potholing character of the
Pannonian Plain, which is surrounded by a wreath of the Carpathians.

It is a natural rarity known as ornithological station. With geo-morphological,
hydrological and microclimate aspect Lake is an exceptional natural value, and also from
the standpoint of eco-tourism.

This reserve is one of the most important bird habitats and in Serbia and Europe,
where a considerable number of species nesting with the global Red List of endangered
birds. So far, the Salt Mines recorded the presence of more than 200 different species
(“morski zalar, crvenonogi prudnik, bukovac, sabljarka”), of which 73 belong to the
breeders. This area is the most important migratory stop for a casual hundreds of thousands
of birds of aquatic habitats from many parts of Europe and western Siberia.

With the financial assistance of the Secretariat for the Environment and Sustainable
Development of the Salt Mines in recent years a number of actions related to the active
protection and promotion activities in public is implemented for the reserve.

2. The special Nature Reserve “Stari Begej” — an Imperial bar is located
southwest of Zrenjanin. It is located on the alluvial plain of the Tisa and Begej making the
shape of the letter "Z". It represents the residue of the floodplain along the lower river
Begej. The protected area is located in the alluvial plain of the Tisza River and south of
Begej Ecka, Stajica Luke and villages northern of Perlez, in the municipality of Zrenjanin
(Group of authors, 1993).

In the reserve was established the three-tier mode of protection: the first declared
protection was in 1955. , when the "Vojtina Mlaka" because of its natural beauty has been
protected under the Law on Protection of Cultural Monuments and Natural Rarities. The
reserve area is 1.676 ha. The space of the first degree of protection is an area of 703.7 ha
and occupies 42% of the reserve. Part of the second level of protection is an area of 371.8
hectares and occupies 22.2% of the territory. To the second degree belong the flow of Old
Begej with the northern and meander belt width of 10 m along the left bank and Tiganjice
Perleske Bare, then the area Zagnjenice, Ravenice, Visoke grede, Male grede and Male
Saracice. The area of the third degree of protection covers an area 600.5 ha and occupies
35.8% of the reserve area. The third level of protection include: 120m width of the
embankment, and Farkadzinskog Botoskog rita with a belt width of 50m (Dudara) and part
Botoskog rita (time, reeds, the northern part of the swamp, an old dam (Various authors,
1993).

Imperial Lake is a specific fluvial lake located in flooded area of the Tisza and
Begej river. It is located near the highway Zrenjanin - Belgrade, for halfway between Stajic¢a
and Perlez. This site is rich in bio-geographic motives and represents the ornithological
station, which resulted to be declared a nature reserve Begej-Old Imperial Bar.

The space of Carske Bare is characterized by bare dense network of rivers, canals,
lakes and ponds. In this area once stretched countless large and small swompts. Today this
area is characterized by meanders of the Stari Begej that narrowed and shortened. Carska
Bara is a rich habitat for fish (24 species), birds (250 species), rare plant and animal species.
In the reserve live and rare mammals in this area: wild boar, deer, fox, muskrat, skunk,
ground squirrel, turtle, water snake, frog and colorful salamander. The main features of the
reserve, which make this area to have special natural values, ecosystem and biodiversity are:
the authenticity - has been preserved marsh wetland-steppe ecosystem of the parts and
slatinska biotopes as habitats of indigenous species of flora and fauna representative - a rare
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ecosystem, the disappearance was influenced by human activities, and it is representative of
natural habitat of many rare and endangered species, the diversity of natural phenomena,
species richness and ecological processes; integrity of habitats and ecological processes,
landscape values and vulnerability.

3. Coastal Tamis, Tisa and Begej, each for itself, a very good foundation for the
development of some ecotourism activities, which depend primarily on the coast and coastal
planning, and relationship to flow through the village, which allow and restrict certain
activities. Coastal Tamis is due to the relatively untouched coastline, in some parts of the
stream, suitable for scientific and educational, pedestrian activity and bird watching. Tisa is
better organized and urbanized and is suitable for walking, cycling, for nature education and
sports and recreational activities. Begej also has the quite urbanized bank and the potential
for their development activities and Tisa.

Common to all these three rivers is their hydro potential which can be rescaled for
the waterway and event tourism on the water in terms of driving boats without engines (eg
rowing), and organizing regattas on various vessels, too, without the use of motor boats,
which meet spending time in nature and minimal impact to the same participants, that
represent one of the basic principles of ecotourism.

4. Monuments of nature park on the property "Sokolac" in New Becej and park in
the Residence of the castle are two individual sites that can be valorized for ecotourism
activities, but not as the primary motive and carriers, as more complementary sites with
regard to the places and environments in which are located. From the ecotourism activities
in these parks are the most significant scientific, educational and recreational activities.

For all these eco-destinations it is necessary to constantly monitor the environment.
In order to do this, it is necessary to carry out preventive, organizational and technical
measures.

Under the preventive measures we include the following measures:

* the prohibition of construction of infrastructure and other facilities that may endanger the
environment and natural resources;

* to limit access to vulnerable and potentially vulnerable sites through a limited number of
entries, setting up barriers for passage, charging high ticket prices, control the number of
visitors, forbid making fire, camping

* by zoning activities in the locality, in which the behavior is clearly indicated, and control
of such behavior

* a time limit on use of certain facilities and the use of territory in the tourism and tourist
visits

» searching for sites and facilities that will replace the use of endangered sites

* environmental education of tourists, workers in tourism and other visitors

» constantly informing tourists and visitors about the values of natural resources

Under the organizational measures we include the following measures:
* Development and adoption of spatial plans and programs based on environmental
requirements and established ecological capacity space
* the constant quality control of the environment, broadcasters pollutants, environmental
loads of space, exploitation of natural resources and protected areas
e an ongoing cooperation between organization and tourists, tourism workers,
environmentalists, local communities to preserve the quality of the environment, resources
and cultural values of destinations
« the establishment of organizations of enthusiasts, researchers and organizations working to
improve the quality of places.

Under the technical measures we can include the following measures:
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+ spatial destinations in order to achieve the functional value of tourism destinations
* technical rehabilitation of devastated buildings and conservation areas of potentially
vulnerable sites of devastation

SWOT analysis of ecotourism in Srednji Banat

In order to improve, analyze and determine the future development of ecotourism
in Srednji Banat, it is necessary to identify the benefits and opportunities, as well as
weaknesses and threats through a SWOT analysis.

The benefits of the area of Srednji Banat are reflected in the values of bio-
geographic and protected areas. Here is primarily thought on two special natural reserve,
which should be the bearers of the development, not only of eco-tourism, but tourism in
general. Also, the good thing is that in addition to the reserve area of Srednji Banat a dozen
categories of protected natural environment that can be valorized for tourism are right next
to, for example, water flows, continental climate with long summers . Benefits are reflected
in the tourist and transit-geographic position between Hungary and Romania, but also near
the middle of the transit routes to the south as well as from the eastern to Western Europe,
and multicultural region, hospitality and ethnic diversity, experience the old crafts. One of
the convenience is the proximity to the capital Belgrade.

The chances for developing and promoting ecotourism in Srednji Banat are
significant and are reflected in the willingness and support of relevant institutions, primarily
the national and provincial, for the preparation of planning and development of documents
related to tourism. Also, the willingness of implementation of strategic goals and objectives
is significant as well as their monitoring and improvement of the before mentioned
institutions. By approaching the European Union, opens up the possibility of applying the
access to funds for financing infrastructure projects and the building which contributes to
improve the quality of life in general and the development of the region.

The weaknesses are reflected in the underdeveloped environmental awareness
among local population, and it is evident that it does not make a special effort to change
that, although it is one of the significant weaknesses in the development and promotion of
tourism and life in general. Poor quality of waste management policy and the existence of
illegal landfills contribute not only to look ugly, but also to reduce the quality of the
environment. The weak side is in order to develop eco-tourism, it is necessary as soon as
possible to resolve the access problems with some effort and involvement of relevant
institutions. Weaknesses are weak promotion of central Banat as a tourist destination, poor
tourism signs on the road, lack of diverse tourism products, lack of inter-municipal support,
lack of good projects, not enough to point to the importance of strategic partnerships with
the private sector and the creation of public private arrangements.

Hazards can be viewed through an unbalanced and uneven development, both at
provincial and at national level. The excessive centralization leads to a negative trend
manifested by the fact that young population leaves because of the challenges through
education (high school and college) and due to lack of adequate facilities in the observed
area. Most young people are not coming back to places, and the educational and age
demographic structure of population is very poor and do not make efforts to improve it in
any way. Also, the risk may be considered an insufficient degree of control and sanctions of
all kinds and forms of pollution, which directly affects indirectly the state and quality of the
environment throughout the area of Srednji Banat. Concerning the risk it is still needed to
mention the conflicting development options and the dangers of uncontrolled hunting
tourism.

SWOT analysis has showed on the areas of weakness of Srednji Banat, where it is
necessary to immediately begin the process of rapid change, as well as it showed the power
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of tourism in Srednji Banat, that also look for certain activities in order to maintain on its
current level or to improve. the development of ecotourism Srednji Banat will depend on the
speed and effectiveness of the development of strategic actions.

Conclusion

Based on the foregoing it is concluded that ecotourism can be developed in the area
of central Banat with the respect to existing natural resources, but also what is necessary is
to achieve the consensus on tourism as an individual and national development because of
the fact that the multi-validity of tourism should start farming for tourism, animate free
capital, create new jobs and improve the quality of life in general, not just for individuals. It
is necessary for all tourism activities align with sustainable development, ecotourism
represents the most sustainable tourist activity. Therefore, ecotourism, with sustainable
tourism should be one of the main goals of tourism development in Srednji Banat. In order
to do this the following must be done:

- Institutionalization of the area of interest for ecotourism development through

the adoption, in addition to existing and new relevant regulations under the
Law on Tourism, the Law on Environmental Protection and the Law on
Environmental Impact Assessment on the environment, and this activity
involves creating an appropriate professional documentation, and initiating
drafting of appropriate legislation as well as its adoption;

- Development of ecotourism master plan area with designs to the content of
representative projects and proposal documents relating to the regulation of
urban and environmental licenses;

- Feasibility of ecotourism organization in the example of two major eco-
destinations SRP Slano Kopovo and SRP Stari Begej- Carska Bara. This task
may include a business plans model;

- Development and initial implementation of the plan of activities promoting
ecotourism in the country and abroad as well as training people to work in
ecotourism;

- Providing financial support to encourage the creation and development of
ecotourism projects.

Holders of these tasks should be the Executive Council of AP Vojvodina,
Vojvodina TO, local municipal assemblies and local tourism organizations (Mrksa, 2009).
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
