TOURIST VALORIZATION OF ROMAN IMPERIAL CITY FELIX ROMULIANA

Abstract: The tourism industry is a great potential for the development of Serbia. The main characteristics of the
existing and potential tourist offer of Serbia are interesting and diverse natural resources and cultural and historical
heritage. Felix Romuliana, established palace of the Roman emperor Galerius, is located in the valley of the Black
Timok, near Zajecar and the village of Gamzigrad in eastern Serbia. The palace was built in the late third and early
fourth century, as a testamentary construction. This is where the Roman emperor was buried and included among
the gods. It is the best preserved example of Roman palatial architecture which in 2007 was added to the List of
World Heritage of UNESCO. One of the key tasks of this paper is to point out ways of promoting and popularizing
this tourism potential that can be used as a resource for the development of cultural tourism and as such strengthen
the position of Serbia's tourist offer in Europe. The aim of this paper is contained in the presentation of the site
Felix Romuliana and extraction of the most important attractiveness through valorization, which on the bases of
historical and cultural significance may be activated for tourism purposes.

Keywords: imperial city, tourist valorization, Felix Romuliana

Introduction

Roman imperial city Felix Romuliana is located in eastern Serbia, in the
municipality of Zajecar, ZajeCar district, 11 km away from ZajeCar and nearby village
Gamzigrad (2 km). Situated on a plateau that is surrounded on three sides by the natural
undulating terrain (which resembles an amphitheater), forming a shallow valley. Felix
Romuliana itself is located at 43° 53' 58" north latitude and 22° 11' 10" east longitude. It is
4,863 km away from the Earth’s Equator and 1,782 km from the Greenwich (Spatial Plan,
2004). Decades of research of this complex, established by multi-stage construction works
in Roman tetrarchy times, began in 1953 (Kapuran, 2008). It is the best preserved example
of Roman palatial architecture which in 2007 was included in the List of World Heritage by
UNESCO. Roman Emperor Caius Valerius Galerius Maximianus built a palace in his
hometown for himself and his mother Romula after whom it is called - Felix Romuliana
(Cirkovié, 2003).

Two forts and other buildings from the same period were built between the year
297 and 311 AD. The space within the walls is divided with the main communication axis,
from north to south. The northern half of the imperial palace complex includes a small
temple and the altar located in the courtyard. On the southern half there are facilities for
public use, a grand temple of Jupiter, spas and a horeum. The architecture of the palace is
complemented with mosaic floors, with abstract and figurative high quality motifs (Spatial
Plan, 2004). One kilometer east of the palace, on the Magura hill, there is a complex of
religious objects, consisting of imperial mausoleums and monuments dedicated to the
Emperor Gallery and his mother Romula. On the access road to Romuliana there are also the
remains of a monumental tetrapylon.
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Tourist valorization of anthropogenic values (such as the above-mentioned) is a
complex process of great importance for the development of tourism in one place, region or
country. It is important for tourism planning, environmental, economic and non-economic
functions of tourism. Tourist valorization should not be equated with the economic, because
anthropogenic tourist values, regardless of their importance for tourism, are not a
commodity in the economic sense (Cirkovié¢, 2005). Cultural heritage is not subjected to the
laws of market economy, and can not be converted to a "market of heritage" in which
everything is regulated by the supply and demand patterns. (Vujovi¢, 2006). This position is
confirmed by the fact that tourism uses objects, phenomena and processes which for other
activities have almost no significance. Only tourism can valorize archaeological sites,
mosaics, pottery and marble statues. The global trend of cooperation between tourism and
culture sectors is in progress, in which such communication simultaneously allows the
protection of the public good and achieving economic success, and the valorization in this
paper will show how Romuliana can be be incorporated in these trends (Benton, 2011).

Methodology and Research Methods

All objects, phenomena or spaces formed by natural processes or human activity
which possess a certain attraction for visitors can be a subject of tourist valorization. In
practice, two methods of tourist valorization are most often used. The most common is a
quantitative—qualitative method, which allows a fair amount of freedom in the evaluation,
and it is based on six indicators. The second, more complex method, is the Hilary du Cross
method of tourist valorization, which is, due to its complexity and variety of indicators that
are included in the process of cultural property evaluation, considered to be more
appropriate and more reliable (Stanojlovi¢, 2010). None of the mentioned methods include
information on the needs, views, interests and aspirations of visitors which is very important
especially when evaluating the tourist potential of a site. Visitor inclusion in the evaluation
process is a good way to achieve objectivity (Tomi¢, 2011).

In this paper, using the above methods, we tried to determine the tourist potential of
Felix Romuliana. The results obtained using these two methods will be placed in a position
of comparison, in order to determine whether they differ significantly from each other. Also,
based on that, we will use “SWOT” analysis to determine the existing strengths and
weaknesses, and the real opportunities and threats for Romuliana. The research material
consists of secondary data collected from literature, bibliographic studies and documents.
We will also be using a descriptive approach and the inductive research method.

At this point it should be noted that in tourist valorization difficulties arise from the
imperfection of the methodology used for the quantification of indicator values for
valorization by giving them numerical scores. It should also be noted that different
approaches lead to results with limited reliability, bearing in mind that the assessment is
based on the subjective perception and evaluation of the grader, as is the case with this
assessment. For this reason this type of research must intersect and complement with contact
studies of tourist clientele, because it is the only way to reliably determine how tourists
experience the cultural and natural values of a given space.

Results of the quantitative—qualitative method of tourist valorization

In particular, quantitative—qualitative method consists of the so-called "complete
methods" (based on the system of factors which also include examination of cultural and
geographic factors, i.e. the cultural values of space, then suprastructure and infrastructure)
(Cirkovi¢, 2005). The quantitative evaluation in reality can not encompass all the
components of space, and therefore the so called complete methods are also called "quasi-
total".
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The evaluation process is done by using the scale of values which is not universal —
it is determined according to specific needs. In this paper the scoring was carried out by
using a scale with a range from 0 to 5. It should also be noted that different approaches lead
to results whose reliability is limited, bearing in mind that the evaluation is based on the
subjective perception and evaluation of a grader, which is the case with this valorization.

Since many domestic and foreign authors consider that the valorization process
proposed by the World Tourism Organization is outdone, it is modified, and that modified
procedure was used for the purposes of this paper, so the tourist valorization is carried out
by analyzing: tourist— geographical position, artistic value, tourist value of the ambience,
tourist attractiveness and recognition, construction and equipment of the space, tourist
value of the surrounding tourist resources.

The next step, after analyzing these elements, is their evaluation to determine the
overall value of tourism. The evaluation was carried out as follows:

— grade 1 (unsatisfactory quality) - inability for tourist presentation,
— grade 2 (satisfactory quality) - local tourist importance,

— grade 3 (good quality) - regional tourist importance,

— grade 4 (very good quality) - national tourist importance,

— grade 5 (excellent quality) - international tourist importance.

Tourist—geographical position

This position will be evaluated with the mean score of the following indicators —
the communication position, and the position in relation to other values in the region
(Cirkovié, 2005).

The communication position is determined by the number and quality of roads,
their bandwidth and frequency in different weather conditions. It is in the spirit of tourist
movement to come by one road, and go back by another, which allows greater dispersion of
tourists in space. The Romuliana site is about 250 km away from Belgrade, 110 km from
Nis, 70 km from Kladovo, 90 km from Paraéin, 46 km from Bor, 90 km from Donji
Milanovac, 200 km from Kopaonik, 120 km from Aleksinac, 155 miles from the Bela
Palanka, 75 km away from Pirot... Romuliana can be reached by a narrow asphalt road about
1,5 km in length, which separates from the main road Zaje¢ar — Paracin. It can be reached
also from the opposite direction, by a lower quality asphalt road from Gamzigradska spa.
The friable and narrow asphalt road is unsuitable for larger and more modern coaches,
which is a big problem for the arrival of tourist groups. The only train that was operating on
the route Belgrade — Zajecar was abolished at the end of January 2009, and airports in Ni§
and Bor have not yet been recognized as tourist hubs. Until roads intended by regional
spatial planning are constructed and a special regime of traffic is established, and until
airports in Ni§ and Bor modernize, the grade is 3.

The position of Romuliana relative to other values in the region (listed in the other
section of this valorization) is good, main roads M-5 and "Timok motorway", as well as
regional and local roads provide good links with Romuliana’s nearby tourist values that
have regional significance, so the position in relation to them is good and the grade is 3.

Based on these two indicators, the average grade for the tourist—geographical
position is 3.

Artistic value

The evaluation of this element relates to the evaluation of all elements that attract
tourists. Archaeological artistic values stand out with their autochthony, rarity, originality
and preservation. Protection of particular sites by the government and international
organizations speaks adequately about the quality of their artistic values (Cirkovi¢, 2005).
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Since 1979. Felix Romuliana has the category of a cultural monument of
outstanding importance for the Republic of Serbia, and since 2007. it is on the World
Heritage List by UNESCO. Her art objects are very interesting and so far have been
exhibited in Paris, Rimini, Venice and Bonn. So in relation to the artistic quality it has
excellent quality and international tourist significance, so it is given the maximum grade, 5.

Tourist value of the ambience

The ambience is the complexity of the characteristics of natural and created values
of space. The ambience affects the wholeness of the experience. In that sense the
arrangement of space is very important as is the incorporation of the archaeological site in
the ambience, as well as the adjustment of ambience to the site. (Cirkovi¢, 2005).

Romuliana is in the middle of a natural amphitheater filled with forests, meadows
and pastures. The Vicinity of the Black Timok, geomorphological forms along parts of its
course, untouched natural ambience away from the noisy and polluted urban environment,
makes a harmonious unity with the site. The impression is reduced because of the inflicted
mud from tractor tires on the access road. The lack of facilities which contribute to better
functioning and more complex development of tourism impact on the grade, which is
currently 3.

Tourist attractiveness and recognition

In tourism development in Serbia, so far none of the archaeological sites have
reached the development level corresponding with the level of attractiveness they possess.
Much more could be done on the branding of these units and their positioning in the minds
of people. Tourists are, among other things, also motivated by a desire to experience
exciting moments in a place with such artistic and cultural heritage, of material and spiritual
value that is not present anywhere else (Djuki¢ Doj¢inovi¢, 2004). And that is not an
impossible managerial task, on the contrary, it is easily solvable, since each place, (town or
village) or in this case archaeological site is unique and does not exist anywhere else.

A visit to Romuliana is included in the compulsory school program of elementary
and secondary schools. The visiting season for the site is from the 1st of April until the 1st
of December, and in the off-season, by appointment, the guide is present at the palace.
Individual visits are recorded throughout the year, and organized trips, especially school
excursions, mostly in spring and autumn. There are not many foreign visitors, but they are
from all sides of the world — from the Czech Republic, Britain, Germany, France, Italy,
Hungary, Romania, Bulgaria, Croatia, Slovenia, Greece, Malaysia, Japan, Australia, USA,
South America (the Germans are the most numerous, then the French and Italians). In 2008.
Romuliana noted a record number of 42,000 visitors, of which foreign visitors accounted for
1,400, which is estimated based on sales of tickets and vouchers for group visits and school
excursions (Beri¢, 2009). Confirmation of its value by the UNESCO, make it a site of
international tourist interest, and it is given the grade 5.

Construction and equipment of the space

Tourist presentation includes accommodation, food, culture, recreation... A big
drawback in the tourist offer of archaeological sites in Serbia is the insufficient construction
of tourist and hospitality facilities, and poor, sometimes even non-existent offer of
accommodational facilities (Cirkovié, 2005). In the case of Romuliana, the situation is at an
unenviable level. These facilities are outdated, of inadequate structure and number, with the
quality service that does not meet the required standards. The nearest restaurant and hotel
accommodation can be found in Gamzigradska Spa, about 4 km from the site. In Zajecar
which is about 10 km away, there are several hotels and many restaurants.
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A visitors' center unfortunately does not exist, and without it a lot of things can not
be displayed, exhibited and explained. The documentation for it has been prepared, and the
plan is to present the project to foreign donors, to obtain funding for implementation.
Bearing in mind that the visitors' center "Lepenski Vir" needed two years to implement the
project after receiving a building permit, it is certain that "Romuliana" can expect a similar
pace of construction works.

While waiting for the spatial plan to be carried out, the temporary infrastructure
and facilities are available to visitors. At the entrance to the palace there is a temporary
parking lot with a capacity for 5 buses and 10 cars. The toilet block is situated near the
parking lot. In one of the towers there is a showroom with parts of sculptures and
reconstructions of architectural elements. There is a temporary information center with a
tour guide office, souvenir shop, and cashier. Beside it, there is a small building with a
garden where you can buy refreshments and food (not prepared at the site). At night, the site
is partially illuminated. Magura hill can be reached by unpaved road that is only suitable for
pedestrians and terrain vehicles. The content of stay is not clearly devised. Until objects
intended by the Regional spatial plan are built and integrated into the ambience and taking
into consideration the current state in the field, the current grade is 2.

Tourist value of the surrounding tourist resources.

The complementarity of space is reflected in the interweaving of natural and social
elements and its merging. Natural and anthropological features in the surrounding area of
archeological sites make the tourism offer more diverse, and staying in the area more
meaningful and longer. On the tourism market polyvalent regions have higher attractiveness
(Cirkovi¢, 2005).

In the nearby area of Felix Romuliana there are a few established and much more
unestablished tourist sites. At 10 km from Romuliana, in ZajeCar, there are several
anthropogenic values. Gamzigradska Spa (3 km) is situated on the shores of the Crni Timok,
and termo-mineral water emerge from its riverbed. HE "Gamzigrad" in Gamzigradska Spa,
one of the oldest in Serbia, began to work in the 1909. The ethno house in Vrazogrnac (10
km) was built in the style of this region. Suvodol monastery from the 14th century (25 km),
near the village of Selacka is popularly believed to have healing powers.

Among the unestablished tourist sites, these ones should be mentioned. Grlisko
lake (10 km), near the village of Grliste, suitable for the development of lake, fishing and
recreational tourism. Sovinac lake (25 km), also an artificial accumulation near Sala§ with
the motel and campsite. Bogovinska cave (25 km), more than a century known speleological
object, is located on the southern side of Kucaj mountains (Bujagic, 2002).

It can be concluded that the tourist values of the surrounding listed sites (we listed
only some of them, but there are much more that are less-known), have regional significance,
giving a score of 3.

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Looking at the results of analysis of all relevant elements of tourist valorization, in
order to form an average tourist value of the Roman imperial city Felix Romuliana, it can be
seen that they move from grade 3 (good quality) to grade 5 (excellent quality), with the
exception of grade 2 (satisfactory quality). The average tourist value is 3.50 (very good
quality and national tourist importance), however there is a chance for its increase in the
coming years and the achievement of excellent quality and international tourism importance.

Hilary du Cros method of tourist valorization

As noted above, when planning the development of tourism products in cultural
tourism (which include archaeological sites) it is important to do an tourist valorization of
the natural and cultural attractions at the destination, as well as the benefits of staying at the
destination, while respecting the principles of sustainable tourism development (Hadzié,
2005).

Hilary du Cros, a researcher at the Department of Tourism Management at
Polytechnic University in Hong Kong, introduced cultural-tourist subindicators in the
process of valorization of tourist destinations and the extent of their grading, specially for
the tourist sector and specially for the sector of cultural heritage management. She also
introduced subindicators for evaluating the robustness of a cultural good in terms of being
sensible to a large numbers of visitors. For the purposes of this paper her valorization is
somewhat modified and adapted to the valorization of one cultural good in particular.

In the tourist sector, the market attractiveness of cultural goods and factors
important for the design of a tourist product are evaluated and in the sector of management
of cultural goods, two elemenst are being evaluated, the cultural significance and robustness.

Tourist sector (Every subindicator is evaluated separately with grades 0 to 5, the
highest individual grade for some subindicators can be less than 5, then the grades are added,
and their sum is the assessment of market attractiveness of cultural goods in the tourism
sector - from 0 to 20 small attractiveness, from 21 to 40 medium attractiveness, from 41 to
60 high attractiveness).

Market attractiveness of Felix Romuliana

The ambience has the potential for a very high grade, but for now, the grade is 3
(weak 0-1, adequate 2-3, good 4, great 5).

It is well known outside the local area, so the grade is 5 (not 0, in certain amount 1-3,
very well-known 4-5).

Romuliana is an important national symbol, the homeland of the Roman emperor
which testifies to a period of world history. Grade 5 is given (not 0, has a potential 1-3, yes
4-5).

More "interesting stories" can be told about it to visitors, it is a very evocative place,
so the grade is 5 (not 0, has a potential 1-3, yes 4-5).

Every place has certain characteristics that other places do not, and Romuliana has
certain characteristics which clearly differentiate it from other cultural goods. The grade is 4
(not 0-1, adequate 2-3, good 4, very good 5).

It is attractive for special needs, which allow greater attendance by tourists. This was
shown by the church-scientific meeting which was has held on the site, concerts, liturgy,
even a wedding, so it gets the grade 4 (not at all 0, has a potential 1-3, very good 4-5).

It has a high degree of complementarity with other tourist products, although this
potential has yet to be seen. The grade is 3 for now (not at all 0, has a potential 1-3, very
good 4-5).
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Tourist activity has an upward trend, but the tourist organization is relatively weak,
and the grade is 3 (not at all 0, has a potential 1-3, completely 4-5).
Felix Romuliana is highly associated with culture, and it is given the grade 4 (barely none 0,
in certain amount 1-3, strong 4-5) (Beri¢, 2009).

Factors important for design of tourist product

Access to Romuliana is possible on a large scale, and the grade is 4 (not allowed 0,
limited 1-2, allowed access to all assets 3-4).

Transportation from the population center to the cultural good is made easier with the
new intersection for the site on the main road Paradin - Zajecar, taxis are very cheap,
although the network of departures of various transport vehicles could be much better. A
local bus line to the site does not exist. It runs only from Zajecar to Gamzigradska spa, and
from there (2 km) the site can be reached only by car, so the grade is 2 (long
distance/difficult access 0, enabled access 1-2, easy access 3).

Access to other cultural attractions is easier, but transportation to them could be better
organized. The grade is 2 (long distance/difficult access 0, enabled access 1-2, easy access
3) (Beri¢, 2009).

Service facilities such as parking, marked paths to cultural goods, refreshments, access
to information are adequate, but there are still plenty of room for improvement, so the grade
3 is given (weak 0, adequate 1 - 2, good 3 - 4, and great 5).

The cumulative score of the tourism sector of Felix Romuliana is 47 (maximally possible
is 60). In this sector the most subindicators received high marks, particularly those related to
market attractiveness. Lower grades are mainly related to the tourist offer and activities, i.e.
the poor infrastructure and suprastructure.

Cultural significance of Felix Romuliana

The Imperial Palace has a great esthetic and architectural value as a unique and
preserved fortification. The grade is 2 (low 0, medium 1, high 2).

The historical value is high because the palace is a monument of an ideology, and
events associated with its builder, so it is graded with 2 (low 0, medium 1, high 2).

Educational value is for now secondary, so the grade is 1 (low 0, medium 1, high 2).

Many studies have examined the ways in which residents, visitors and the wider
tourism industry participate in the ongoing social construction and performance of tourist
landscapes and their sites (Pritchard, 2003). Romuliana’s social value is high because within
its walls local and foreign tourists of different ages are gathered together with the local
population, which allows them to communicate with each other, which contributes to better
understanding among them. The grade 2 is assigned (low 0, medium 1, high 2).

This is the only site in the world from its period where scientific research is carried
out, and the results are being published. In 2010, after 50 years of systematic archaeological
research, a sensational marble sculpture from the middle third century of goddess Diana in
hunt was discovered, which is unique to the Balkans. It is the largest discovery on the site
over the past 30 years (Zivkovié i dr., 2009). The highest grade is given, 2 (low 0, medium
1, high 2).

The rareness of cultural good is graded with 3, since it is unique not only in our
country but also outside of our borders (usual cultural assets of same type 0, unusual cultural
assets of same type 1, rare cultural assets of same type 2, unique cultural asset 3) (Beri¢,
2009).

Representativeness of the site is important. In the northern part there is a complex of
the imperial palace with a small temple and the altar located in the courtyard. On the south
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side there are facilities for public use, a great temple of Jupiter, spas and grain storage. The
architecture of the palace is complemented by mosaic floors, with abstract and figurative
motifs of high quality design. The grade 3 is given (weak 1, good 2-3, great 4).

Robustness of Felix Romuliana

Felix Romuliana is a very sensitive cultural good, and it requires a sustainable
number of visitors. There is a risk that an increase in tourism, with the abundance of the
participants, initiates the nucleus of its own destruction, undermining its main assets
(Vujovié, 2006). The grade is 0 (very sensitive 0-1, sensitive 2-3, insensitive 4).

Certain measures of reparation are being taken, the main east gate is restored and
opened in mid 2011, while the western gate will be opened in the following year, but that is
not enough, and the grade is 0 (weak 0, partly repaired 1, good 2-3, great 4).

The management plan for the archaeological site Felix Romuliana does not exist, and
the given grade is 0 (not existing 0, in preparation 1-4, exists 5).

Constant monitoring and maintenance are present, but it is not sufficient. The
assigned grade is 2 (weak 0, in certain amount 1-2, good 3-4, great 5).

The potential for ongoing investment and consultation of key stakeholders is
excellent, so the grade is 5 (weak 0, adequate 1-2, good 3-4, and great 5).

The possibility of negative impact of a large number of visitors to the physical
condition of the cultural good is considered as medium and obtaines the grade 4 (great
possibility 1, medium 2-4, small possibility 5), i.e. to the lifestyle and cultural traditions of
the local community also as a medium with grade 4 (great possibility 1, medium 2-4, small
possibility 5).

The possibility that modification, as part of product development has a negative
impact on the physical condition of the cultural good in reality exists, but it is not a big
threat, so the grade is 3 (great possibility 1, medium 2-4, and small possibility 5), i.e. on the
lifestyle and cultural traditions of the local community is also real, but secondary
importance, and the grade is 3 (great possibility 1, medium 2-4, and small possibility 5)
(Beri¢, 2009).

Aggregate grade of Felix Romuliana management sector is 36 (maximum possible is
60). If the grades of this sector are considered, it can be seen that the comparative
advantages mainly received high marks, while in the section related to the abilities of
management structures to effectively use natural and cultural resources, grades are much
lower.

Based on the conducted analysis, ,market attractiveness/robustness matrix”
consisting of 9 cells is set up and marked with M (i,j), (i,j=1,2,3). For every cultural asset it
is determined to which cell it belongs which depends on the grade that it was previously
assigned in the process of evaluation.

After the evaluation process stated above, Felix Romuliana is associated to the cell M
(2,3) which means it has a moderate value of the indicators cultural significance/robustness
and high market attractiveness. This leads to the conclusion that Felix Romuliana is suitable
for development of tourism at the destination, and in case of creating tourism products the
visitor number should be foreseen.
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SWOT Analysis

In the process of tourism planning in some area, SWOT analysis plays a major role.
This method is wide-ranging because it concerns internal factors (the organization as such),
and external factors (the closer environment — the competitive environment, and the more
remote environment— the macro-environment). The combination of external and internal
factors leads to four categories: internal positive — Strengths, internal negative —
Weaknesses, external positive— Opportunities, and external negative — Threats
(Goranczewski, 2010). For every tourist product, in this case archaeological site, it is
necessary, on the one hand, to determine its strengths and weaknesses, i.e. internal
capabilities and internal weaknesses, and on the other hand, it is necessary to analyze the
opportunities and threats in the environment, i.e. external opportunities and threats. In
SWOT analysis, there is no need to specify all the factors. Instead, those which are of prime
importance and may determine the future should be in focus (Goranczewski, 2010).

If the factor "STRENGTHS" is analysed in detail, we can conclude the following:

— recognizable area in which Romuliana is located (eastern Serbia, Timok region),
points out with its comparative advantages, and is one of the generators of development in
the tourism cluster of eastern Serbia;

— as the only archaeological site in Serbia on the World Heritage List of UNESCO,
Romuliana is recommended not only as a legacy from the Roman period, but as a cultural
heritage that belongs to the world. If Protected and regulated properly, as it is foreseen in the
adopted spatial plan of the complex, it should lead, as previously planned, the future
development of tourism in this region;

— Romuliana’s surrounding is the image of recognizable, unique and contrast rich
landscape. The palace grounds are hilly with forests, agricultural land and streams, and the
Crni Timok valley with its picturesque meanders, alternating gorges and valleys, and a large
natural amphitheater where Romuliana is with a very low degree of urbanization present the
environment that more or less remained unchanged compared to the period of construction
of the palace;

— Felix Romuliana is the imperial residence, the best preserved example of Roman
provincial architecture, which is connected with a strong symbolic of tetrarchy (Cirkovi¢,
2005). As Diocletian in the glory of the first tetrarchy built a magnificent palace in Split,
Galerius in the glory of the second Tetrarchy raised Romuliana, and while he did not live
long enough to stay in it, its beauty even after centuries shows fragments of the ideological
program of its builder which makes it unique (Vasic et al., 2002);

— Romuliana’s mosaics are of extremely high quality and serve as a benchmark in
assessing the imperial mosaic constructions on the territory of Serbia. They indicate the
highest level of mosaic art in the period of tetrarchy. Mosaics in Sirmium, in the Diocletian
palace in Split or Galerius palace in Thessaloniki always come short when compared to the
mosaics at Romuliana, whether it’s the technique and color, the mosaic composition or other
criteria. Worldwide they can only be compared to those at villa Casale in Piazza Armerina
in Sicily;

— east of the palace (1 km), on the hill Magura there are the only two verified
tetrarchy’s imperial mausoleums, and the place where the last apotheosis in the Roman
world was performed. On the access road to Romuliana there are also the remains of a
monumental tetrapylon (Spatial plan, 2004).

Felix Romuliana certainly has a lot of flaws that can be presented through the
"WEAKNESSES" of the site:
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— areconstruction of existing, and construction of new roads to the site is necessary,
so it can be more accessible. Airports in Ni§ and Bor need to be modernized and expanded
(Beri¢, 2009). A special regime of traffic should be established for protection reasons. The
The Regional plan predicts the construction of various roads, vehicle parking, and paths
around the site;

— the toursit offer is outdated, and the transformation of existing tourism and
hospitality facilities is slow. The modern visitors' center consisting of three parts - the
reception of visitors, scientific-research part and part with modest accommodation capacity
(10 rooms and two suites) has not yet been built. Additional investments are required for the
building of accommodation capacities (but not next to the site), food, sports and
entertainment (Spatial plan, 2004). The Regional plan includes the building of these
facilities in Gamzigrad spa, in a belt along the Crni Timok, Gamzigrad and Zvezdan;

— the palace does not have enough adequate professional staff. The reason for that is
the current situation and the lack of understanding from the state for the current needs of the
functioning of UNESCO sites. There are two maintenance workers and two guides with a
license currently working on Romuliana. That is really not enough for sites with such
values, since they usually have entire teams of experts of 15-20 people;

— existing Internet sites are mainly informative and generally look like scanned
brochures. Professional web designers should be hired, because Romuliana’s web site in the
time of Internet has to have a modern design and the necessary contents (Beri¢, 2009).

Through the factor "CHANCES" we analyzed the options for improving the site:

— maximum utilization of available sources of funding such as government support
through the National Investment Plan (NIP), NGOs, European funds, development projects,
financed by the World Tourism Organization and other creditors;

— approaching the EU will provide access to more funds, and the increase in demand
for tourism products from our country (and thus certainly Romuliana), as new members of
the Union are still undiscovered destinations for many Europeans;

— according to some WTO estimates, 37% of the world tourism demand is connected
with the satisfaction of cultural needs. Research made by ATLAS, show that the number of
those who visited the sites and cultural destinations predominantly motivated by cultural
reasons is much smaller, around 5-8%. It shows very clearly that it is necessary to attract
those visitors to whom culture and heritage are not the primary motive for coming;

The factor "THREATS" can be a serious obstacle in future development and it can be
found in the following forms and can have the following consequences:

— a constant threat is posed by the informal diggers who search the field with the help
of metal detectors and other instruments in hope of finding valuable artifacts (Cirkovi¢,
2005). When caught red-handed, such illegal researchers are prosecuted in court;

— permanent extension of deadlines for construction and adaptation of tourist
contents slows down the development of tourism infrastructure. If there is an intention to
attract tourists, all these works and many processes must be carried out more quickly;

— the conservation issue is perhaps the greatest threat of all. The architecture of the
palace is specific, so choosing how to cover individual places, and not impair the esthetics
of the palace is a big challenge. The problem is very complex and must be resolved with the
help of competent people from UNESCO (Spatial plan, 2004). When it comes to
archaeological sites such as Romuliana, it is very important to find and establish a certain
balance between the current status and subsequent intervention for the protection of sites,
presentations, and use in modern times (Roter-Blagojevic¢ et al., 2009). As for maintenance,
there must be a constant amount of funds for annual maintenance, because otherwise the
damage would be much higher than that amount.
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Implementation of SWOT analysis can help entities responsible for the management of
local or regional tourist policies in the destinations, to position tourism in their strategic
plans (Goranczewski, 2010). Individual segments of presented SWOT analysis can serve as
a framework for further action for the presentation of Felix Romuliana as a European
cultural heritage, within the capabilities and limitations that come from internal and external
social, economic and cultural forces. Analysis of this kind should be repeated by time, if
there is a need, to adjust the goals, change priorities, or revise the planned actions based on
previous experiences.

Conclusion

Through examination and comparison of several indicators from both conducted
methods of tourism valorization, it shows that in many aspects, the given results match each
other. According to that, they can be considered as relevant for the evaluation of the
appropriateness of tourism development. According to conducted analysis of both methods
of tourism valorization, it shows that the tourist value of Felix Romuliana is very good, and
that the complex is of national importance (grade 3.5 based on the quantitative-qualitative
method), whereas, the complex belongs to the category M (2,3) — medium value of
indicators of cultural significance/robustness and high market attractiveness (based on the
matrix of the model by du Cros). Even though it is positioned on the borderline of medium
and high value, this cultural asset is among the most attractive archaeological heritage sites
of Serbia.

The development of tourism has been identified as an effective way to revitalize the
economy of a destination, whether it is rural or urban. Heritage, and in particular cultural
heritage, is considered as an important tourist resource for tourism development throughout
the world (Chen and Chen, 2010). Cultural values (in the case of Romuliana archaeological
site) and their elements occupy a significant place in tourism due to the possibility of their
valorization and enrichment of the tourist offer (Vujovi¢, 2008). Looking at the period since
2000 until today, the attitude of state authorities towards Romuliana is quite advanced.
Tourism is increasingly recognized as an area that could be a significant factor in its
development (Djuki¢, Todorovi¢, 2008). In recent years there has been a positive shift
towards the care of Romuliana. It is actively promoted at various fairs in Serbia and abroad.
These activities should be continued in the future, and in a greater extent.

The site has received UNESCO's protection, which is a great honor but at the same
time a big commitment also. The benefits that come with UNESCO membership are
threatened with the bad management system of the site, as well as problems with
maintenance and conservation of the palace which in a longer period could challenge the
membership in the UNESCO family.

Promotion of Felix Romuliana in Serbia and abroad will motivate both foreign and
domestic tourists to learn about our cultural heritage and motivate them to preserve it and be
proud of it. Because of the importance which cultural and historical values like Romuliana
have as integrating elements of the material basis, and in the development of tourism in
general, its protection and preservation should be done constantly, and then the valorization
of it for tourism purposes.
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
