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Abstract: Archaeological site Felix Romuliana is located in Eastern Serbia, on the 10™ kilometer of Boljevac —
Zajecar road. It represents the remains of the Roman emperor Gaius Valerius Maximian Gallery’s palace. The
value and importance of this unique monument, which dates from the late Roman period, are shown by the fact that
in 2007. it was included in the UNESCO list of world cultural heritage. This paper introduces touristic —
geographic location of Felix Romuliana, its artistic value, history and progress of archeological research as well as
protection measures and site management system. The second part consist the tourist valorization results, made by
Hilari du Cros model. Aim of the article is to determine the manner in which it is possible to make a presentation of
cultural and historic values of the potential tourists (both domestic and foreign) and to point out the weaknesses and
the opportunities in the tourist valorization. Finally, it can be concluded that the strategy for tourism development
in this area should be based on the promotion of cultural tourism, which would be the holder of the Gamzigrad
archeological complex.

Key words: Felix Romuliana, Gamzigrad, archeological site, tourist valorization

Introduction

In modern tourism can be seen the expansion and domination of tourist interest in learning
about different cultures and the increasing representation of cultural tourism (Boyd 2002;
Richards, 2007). Cultural tourism involves “travel experience and contact with local people
and their cultural expressions, to experience the uniqueness of culture, its heritage and
quality of people and places” (Wall and Mathieson, 2006. p.261). Following global tourism
trends, the institutions of the Republic of Serbia devote more attention to developing this
form of tourism, in line with its rich cultural offerings of the local community (Djukic and
Todorovic, 2008). The foundations of the cultural tourism development in our country are
set at a symposium in Soko spa 2002. when the conclusions of the necessity of improving
inter-sectoral links and multidisciplinary approach to education were adopted (Zivanovi¢
and Anti¢, 2008). However, the degree of tourism potential utilization offered by
monuments in our country is still at an unfavorable level.

According to the recommendations of international organizations for the protection of the
cultural heritage, historical monuments and sites should be promoted as a potential tourist
destination. Cultural heritage richness of our country in particular contributes to the
archeological sites, as the source of prehistoric and ancient time traces, providing visitors
basic understandings of the achievements of the civilizations from those periods. The most
significant archeological sites are: Lepenski Vir, Vinca, Traiana, Viminacium, Felix
Romuliana and Sirmium. All of them are the monuments of great importance.

Felix Romuliana in Gamzigrad near Zajecar is the best preserved Roman site in Serbia
(Cirkovi¢, 2003). In addition to the cultural significance of the area in which are remains of
Roman imperial palace, dedicated to the emperor Gaius Valerius Gallery, is the fact that of
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Municipalities of Eastern and Southeastern Serbia (179013), conducted at the University of Ni§ — Faculty of
Mechanical Engineering, and supported by the Ministry of Science and Technological Development of the
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29. June 2007. year the site was included into the UNESCO List of World Cultural and
Natural Heritage. All this contributes significantly to the tourism value of archaeological site
in Gamzigrad.

Touristic — geographic position

In eastern Serbia, near the main roads E-761 (Paracin-Zajecar-Bulgaria) and E-771
(Nis-Zajecar-Kladovo-Romania), or about 70 kilometers from the highway E-75 an
archeological site Felix Romuliana is located. The nearest municipalities are Zajecar,
Boljevac and Bor. Regional center — Zajecar city, whose municipality belongs this site, is
only 11 kilometers far away. About 100 kilometers from Gamzigrad area is located the city
of Nis, which is equipped with entire transport infrastructure and airport, too.
Archaeological site Felix Romuliana is located in the area of Kucaj Mountains at an attitude
of 240 meters. Gamzigrad and its surroundings are characterized by the moderate —
continental climate with under-mountain elements. Here, the annual insolation of over 2000
hours (maximum in summer), with little rainfall and dominant summer north-west wind,
makes it even more attractive (Sluzbeni Glasnik, 2004). Morphological characteristics and
lush and diverse vegetation of the surrounding landscape give a special charm to this space,
which can be represented as a “natural amphitheater with established imperial palace in its
center” (The Institute for protection of cultural monuments of Serbia, 2005). The narrow
belt of Black Timok river and thermal springs of Gamzigrad spa are leading natural values
in this archaeological site.

The development of tourism and recreation is a great potential of this region and presents
the economic sector which could be base of future economic growth. The main offer is
based on two key motives of tourist demand — cultural property Romuliana and Gamzigrad
Spa with Black Timok river. Vicinity of the regional center Zajecar contributes to the
complementary tourism offer. Travel motives of the closer and further area that are
valorized and affirmed as places for recreation and vacation are: Rgotina lake, Sovinac lake,
Bor lake, Savaca resort, Brestovac spa, Soko spa, Stol mountain, Zlot caves and many
others. Beside Romuliana, the significant support to this regions cultural tourism
development opportunities provide a number of religious buildings — monasteries and
churches, which emphasize the onset, artistic value and historical significance. Also, there
are the oldest objects of national building: Radul — beg shelter, Turkish mills and many
memorials. The combination of natural beauty and cultural-historical values makes this
region becomes more attractive for tourist visits.

Based on all the above, it can be concluded that the area of Gamzigrad and its environment
has the satisfactory touristic — geographical position.

The course of studies and archeological site history

In the literature, Gamzigrad have been mentioned for the first time in the year of
1845™ (Lalovic, 1984; Zivic, 2003) when the Saxon mining head Baron von Herder, in his
travelogue “The mining trip through Serbia” describes and provides professional
assessment and assumptions about this important site. After Baron von Herder, German
geologist Breighthaupt writes about Gamzigrad. During the second half of the 19™ century,
Austrian archaeologist, historian and travel writer Felix Kanitz had left very substantial
written records about this place. In his works about Serbia, he made significance drawings
of visible parts of walls and towers and of entire Gamzigrad surrounding countryside, he
especially points out this presents “one of the largest and best preserved Roman building in
Europe” (Srejovic, 2011).
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After the initial, almost romantic elation over this archaeological site, performs a
period of rational judgment when many travel writers and researchers mention this site as
the place of the remains of a former military camp (castrum). Some of this researchers are:
Milicevic (1876), Dragasevic (1877), Karic (1887), Miskovic (1887), Valtrovic (1890),
Macaj (1892), Vulic (1901), Stanojevic (1925), Pantelic (1933), Stanojevic (1940),
Boskovic (1950), Lalovic (1984). Thanks to the architect Djuradj Boskovic, who underlined
the need to protect and explore this late antiquity monument in the year of 1950, a
systematic archaeological research under the direction of George Mano-Zisi had began in
1953. Those researches resulted with the concrete conclusions about the purpose and the
importance of Gamzigrad. The followed excavations revealed that Gamzigrad was not a
military camp but magnificent castle built in a short time and to the will and the concept of
an emperor (Srejovic, 2001). The golden age of Gamzigrad began in 1970., when
academician prof. Dr Dragoslav Srejovic took the leadership of archeological site surveys.
Until his death in 1996. he was trying and finally succeeded in his intention to provide to
Gamzigrad prominent place in world archeology, like it deserves thanks to its significance
(Zivic, 2003).

The lack of written evidence has been hampered archaeologists for a long time in
determining the precise time of castle origin and the name of the emperor who lived in it.
The discovery of the inscription on an architectural sculpture fragment in the palace in the
southwestern part of the settlement, 23. June 1984"™, resolved all doubts (Lalovic, 1984).
Thanks to the engraved inscription Felix Romuliana (Happy Romuliana), it was concluded
that this was a residence of the Roman emperor Gaius Galerius Valerius Maximian (293-311
AD). This place is called by the emperor Romulus and his mother and it is place where the
emperor was born and buried.

After the archaeological researches that were carried out so far, it can be
recognized several phases and certain peculiarities in the chronology of this settlement
development. Gamzigrad history can be seen through seven periods:

e prehistoric settlement — I and I millennium BC;
Roman — polish settlement — II century AD;
Roman castle — end of the third and beginning of the fourth century;
church property — IV and V century;
early Byzantine settlement — V and VII century;
the medieval town — XI century and
temporary shelter during the Turkish invasion — XIV and XV century.
Architectural activity in Gamzigrad was interrupted for many times due to the fires
and Huns and Avars attacks. Life in this region had often been quenched and raised from
the ashes, while the town changed his purpose. Gamzigrad was finally abandoned in the
second half of the XI century and never been restored again, except the fourteenth and
fifteenth centuries when it served as a refuge during the Turks invasions.

Architectural planning

Gamzigrad signifies the highest level of architectural skill of the first decade of the
fourth century. This is corroborated not only by the position of Romuliana, but everything in
this place that is built or brought from distant parts of the empire. Monolithic columns of
the rare types of stone, complex architectural forms, monumental and luxurious objects
show that the building of Romuliana was entrusted to the most skilled craftsmen and the
best architects (Srejovi¢, 1997). Also, Galerius palace can be seen as the beginning of
Byzantine architecture, because in the construction are recognized characteristics features
the same. Undoubtedly, Gamzigrad is in the rank of late antiquity architecture monuments
as the Diocletian's Palace in Split.
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The base of Gamzigrad fortress is in the rhomboid form with area of 4,5 hectares.
At the site, there are still visible remains of the ramparts and towers, which in some places
reaching a height of 15 meters. Archaeological excavations revealed that there were two
fortresses with many buildings of the most diverse purposes (The Institute for Protection of
Cultural Monuments of Serbia, 2005). All buildings, and two fortresses were built of the
same material - brick combined with various types of local stone. In the palace of Galerius
in part or in whole are investigated following structures (see Figure 2):

1. Western gate and walls of the original fortifications;

2. Eastern and western gates and walls of younger fortification;

3. Palace in the northwestern quart;

4. Temple in the northern part;

5. Palace in the northeastern district;

6. Building with a corridor;

7. Temple in the southern park;

8. Single-aisle building;

9. five-aisle building;

10. Small palace in the southwest quart;

11. Single-aisle building in the southeast quart and

12. Bathroom (Zivic, 2003).

Older fortification is often identified with the fortification of the Diocletian Palace
in Split. According to projections, it probably had an orthogonal basis, and consisted of
sixteen towers connected by a wall. Of the original fortifications western part of the door
and walls with a square-tower and portico were explored. The west door is flanked by two
octagonal towers and part of an extensive town wall (Canak-Medic, 1966). They are quite
conservative, and provide reliable reconstruction of the original fortress look.

Younger fort rampart is composed of twenty towers. The city walls were 3.60 m
thick, and the towers diameters of 23-36 m. The excavations have uncovered many
fragments of architectural sculpture that allowed perfect reconstruction of the individual
segments of the entrance gate (east and west) and the towers that surround them (The
Institute for Protection of Cultural Monuments of Serbia, 2005).

The monumental buildings of younger fortifications are divided into two groups -
north and south. The buildings located in the northern part are: Temple, Palace I, II
Memorial and a large building with a corridor that builds on it. The temple in this area is
fully explored. Spatial analysis revealed that the entrance is set on four pillars. It is assumed
that the temple was dedicated to the goddess Cybele, or the mother of the gods. The palace
consisted of five halls: an octagonal room, three bathroom and small peristyle (Zivic, 2003).
At the beginning of archaeological research of the palace, it was clear that this is a
remarkable building. This was supported not only by a spatial plan, but also by luxury
flooring and wall decoration in it. The central part of the Palace II was a rectangular
peristyle, while there were lined rooms for different purposes around it.

In the southern part of Romuliana dominates the large rectangular temple. In
systematic researches, conducted in late seventies, there were found parts of the dance floor
and stairs memorial - Temple (The Institute for Protection of Cultural Monuments of Serbia,
2005). It was believed that this temple had two pillars of the colonnade: a higher, with
Corinthian columns and lower, with the ion (Zivic, 2003). Gallery dedicated the dominant
temple to the gods Jupiter and Hercules. Around the Great Temple there were deployed
construction, based on spatial concepts which concluded that they were a public character.
Since they are not fully explored, we cannot precisely define their exact purpose. In the west
of the temple is five-aisle building for which is pretty safe to say that it served as the
granary. There is also a building that looks like a tribunal, a public bath and the building of
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rectangular shape whose purpose is unknown, and where is discovered a part of the
archivolt, with incised inscription Felix Romuliana.

Beside the buildings within the palace walls, we should mention the sacred
complex on the hill of Magura, located about 1 km away from the main gate of Romuliana.
This is a place where the Emperor Galerius and his mother Romulus buried and with special
burial rites included among the gods (Srejovic, 2001.) Complex is consisted of two
monuments and two mausoleums. Northern from the religious monuments, on top of the
Magura hill, there is tetrapylon, a monument which is a visual representation of Tetrarchy.
The archaeological excavations of sacred complex on Magura hill found that all the
monuments in this part were built in a short time, and designed and built by the same
architects and builders who were responsible for the construction of temples in the southern
and northern part of Romuliana (Zivic, 2003). In particular, it emphasizes the
complementary of Romuliana and Magura hill in construction and in chronological terms.

Artistic value

Srejovic (2001) observed Romuliana as "a political and ideological monument"
which illustrates the myth of the Galery as a leader who on its own merits takes eternal life.
Through numerous works of art found in the territory of the archaeological site Gamzigrad it
can be noticed a symbolic representation of imperial reign and his identification with the
Roman gods.

The facades of the younger fort were decorated with decorative elements of
different motifs. The facade of monumental eastern gate, covered with pilasters, consoles
and parapet panels, was decorated with figural decoration elements: tetrarchs in pairs, strong
to pick grapes, peacocks, eagle with a laurel wreath in its beak (Zivic, 2003). Western
facade of the gate is characterized by floral elements (vine, laurel and ivy). The most
common decorative elements in the palace - sheets of ivy, laurel wreath and peacocks, are
symbols of eternal life and immortality (Srejovic, 2001).

The remains of the gorgeous mosaic floor were found in almost every building of
Felix Romuliana. The halls of the Palace I decorate: the geometric mosaic carpet with the
motif of the maze, mosaic rugs with geometric designs and scenes of hunting and mosaic
carpet with the image of the god Dionysus. Performances on Gamzigrads mosaics indicate
the content and spirit of early Christian art that was for several decades later, during the
reign of Constantine the Great and his immediate successors, fully presented in the central
Balkans (Srejovic, 2001). The frescoes and precious marble wall paneling and green
porphyrite characterize buildings in the southern and eastern part. In the immediate vicinity
of the Great Temple were discovered fragments of statues of white marble. The most
notably are the head of Jupiter and the head of Hercules. Based on these residues it was
performed the defining of its purpose. There were found numerous fragments of marble
statues of gods and heroes, which are thought to have been made by the Greek samples IV
and V century BC.

Artistic creations presented in Romuliana undoubtedly represent the highest level
of creativity of the early fourth century. The most recognized and most respected artists and
creators of this period were engaged in the decoration of the palace of Galerius, whose
grandeur and monumentality are reflected in the use of the most precious materials (marble,
green porphyrite, red granite). Mosaics, frescoes and sculptures of great beauty and artistic
and historical values testify to the importance of the art at the late antique period and put
Romuliana in the level of the most representative archacological sites in Europe.
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Conservation and management of cultural heritage

Given that the archaeological site Gamzigrad is considered as one of the best
preserved in Europe from this period, efforts are needed for the preservation and
revitalization to keep it in that condition. Harmonization of activities undertaken at the site
with the established system of protection and use provides the preservation of material and
spiritual values that rank it among the cultural property of outstanding significance. In doing
so, it is necessary to develop the projects that would raise public awareness about the
importance of architectural heritage as an element of cultural identity and source of
inspiration and creativity of the present and future (Roter-Blagojevic et al., 2009). Including
in the List of World Cultural and Natural Heritage, the activities of scientific research and
education received and its commercial aspect, which is an important part of providing funds
for further cultural activities in the area.

In accordance with legislation, institutions authorized for the protection of cultural
property have the following tasks: planning, determination and implementation of technical
protection of monuments, decision-making on protection, collection and preservation of the
necessary documentation regarding monuments, protection and monitoring of their use in
order to prevent unplanned demolition , reconstruction and restoration of cultural property
and its protected areas (The Institute for Protection of Cultural Monuments of Serbia, 2005).
As required by the Law on Cultural Property (Official Gazette, 2004), the work of
restoration and conservation of cultural heritage of our country is in charge of the Office for
the Protection of Cultural Monuments of Serbia. The Institute recommends annual and long-
term reconstruction plans, which are, after approval by the Board of the Institute for the
Protection of Cultural Heritage, ratified by the Ministry of Culture. Final decisions about
technical protection measures for the archaeological site Gamzigrad make the Ministry of
Culture, at the suggestion of the Institute for the Protection of Monuments. After a final
decision, the Institute develops conservation plan which represents all phases of
conservation and restoration of monuments individually. If the plan provides restoration
activities, it is necessary to include the Archaeological Institute in the project planning. In
this way, it is provided a guarantee that the project is in compliance with preventive
measures. Control works on the cultural heritage carried out by inspectors of the Ministry of
Culture and the competent municipal administrative check the progress of archaeological
research and conservation work.

Unlike the legal and technical protection based on a high level of expertise,
management of cultural resources is an area still without an experienced and well trained
staff. The expert team is consisted of people from different professions and formed in
accordance with general principles of a future integrated approach presentation of
archaeological sites Gamzigrad (The Institute for Protection of Cultural Monuments of
Serbia, 2005). Cultural heritage is treated through spatial plans for special purpose areas,
where the priority list, among others, is the archaeological site Romuliana (Zivanovic and
Djordjevic, 2005). Cultural heritage Gamzigrad is managed by the Republic of Serbia, and
directly responsible government institution is the Institute for the Protection of Serbia. In
June 2005. it was defined the Plan for the management, research, preservation and
presentation of archaeological sites Gamzigrad. This document defined the necessary legal
and technical protection measures and a list of activities for the conservation, restoration and
presentation of archaeological sites. About the maintenance and promotion of the site the
National Museum in Zajecar takes care and its activity is determined on an annual basis.
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Tourist valorization of archaeological site Felix Romuliana by Hilary du Cros-in model

Tourist valorization is defined as a "determining or assessing tourist attractions values or
tourist attractions assessment of all those phenomena, objects and spaces that, in addition to
other characteristics and properties, are attractive (interesting) for tourists so the tourists can
satisfy their touristic (cultural or recreational) need " (Tomka, 1998). The essence of tourism
is reflected in the evaluation of objective investigation and evaluation of the observed
potential resources in order to determine (in) feasibility of investment activities aimed at
developing tourism. The initial step in the implementation of tourism development, after
evaluation of selected subjects, is the selection and placement methods. In tourism, there is
no explicitly defined method of evaluation, and it has been used mainly quantitative -
qualitative methods which express the value of valorized resources through a numerical
expression, description, and sometimes graphic (Besermenji et al., 2010).

During the planning of the cultural tourism sustainable development in a particular
destination, tourism valorization of cultural heritage has a major role (Romelic et al., 2006).
Hilary du Cros (Du Cros, 2000) developed a model of cultural property valorization aimed
to bring and train tourist attractiveness of the market. With this model, Cros introduced
cultural tourism sub indicators in the evaluation process and the extent of their grading of
tourism sector and the management of cultural resources and for assessing the robustness of
cultural property to receive visitors (Hadzic, 2005; Stamenkovic, 2005; Besermenji and
Pivac, 2008).

Rating sub indicators of the tourism sector

The tourism sector is consisted of two sub indicator types: market attractiveness
and factors that are important for tourism product designing. Sub indicator can be assessed
with grade from 0 to 5. However, some indicators have less credit ranges (Stanojlovic et al,
2010). After the evaluation points are added up, market attractiveness of cultural property in
the tourism sector is estimated as follows: 0 to 20 points - weak attraction, from 21 to 40
points - average attraction, from 41 to 60 points - high appeal.

1. Market attractiveness

e  The picturesque environment of the Black Timok river valley bordered by
mountains of the eastern Serbia, where an archaeological site Felix Romuliana is
located, has the potential for high grade. However, there is still need for the
improvements, so the current grade is 4 (0-1 mild, 2-3 adequate, 4 good, 5
excellent).

e Gamzigrad archaeological complex is an important cultural and historical property,
well known outside the local area. Also, as the subject of many excursions and
visits it can be assessed with grade 4 (not 0, 1-3 somewhat, well 4-5).

e Felix Romuliana presents an important national symbol, primarily due to the fact
that it is the most attractive and best preserved monument of the Roman court
architecture. Rating is 5 (not 0, has the potential 1-3 to 4-5).

e Large cultural and historical significance of the site and its tumultuous history
provides an opportunity to educated performers to tell the visitors an interesting
story. Stories about the emperor Gallery and his life and even death are particularly
interesting. On this basis, we can conclude that this is an educational site and
assign a score 5 (not 0, has the potential of 1-3 to 4-5).
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e Thanks to its specific characteristics, this site is clearly differentiated from the
surrounding cultural property, so this indicator can be assigned a score 5 (poor 0-1,
2-3 adequate, well 4, well 5).

e Environment, the cultural - historical values, turbulent history and interesting
stories that accompany the site where the remains of the imperial palace Felix
Romuliana are, make it particularly attractive for special needs. Beginning from
1993. an international event "Summer school of philosophy" which offers its
students training in classical philosophical spirit has been held. Also, every year on
the date of 12th September the Day of Europe's cultural heritage has been marked.
This factor received grade 4 (not at 0, has the potential of 1-3 to 4-5).

e A high degree of complementarity with other products at the destination
characterizes this archeological site (cultural, spa, educational, manifestation,
religious, pleasure) and the score is 4 (not at all 0, there are some potential 1-3 to 4-
5).

o Touristic activity in the region is becoming stronger, but the level of tourist
organization is relatively weak. For a tighter linking of tourism and cultural
workers it is needed to promote tourism and cultural sites. Also, it is very important
to educate and involve local people in activities of promoting tourism development.
Cause rating is 3 (almost no 0, to some extent, 1-3, high 4-5).

o The site clearly associates with the culture, primarily because of the numerous
cultural activities and cultural monuments that are in his environment, so the grade
is 4 (not at 0, 1-3 to some extent, completely 4-5).

2. Factors important for tourist product designing

e Access to the archaeological site is allowed, and the score is 3 (0 is not allowed,
limited access to 1-2, allowed access to all elements of the cultural property 3-4).

o Transport from the population center to the cultural property is good and
contributed by a convenient location and proximity to cultural property in relation
to the municipal and regional center. Also, transport to the archaeological site is
good taking into account the availability of emissive centers in the country. Do
these sites can be reached by car, bus or train, rating is 2 (it is very far away /
difficult access to 0, is facilitated by the availability of 1-2, the availability of
excellent 3).

e Around Felix Romuliana there are many cultural attractions. These include Radul
beg shelter and Turkish mills and many monuments located in Zajecar. There are
numerous monasteries and churches, theatre "Zoran Radmilovic," National
Museum "Zajecar". Proximity of cultural attractions can be judged with grade 2 (0
far away, easy access to 1-2, the distance can be easily and quickly move on foot
3).

o Service benefits related to the availability of information on cultural property are
adequate (promotional materials, artwork, books). Within the complex there is a
utility facility in the form of cafes where visitors can take a rest and refresh. It is
quite easy to arrive at the site, because there are boards with necessary information
about its surroundings. There is a parking space of suitable capacity. This indicator
can be rated grade 4 (0 poor, inadequate 1-2, 3-4 good, excellent 5).

The total score of the tourism sector indicators is 49 with a high degree of market
appeal. That means that there are good conditions for tourism product designing (weak
attraction of 0-20, 21-40 medium attractiveness, high attractiveness 41-60).

Sector of cultural property management

1. Cultural and historical significance

The archeological complex Felix Romuliana has exceptional artistic value. Objects
of the imperial palaces were richly decorated with frescoes, mosaic floors and
vestibules of large artistic value. Also, there were found some parts of a sculpture
like the head of Jupiter, Hercules, Gallery, and others that are now in the National
Museum in Zajecar and testify to the art of late antiquity period. Therefore, sub
indicator of aesthetic value can be regarded with the highest grade 2 (low 0, 1
medium, high 2).

Great historical value of the site determines the period of its construction (III and
IV century), and grade is 2 (low 0, 1 medium, high 2).

Participants of the excursions and other tourists during the visit of the
archaeological site, thanks to the help of professional and trained guides, are able to
hear stories about the late Roman period, the king Gallery and the life, art and
architecture of that era. Rating Felix Romuliana educational value is 2 (0 low,
medium 1, high 2).

Social value of this archaeological site is determined by its role of place for
peoples’ gathering and socializing and events that take place here. However, social
value is not sufficiently affirmed, so the grade is 1 (low 0, 1 medium, high 2).
Scientific value means the degree of scientists’, historians’ and archaeologists’
interest for the observed object. Felix Romuliana is a major challenge for
researchers, so this sub indicator could be evaluated with the grade 2 (low 0, 1
medium, high 2).

Archaeological site Felix Romuliana is rare cultural heritage of the destination and
region. This cultural heritage is a rarity, thanks to being "the only example of this
type of construction of the second period of the Tetrarchy (The Institute for
Protection of Cultural Monuments of Serbia, 2005). Rating is 3 (a common cultural
heritage of the same type is 0, less common goods of the same type 1, rare good of
the same type 2, unique good of the same type 3).

Archaeological complex Gamzigrad, with extremely well-preserved ruins of
imperial palaces and accompanying buildings can be characterized as very
representative. The classification of the site on the list of world cultural heritage, in
particular contributed to its representativeness and create opportunities for
attracting tourists, which makes evaluation of 4 (weak 1, 2-3 good, excellent 4).

2. Robustness

Archeological site Felix Romuliana can receive visitors without much buildings
damaging, but only if they comply with appropriate standards of conduct.
Sensitivity of cultural goods can be regarded by grade 1 (large 0-1, 2-3
considerable, is not sensitive 4).

Conserved architectural parts, the western gates and towers that surround them, the
palace in the north-western part with the mosaics, basilicas, baths, a small temple
and the Jupiter temple are in good condition thanks to the undertaken reparation
measures. However, the condition of the eastern gate tower facade is rapidly
deteriorating, and it is necessary to start working on them as soon as possible (The
Institute for Protection of Cultural Monuments of Serbia, 2005). Generally, the
remains of the imperial palace of Galerius, with all the accompanying facilities are
in adequate conditions, and to maintain this state in the future it should be regularly
carried out conservation work. Rating is 3 (0 poor, partly carried out 1, 2-3 good,
well 4).
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e Management plan of this cultural heritage exists. Particularly, it should be pointed
out the existence of the Master Plan, "the Roman emperors - Felix Romuliana",
produced by the Economics Faculty in Belgrade, which involves the development
of cultural and historical tours related to the ancient Roman heritage, as one of the
priorities of tourism development in Serbia. Rating is 5 (0 no plan, the preparation
was 1-4, there are 5).

o There is regular monitoring and maintenance of cultural heritage and it is under
the authority of the Institute for the Protection of Cultural Monuments and the
National Museum in Zajecar. Rating is 4 (0 poor, somewhat 1-2, 3-4 good, well 5).

o The possibility of negative impact caused by numerous visitors is large. It is
assumed that too many visitors could distort the appearance of cultural property,
even though such a thing has never happened. Rating is 3 (a great option, average
option 2-4, small chance 5).

o The modification possibilities as a part of product development are present,
especially when it is about the arrangement of green areas, the introduction of
modern lighting, complex arrangement of the approach, but it should not adversely
affect the physical condition of cultural property. Rating is 4 (a great option,
medium 2-4, small chance 5).

o Consultations with stakeholders, particularly around investment, should be made in
the planning and organization of tourism in this region. In recent years, it has been
done much useful things related on this issue. In particular, the situation has been
improved after putting the site under protection of UNESCO. That provides access
to various funds and improves the possibilities for cooperation with organizations
around the world. Rating is 4 (0 poor, adequate 1-2, 3-4 good, excellent 5).

The total score of indicators for the management sector of cultural heritage is 40,
which represents a moderate value (sensitivity / low cultural value of 0-20, 21-40 moderate
value and high value 41-60).

The matrix of market attractiveness / robustness

Based on the above analysis, the matrix of the market attractiveness (see Table 1)
consisted of nine cells marked with M (i, j) (i, j = 1,2,3) can be presented. Depending on the
assessment that has been assigned to the cultural heritage in the previous procedure, it is
determined the cell it belongs to.

During the tourism product creating in the cultural tourism, cultural property which
has the most potential after the tourist valorization has been classified in the cells M (2,3)
and M (1.3). Cultural property with secondary and high market appeal, but a low degree of
robustness can be used for tourism, but only after providing conditions that will prevent its
damage during the tourists’ visits. Cultural property which is characterized with low market
attractiveness, M (3.1), could not be viewed as a destination that will attract many tourists.
Cultural goods with high value or good indicators of cultural significance / robustness and
mediocre tourist attraction must be properly promoted, and protected in terms of
determining the optimal number of visitors to establish a sustainable development of
cultural tourism (Stamenkovic, 2005).

After the tourist valorization, it can be concluded that the archaeological site of
Felix Romuliana near Zajecar is cultural heritage of category M (2.3) with average values of
cultural significance / robustness indicators and high market appeal. Therefore, the site is
suitable for the development of tourism at the destination.
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Conclusions

Numerous archaeological sites throughout Europe testifies about the achievements
of the powerful Roman Empire. One of the most important, also the last monument of court
architecture related to Diocletian's system of government is undoubtedly Romuliana -
Gallery Foundation. This magnificent imperial palace with its luxury and size exceeds the
importance of Diocletian's Palace in Split. Thanks to the preservation of the remains of the
former imperial palace in Gamzigrad near Zajecar and prominent artistic and architectural
value that characterizes it, this site was included in the UNESCOs’ List of World Cultural
and Natural Heritage in 2007. Thus, Gamzigrad contributes to the creation of exceptional
opportunities for tourism promotion and development, not only in this region but also in
whole Serbia.

Based on the conducted touristic evaluation it can be concluded that the
archaeological site Gamzigrad is cultural property of exceptional cultural - historical
significance. Ratings of sub indicators of management sector and robust of this cultural
heritage indicate some shortcomings and their value is assessed as moderate. Accordingly, it
is necessary to pay special attention to conservation and determining the optimal number of
visitors to reduce the risk of damage to the site.

According to the existing plans (Official Gazette, 2004), the objectives of this area
are based on the promotion of tourism and recreation with the optimal evaluation of local
complementary activities. The site has excellent potential to make a major development
motive of Timok region. In order to take advantage of all benefits in the right way it is
needed to run the relevant institutions and individuals with the knowledge and financial
investments to contribute the creation of tourism products based on the archaeological site
of Felix Romuliana. By investing in new construction and reconstruction of existing base
material, and careful designing and implementation of marketing strategies, it could be
possible to make the conditions for attracting not only domestic but also foreign tourists.
Also, it is necessary to educate local people about the importance of immovable cultural
property and actively involve them in tourism promotion activities.

In recent years, significant progress in the area of managing site has been noticed.
From the National Museum in Zajecar numerous initiatives has been launched in order to
promote and draw attention of experts from all over the world. With the extension and
improvement of this practice Felix Romuliana, as cultural heritage of exceptional
significance and value, could be included in the cultural and tourism trends in the future.
