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Abstract: In order to find solutions for stopping negative economic processes in the Raska region, as well as land
reclamation and depopulation of villages, one of the main activities is adequate restructuration of the economy,
according to available resources. In this paper we analyze a place of tourism in the Raska region, as an activity to
which is not given appropriate developmental role in the previous development policies, as opposed to diverse and
attractive natural and anthropogenic values. In the paper we identify the most significant tourism potentials of the
Raska region and their evaluation score. Special attention is given to rural tourism as one of the activities that can
have a greater role in future plans for demographic and economic revitalization of this area. We analyze the current
state of rural tourism in the Raska region, and indicate main limiting factors that prevent rapid development of this,
in many ways, primary form of tourism.

Introduction

Raska is a region located in the southwestern part of Serbia and the northern and
northeastern part of Montenegro. This historic region consist of six municipalities in Serbia
(Priboj, Prijepolje, Nova Varos, Sjenica, Novi Pazar and Tutin) and four in Montenegro
(Pljevlja, Bijelo Polje, Bar and Rozaje) (Pavlovi¢ M. & Misovi¢ S., 2007). In this paper we
analyzed part of the Raska region in Serbia. Serbian part of the Raska region occupies an
area of 4.504 km” within the administrative borders’ and has 235,567 inhabitants according
to the 2002 Census®.

Natural potentials as well as rich cultural heritage of the Raska region provide a good
basis for tourism development, although they are not valorised enough. Intensive
development of tourism in the Raska region took place in the second half of the 20™ century,
and was under the influence of restrictive social and economic factors. There was a constant
discrepancy among low level of valuation of natural and anthropogenic tourism values on
the one hand and construction of facilities for tourists’ accommodation on the other.
Tourism resources are not valorised and professionally prepared for a complex tourist offer.
This resulted in the vacant accommodation capacities and permanent losses of this economic
activity. Economic conditions and political circumstances during the last decade of the 20™
century have resulted through a significant decline in tourist market and income from
tourism. Number of tourists who visited Raska region in 2009 (32,009), of which 5,563
were foreigners’, indicates that this area is not valorised enough for tourism purposes.

The aim of this paper was to identify the most significant natural and anthropogenic
resources of the Raska region and to show possibilities of their evaluation for tourism
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purposes, particularly in rural areas. For future planning of tourism development, it should
be noticed that this is a mountainous area, with numerous problems that have affected the
economic underdevelopment and negative demographic trends in most areas of the region.

Natural tourism potentials

The diversity of tourism potential in the Raska region is based primarily on natural
resources, which are characterized by a high level of attractiveness, but are not used for
tourism development. Mountains have a special significance and differ according to the
degree of recognition in the tourism market. Mountain Zlatar has a highest rank among the
others in the Raska region. Tourism has rapid developing trends on the Golija — Natural
Park (small part belongs to the Raska region). Importance for tourism development has
Pester visoravan (plateau) and mountains: Pobijednik, Murtenica, Cemernica, Javor,
Giljeva, Ozren, Jadovnik, Ninaja, Rogozna, Mokra Gora, etc. They provide favourable
conditions for development of different types of tourism: hiking, excursion, health, hunting,
rural, speleo-tourism, winter sports.

Mt. Zlatar (1,627 m) is one of the most beautiful mountains in Serbia. Diverse
mountain slopes descend to the valleys of the rivers Uvac and Bistrica, while in the south
are steep slopes of Miledevka canyon (Sabi¢ D., 2001). Tourism potentials of Mt. Zlatar is
presented by tectonic, fluvial and karst relief forms, watercourses and springs, the specific
climate, vast forests, meadows and pastures, as well as ideal conditions for relaxation, sport
and recreation. Mt. Zlatar is well known as a climatic resort, because of the specific climatic
features that have enabled development of health tourism. This mountain is recognized for
its climate which is characterised as a mixture of Mediterranean and mountain climates,
with rarefied air, low air pressure and a large number of annual sunny days of about 2,100
hours (Stojimirovi¢ S., 2006). ,, This climate has a positive effect on patients with bronchial
asthma. Optimal ionized air and altitude seem to be refreshing. Sojourn on the Mt. Zlatar
help patients with cardiovascular diseases and arterial hypertension to heal, recover and
rehabilitate, while longer stay help to relax the body from stress and improve vision®
(Pavlovi¢ M. & Zivkovi¢ D., 2001).

Based on research of the climate effect on the human body, Institute for prevention,
treatment and rehabilitation of cardio-vascular diseases ,,Zlatar®, was built on the mountain.
Long duration of snow cover (80-120 days per year) and morphological conditions have
enabled the development of ski tourism. There are two ski slopes with cable car on the
mountain (Stojimirovi¢ S., 2006). Clean mountain air and pleasant climate attract visitors all
year round. There are favourable conditions for development of excursion, health, sport and
recreation, rural, hunting, fishing tourism and other. Given the opportunities for sustainable
development of tourism, accommodation facilities (hotel ,,Panorama®, Zlatar Specialized
Rehabilitation Hospital and rural households) are the basis for successful development
(Pavlovi¢ M. & Sabi¢ D., 2003).

Mt. Golija is located between river valleys of the Ibar and the Golijska Moravica,
Pester visoravan (plateau) and mountain Radocelo. The highest peak is Jankov kamen
(1,883 m). According to many authors, Mt. Golija stands out among the mountains of Serbia
because of its beauty, diversity of scenery and conservation of natural and cultural values.
For the development of tourism, the presence of relict, endemic, rare, statutorily protected
species, with the remains of the Tertiary flora, has a special significance. Along with Tara,
Mt. Golija represents a centre of genetic and ecosystem diversity, with about 900 taxons of
flora (20% of all plant species in Serbia). Of special significance are forest communities of
mountain maple (Acer heldreichii) — the symbol of the mountain (Miljanovi¢ D., 2005). The
area of Mt. Golija (75,183 ha) is put under protection as the Golija Nature Park in 2001, as a
natural property of exceptional importance in the first category of protection. Part of the
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Nature Park covering area of 53,804 ha, in the same year, was placed under protection of
UNESCO’s the Man and Biosphere Reserve Programme, as a Biosphere Reserve ,,Golija-
Studenica®“. Southern part of the Nature Park ,,Golija* — 12% of its total area is included in
the territory of the Raska region (municipalities Novi Pazar and Sjenica) (Grupa autora,
2007a).

Specific and so far almost unexploitated tourist attraction in the Raska region is the
Pester visoravan (plateau). It lies at the altitude of 900-1,200 m surrounded by mountains
Jadovnik, Zlatar, Ozren, Giljeva, Zilandar and Golija. Landscape of the Pester plateau and
surrounding mountains is characterized by the diversity of flora, specific karst relief forms,
springs, fresh air. Due to large areas covered with pastures, the PeSter plateau is known by
katun (hut) livestock farming, and the famous Sjenica cheese, milk and dry-cured ham
(prSut) are known throughout the country. Plateau is cut by river flows (Lim, Vapa,
Jablanica and Grabovica) rich in ichthyofauna: rainbow trout, lake trout, chub, sneep and
barbell. In the territory of the village Tuzinje at the altitude of 1,157 m, is located a small
natural lake, the relic of the Neogen lake. This hydrological curiosity is threatened by the
spread of marsh vegetation, and if appropriate measures for its protection do not take
immediate action, it is in danger of disappearing completely. Pester plateau’s terrain
configuration, altitude and rarefied air favour the development of health and recreation
tourism, as well as for sports clubs trainings. Specific features of the climate and snowy
winters allow the development of winter ski tourism. Site Babinjaca located near Sjenica,
has the trail for cross country skiing, and ski club from Sjenica is among the best in Serbia
(Pavlovi¢ M., 2009). As one of the last preserved mountainous bogs in Serbia, Pester field
was placed under state protection as a nature reserve, but its natural resources’ importance is
beyond national boundaries. It is indicated by the fact that this area was named as IPA —
Important Plant Area, IBA — Important Bird Area and PBA — Prime Butterfly Area in Serbia
and was put on the Ramsar List ,,as an area of wetlands of international importance® in 2006
(The Ramsar Conventions on Wetlands, 2011; Wetlands International, 2006).

Because of the specific geological structure of the terrain (limestone), caves are
frequent in the territory of the Raska region. The largest and the most attractive caves for
tourist are located on the Pester plateau. The Usac cave system, with the length of 6,185 m,
is one of the longest caves in Serbia. It is situated in territory of the village USak, north of
Sjenica. It consists of three parts: the Cave Usac, the Cave Ledena and the pit Bezdan Jama.
The cave system is broad and rich with cave ornaments. The lower part of the cave system is
located in the canyon of the river Uvac and sank in the waters of lake Sjenica. Tourists are
offered to visit the cave system through the vessels. Tubic¢a cave (length 1,928 m) is located
in the territory of the village Donje Lopize, northwest of Sjenica. It is characterized by
intricate passageways. It is rich in cave ornaments, of which the gigantic stalactites are
several meters high (Pavlovi¢ M., 2009).

Caves in the Raska region, although represent a very attractive natural objects, at the
beginning of the second decade of XXI century, are only potential tourism value. Only USac
cave system is arranged and partially organized for tourist visits. The main reasons for this
are low investment, inadequate road infrastructure, inaccessibility and lack of promotion in
the tourism market.

River valleys of the Raska region have a special significant as tourism values, and the
most attractive are canyon of the river Lim, MileSevka gorge and gorge on the river Lim.
Uvac Canyon has a specific shape ,,because the river waters deeply carved its bed eroding
limestone rocks to form numerous, near-circular, a figure eight shaped curves — meanders,
on a length of 12 km. The specificity of the canyon is the fact that its cliffs are inhabited by
an extremely rare bird species — griffon vulture. Canyon valleys of the river Lim, because of
its rare geomorphologic habitats, caves and landscape biodiversity, were placed under state
protection as a Nature Reserve® (Pavlovié¢ M. & Zivkovi¢ D., 2001). Special Nature Reserve
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,Uvac® occupies the territory of a 7,543 ha and is located in the municipalities Nova Varo§
and Sjenica. ,,Uvac” Special Nature Reserve is distinguished by the presence of 104 bird
species, 11 fish species and 219 plant species, from which 3 species are of international
significance  (www.uvac.org.rs/en/special-reserve-life-uvac). Regional Natural Park
Milesevka River was formed in 1976, and covers an area of 296.64 ha. It is emphasized by
the dynamic morphology, Serbian spruce (Picea omorika) reserve, habitat of griffon vulture
and medieval cultural and historical monuments, such as monastery MileSeva and fortress
Milesevac (Cirkovi¢ S., 2003).

Intact natural environment of the Raska region is enhanced by the river flows. Clean
air, favourable microclimate, diverse flora and fauna in the region, are attractive for rest and
recreation of tourists. Rivers Lim and Uvac, surrounded by dense vegetation and steep
valley side cliffs, provide excellent conditions for rafting and kayaking. Clean water, rapids,
whirlpools and picturesque canyons, attract growing number of these adrenaline sports’
admirers. The Lim and the Uvac are among the best and most attractive rivers for rafting in
Serbia. Nowadays, Lim regatta preserves the tradition of former centuries’ rafting and
timber transporting. Rafting was aborted due to construction of dams and artificial lakes,
thus the ideal conditions for this interesting, attractive and risky sport were destroyed. These
rivers are having diverse ichthyofauna: trout, pike, skobalj and other fish species
(Stojimirovi¢ S., 2006).

Tourism values, in addition to the rivers Lim and Uvac, are characterized of the
rivers Ibar, Raska and Sopotnica. Sopotnica rises below the peaks of Mt. Jadovnik and runs
steep directly into the river Lim near Prijepolje. It is known for strong springs, of which the
water is flowing over tufa deposits and build waterfalls, which are among the most beautiful
in Serbia. Sopotnica waterfalls are protected by the law as an object of geological heritage
of Serbia — monument of nature. The highest waterfall is formed on the upper flow of
Sopotnica, at an altitude of 1,000 m. Mountain lodge with a capacity of 40 beds is built in
the Sopotnica river valley. Waterfall can be reached only by off-road vehicle, as it is
difficult to pass through a local road from the direction of Prijepolje (Stojimirovié¢ S., 2006;
Garaca V. & Ratkovi¢ S., 2007). There are many attractive springs and wellsprings, as well
as other phenomena of karst hydrography interesting for visitors: Promuklica intermittent
spring near Tutin (natural monument), subterranean river Borostica with Derekare spring,
spring of the river Radka near the monastery Sopoéani (Novi Pazar), Crno and Saponji¢
springs near Nova Varos, Jekavac in the Uvac river canyon, spring Vapa near Sjenica,
springs of the river Grabovica (Zlatija and Veliko) in the territory of the same named
Sjenica’s villages and other (Milovanovi¢ B. & Klickovi¢ M., 2007; Grupa autora, 2007b;
Stojimirovié¢ S., 2006).

Artificial lakes of the Raska region have higher tourism value because of the natural
environment in their surroundings, rather than the hydrological characteristics of
accumulated water. Well known lakes are Sjenicko, Zlatarsko and Radoinjsko on the river
Uvac, Potpec¢ko on the river Lim and part of the lake Gazivoda on the river Ibar. Lakes
Sjenicko and Zlatarsko are located in the territory of the ,,Uvac* Special Nature Reserve,
which was declared as , kingdom of birds of prey (carnivorous birds)*. The reserve is natural
habitat of a griffon vulture and 19 diurnal species and 9 nocturnal raptor species
(Stojimirovi¢ S., 2006). Resort on the shore of the Radoinjsko lake and motel on the banks
of the Zlatarsko lake are the only places for organized swimming, recreation and transit
tourism. Fishing conditions are favourable despite high water level fluctuations. Common
features of these lakes are clear and unpolluted water, surrounding forests, pastures and
preserved natural environment, good protection from negative anthropogenic impacts, but
also an insufficient use for tourism development.

Natural potentials have enabled the development of spa tourism in the Raska region.
On its territory there are three spas: Pribojska spa near Priboj and Novopazarska and
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Rajéinovi¢a spa near Novi Pazar. Its medicinal properties were discovered and used in
ancient times, which is evidenced by the preserved remains of Roman baths (Pavlovi¢ M. &
Sabi¢ D., 2003). Mineral water and specific climate are the basis of their health effects,
which is medically confirmed and accepted for treatment and rehabilitation of patients.
Although mineral waters of spas in the Raska region have various usage ability and a wide
range of therapeutic treatment, they are not valorised enough in tourist purposes and are
mostly local tourism value. Pribojska spa is known for its radioactive water, which is
suitable for the treatment of rheumatic diseases, chronic inflammation of the joints and
muscles, sciatica, bone injuries, anemia and gynecological diseases (Perisi¢ D., 1997).
Novopazarska spa is sulphurous hyperthermal spa whose waters are used for therapeutic
purposes, for swimming as an additional agent for the treatment of rheumatic, neurological,
gynecological and skin diseases (Gaji¢ M., 2003). Besides these three spas, in the territory
of the Raska region, there are also other thermal and mineral springs: Banja and Banjica in
the district of village Cedovo (municipality of Sjenica), Slatinski and DeZevske sorrel
(municipality of Novi Pazar) and others. Healing properties of these springs are not yet
sufficiently tested so they are not being used in tourism and health purposes (Pavlovi¢ M.,
2004; Sabié D. & Pavlovi¢ M., 2005; Grupa autora, 2007b; Pavlovi¢ M., 2009).

The richness of the Raska region in plant and animal species is a major tourist and
ecological potential. This region is unique flora and fauna reserve. Flora of this region is
characterized by diversity and large number of relict and endemic species. Preserved
deciduous and coniferous forests, as well as green meadows and pastures, provide a basic
feature of physiognomy of the Raska region. The floristic richness is increased by different
kinds of medicinal plants, berries and mushrooms. On the mountain slopes of the Raska
region live various kinds of wild animals. Although wildlife is diverse, it is relatively
meagre and reduced to a narrow habitat. A major tourism attraction is the observation of
habitats of griffon vulture — rare species of eagles, vultures, which live in the Uvac canyon
and MileSevka gorge. This bird of prey with a wingspan of about 3 m is one of the largest
birds in Europe (Stojimirovi¢ S., 2006; Ljesevic et al, 2004). Rivers and artificial lakes have
diverse ichthyofauna. For sport fishing the most attractive catch is trout, chub, grayling and
common nase. A special attraction was an otters’ habitat in the river Vidrenjak near Tutin.
Due to the pollution, this habitat is destroyed. Flora and fauna of the Raska region are not
independent tourism values, but should be valorised in combination with other natural
resources. Fauna provides a good natural basis for the development of sport-fishing and
hunting tourism. Flora, as a significant component of the landscape, is an additional element
for the development of excursion, rural, sports and recreational tourism hiking and other.

Anthropogenic tourism values

In the structure of anthropogenic tourism values of the Raska region, the most
significant is a rich cultural and historical heritage, with many architectural, art and cultural
objects from ancient times, medieval and oriental period. Anthropogenic tourism values are
not highly valorised for tourism purpose, and are being visited in the context of overall
settlement’s heritage. Due to neglect promotion and traffic isolation, the majority of cultural
heritage objects record a modest tourist visit. With the exception of a few the most famous
Serbian medieval monasteries, cultural and historical monuments are not valorised enough
and prepared for a complex tourist offer in accordance with international standards.

In the Raska region there are archaeological sites from prehistoric and ancient period.
Because of the disorganization and lack of tourist affirmation, they do not represent major
tourism attractions for visitors. Found artefacts such as axes and other tools made of stone,
pottery made of clay, ceramic and metal objects and jewellery are kept in museums in
Priboj, Prijepolje and Novi Pazar. The remains of Roman buildings, in the area of the village
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Kolovrat near Prijepolje, have some degree of tourist valorisation, and are being arranged
for visitors as an archaeological park (Stojimirovié¢ S., 2006).

The most important anthropogenic tourist attractions of the Raska region are
medieval sacred monuments. Members of Nemanji¢ Dynasty in the period of the late middle
ages raised a number of monasteries, churches and fortifications around the Raska region,
which represented the historic core of the Serbian state. Due to the frequent wars, a modest
legacy of material culture dated from that period was kept. Several of the most valuable
objects are restored, preserved and valorised for tourism. The most famous are monuments
that represent the pinnacle of artistic expression of medieval architecture and painting. For
visitors the most interesting monasteries were built from XII to the XVI century. Regardless
of their architectural significance and precious frescoes, some of the monasteries are
treasures of great artistic, historic and scientific value.

The most famous monasteries of the Raska region are: Milesevo (XII century) near
Prijepolje, Purdevi stupovi (XII c.) and Sopoc¢ani (XIII c.) near Novi Pazar, Banja (XII c.)
and Uvac (XII c.) near Priboj, Dubnica (XV c.) near village Bozeti¢i (Nova Varos),
Davidovica (XIII c¢.) near Brodarevo, Kumanica (XIII-XIV c¢.) near village Vrbnica
(Sjenica), Crna Reka (XIV c.) near Tutin and other. Besides monasteries, medieval cities
have tourism value: Stari Ras and Jele¢ grad near Novi Pazar, MileSevac (Hisardzik),
Gradina and Vodicki grad near Prijepolje, Sjeverin and Jagad near Priboj, Kovin grad and
Ostrovica near Nova Varo§ and other (Grupa autora, 2007b; Stojimirovi¢ S., 2006). By the
level of tourist valorisation monastery MileSeva and memorial complex near Novi Pazar
stand up. These facilities attract students and lovers of architecture, arts and culture and
present foundation for the development of cultural and manifestation, religious, excursion
and transit tourism.

MileSeva Monastery, founded by King Vladislav in the first half of XIII century, is
situated in the MileSevka river valley near Prijepolje. It is monumental building with
specific architectural design in which the Serbian and Byzantine craftsmen made excellent
works of art. The most important fresco is Mironosnica na Hristovom grobu (Myrrhbearer
on Christ’s Grave), which part is known as the ,,White Angel“. Fresco White Angel is one
of the most valuable achievements of the Serbian medieval painting. ,,As a tourist poster of
Yugoslavia, fresco White Angel has visited almost all countries of the world and was
photographed and copied thousands of times. The monumental figure of an angel of noble
character, gentle movements, wavy hair, warm eyes and long white robes, presents
permanence of art in our region, as an inspiring synthesis of East and West, and the original
value of the Serbian medieval art* (Stankovi¢ S., 1997). MileSeva Monastery is one of the
most important spiritual and cultural centres of the Serbian people. Because of the great
cultural, historical, artistic and tourist importance, it has been nominated for admission to
the UNESCO’s World Cultural Heritage List (Stojimirovi¢ S., 2006).

Specific tourism value represents a monumental complex near Novi Pazar, which
consists of Peter’s Church, remains of the old town of Ras, Pazariste (the Fairground) at the
mouth of the river Sebe¢evska into the Raska and Monasteries the Purdevi Stupovi (Tracts
of Saint George) and the Sopocani. This complex was listed in the UNESCO’s World
Cultural Heritage List in 1979, as a medieval site ,,Stari Ras and Sopoc¢ani. Peter’s Church
is considered to be the oldest Christian relics in Serbia. The exact time of its construction is
not known, but is usually dated to the period of VI-IX century. In the Peter’s Church during
the XII century Serbian National Parliaments were held; On the Parliament held in 1196,
Stefan Nemanja, founder of the largest medieval Serbian ruling dynasty, handed over the
throne to his son Stefan. Monastery the Tracts of Saint George, located on the paleo -
volcanic cone, 4 km away from the Peter’s Church, is Nemanja’s endowment built in 1171.
The preserved remains of frescoes indicate that the paintings that adorned walls of the
church were work of masters. The monumental fresco of St. George on horseback, which
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can still be recognized above the main church entrance ruins, is the symbol of the Tracts of
Saint George. The name of the church recalls its commitment to St. George and two bell
towers that were in front of it. A small chapel, near the church was built by King Dragutin at
the end of the XIII century, specifically to be his tomb (Sabi¢ D., 2002). Church Tracts of
Saint George has been abandoned for centuries and turned into ruins. An action for raising
money for rebuilding the church called ,,Podignimo Stupove® (Let’s raise the Tracts), helped
to monastic life and religious services be established again. The Sopoc¢ani monastery,
brilliant monument of medieval Serbian art, is located near the springs of Raska, 16 km
from Novi Pazar. Monastery, an endowment of King Stefan Uro$ I, was built in the mid XII
century. Marble sarcophagus in the Uro§’s tomb in the southern part of the church has been
preserved to this day. The frescoes are considered as the most valuable achievements of the
medieval Serbian church painting (Sabi¢ D. & Pavlovié¢ M., 2004a).

On the territory of the Raska region are preserved objects of Islamic oriental
architecture from Ottoman era: fortresses, mosques, bridges, public baths (hammam),
houses for living and defence (towers). Mosques in Novi Pazar, Prijepolje, Sjenica, Tutin,
Nova Varo$ and Priboj are the most significant buildings of Islamic architecture, art and
culture. Among them, significant artistic and historical importance have Altun Alem mosque
(XVI century) and the Arab Mosque (XVI c.) in Novi Pazar, the Valide Sultan Mosque
(Great or White Mosque) in Sjenica (XIX c.), Hasan-aga mosque in Priboj (XVIII c.),
Iskender Pasha Mosque in Nova Varo$ (XIX c.), Ibrahim Pasha Mosque in Prijepolje (XVI
c.) and other (Stojimirovié¢ S., 2006; Sabi¢ D. & Pavlovié M., 2004b). Particular tourism
values have carsije — downtown districts and commercial parts of towns built in the oriental
style, with a specific infrastructure. Although the physiognomy of cities of the Raska region
is rapidly transforming, these town parts are present even at the beginning of XXI century.
This particularly can be seen in the old town of Novi Pazar, where the fortress and Hammam
are built in XV century, as well as Amir-aga’s Han from the XVII century (Grupa autora,
2007b).

Monuments of a recent history in the Raska region, built to commemorate the victims
of the wars of liberation in the XX century, are also of greater significance for tourism
development. The most famous are: the memorial complex ,,Bosko Buha* at Jabuka near
Prijepolje, memorial complex — partisan hospital in Prijepolje, a monument to fallen soldiers
in the World War II in Nova Varo$, a monument to the Duke Peter Bojovi¢ in Nova Varo$
and other. In addition to visiting cultural and historical monuments and museums, visitors
can attend a variety of sports, cultural and tourist events, such as: ,,Sreten Vukosavljevi¢’s
days® in Prijepolje, ,,.Lim Poetry Evenings* in Priboj, ,,Sandzak sports games* in Sjenica,
»Sopotnica springs® in Sopotnica and other (Stojimirovi¢ S., 2006; Garaca V. & Ratkovié¢
S., 2007).

Rural tourism

According to statistics, there are 438 settlements, of which 8 urban and 432 rural in
the Raska region. Rural territories occupy 4,433 km® (98.4% of the region). According to
2002 Census, in the villages of the Raska region lived 113,761 inhabitants, which make
48.3% of the total population of this part of Serbia®. Given these facts, but also preserved
environment, rich cultural heritage and folk traditions, the Raska region has first-rated but
inadequately utilized potentials for the development of rural tourism as an activity that is
based on a combination of natural and anthropogenic tourism values. Of natural resources,
for the development of rural tourism, the most significant are: mountains, caves, canyons,
gorges, pleasant climate, clean rarefied air, rivers and lakes, waterfalls and karst springs,

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spas, rich flora and fauna and other. Anthropogenic values of Raska region’s rural areas are
rich and specific. Among all, traditional Serbian and Muslim village architecture, water
mills, cultural and historical monuments, traditional costumes, folklore, customs, traditional
farming, old pasture cattle, an old and almost forgotten crafts, healthy food, stand up. This
diversity of tourism potentials and rich cultural heritage in the RaSka region are further
enriched by the hospitality of the local residents who, according to tradition, welcome every
tourist as a friend and serve him national dishes.

Rural tourism is a broad term that includes not only guests’ accommodation, but also
other tourist activities in rural areas. Households engaged in this activity must have an active
role in designing the content of tourists’ stay. Concept of ,,Active rest* where the visitors are
provided opportunities for participation in various activities like: hiking, excursions, fishing,
gathering medicinal herbs and forest fruits, horseback riding, sports, is becoming more
common. Of particular importance is education about the rural way of life and rural
economy, where tourists can take part in traditional activities such as: farming, harvesting
crops, picking fruit, distillation of rakia, making craft products, etc. At the beginning of the
XXI century, agrotourism — form of the rural tourism, is being developed, and takes place
on farms, where there are opportunities for visitors to get the service offering food and drink
besides basic agricultural activity (Todorovi¢ M. & Bjeljac Z., 2007). Gastronomic
specialties that are prepared and served the traditional way are the basis of this type of rural
tourism. The Raska region is known for healthy food, which is entirely based on local
agricultural products. Of special significance are: prsSuta (dry-cured ham), pogaca (a type of
pastry), potatoes under the bell and dairy products (cheese, cream, jardum and buter). In the
Raska region, Sjenica cheese is widely known, and this is only place in Serbia where one
can eat Turkish specialty jardum (sheep’s milk cooked on moderate heat). Very old dishes
that are still held are: papula, ovsenica, kacamak, cicvara, razljevusa, bungur, ¢eske, varivo,
popara (Sabié¢ D. & Pavlovié M., 2005). In addition to consuming food, tourists can get
acquainted with the technology of cheese and ham production and may participate in the
preparation of traditional dishes. Therefore the authentic and traditional cuisine and healthy
food should get an important place in the tourist offer of this region’s rural areas.

Rural tourism in the Raska region does not have a long tradition. As an organized
activity, it began to develop during the 1970s, but the number of households that were
engaged in it was symbolic. Fragmented and dispersed rural holds, negative economic and
demographic processes in rural areas, insufficient awareness of the need for environmental
protection and popularization of urban lifestyles are some of the factors that influenced the
weak development of this type of tourism. As a result, this activity is rarely appeared in the
tourist offer of the Raska region. In late XX and early XXI century, in times of economic
crisis, some households were in search of alternative sources of income, and began to
accommodate guests. During this period the number of households engaged in rural tourism
in the Raska region has increased, but was still well below the real possibilities.

It is hard to give the exact number and structure of rural tourism accommodations
capacities in the Raska region. The main reason for this is lack of accurate records, and the
fact that most facilities are not categorized. Taking into account the main indicators of
tourism development (quality of tourism infrastructure, number of tourists and their
overnight stay, organization of visitors’ stay, advertisement on the market), it can be
concluded that rural tourism in the Raska region is more developed in its northwestern
(municipalities Nova Varo$, Prijepolje and Priboj), than in the southeastern part
(municipalities Sjenica, Novi Pazar and Tutin).

In the development of this tourism type, municipality Nova Varos is leading, because
of the affirmation of Mt. Zlatar as a health resort. The best example of successful
development of rural tourism is ethnic village Stitkovo, situated between the mountains
Cemernica and Javor, 30 km from Nova Varos. Data on village Stitkovo show that it has
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been founded at the beginning of the XIII century. Village succeeded to preserve its
authentic architecture from the second half of the XIX century. In the centre of the village is
the church built in 1867 and on its left side is school built in 1887. Old houses all built in
style of Old Vlah (Stari Vlah) from the end of XIX century — of wood and stone. The
preserved environment, picturesque landscapes, healthy food and authentic rustic
atmosphere attracts an increasing number of rural tourism lovers (Stojimirovi¢ S., 2006).
According to data given from the Tourist and sports centre ,,Zlatar” in the villages at the
municipality Nova Varos: Akmaci¢i, Vilovi, Drmanovi¢i, Radijevi¢i, Brdo, Radoinja,
Rutosi, VraneSa, Jasenovo, Ljepojevi¢i and Ojkovica, there are 350 beds in 90 apartments
and country houses, often built in traditional styles, available for tourists
(http://www .zlatar.org.rs). Holiday Park in the village Vilovi occupies an area of 2 ha and is
situated on the territory of the Special Nature Reserve ,,Uvac®. Tourist accommodation is
provided in apartments, cottages and tents. Visitors are being offered active recreation and
recreational tours: tubing on Zlatarsko and Sjeni¢ko lake, rowing, sightseeing Usac cave,
field trip to the MileSeva monastery, bird watching of griffon vultures in the Uvac canyon,
visit to Stitkovo ethnic village, mountain bike, rock climbing, mountain climbing
(www.vilovi.info). Rural tourism on Mt. Zlatar is often combined with cultural
manifestations. The most important events are ,,Zlatarska sirijada“ and ,,Days of Zlatar
which are held every year in August in the village BoZetici.

In the municipality of Prijepolje rural tourism is organised in the villages Sopotnica,
Kamena Gora, Jabuka, Babine, Gostun and Milakovi¢i (hamlet Ticije polje). In the village
Sopotnica 5 households with 39 beds are involved in rural tourism. Since 1987 in the village
is held cultural and artistic event ,,Sopotnica’s springs® as the original presentation of folk
art (Garaca V. & Ratkovi¢ S., 2007). In the village Kamena Gora near Prijepolje ethno-
house ,,Guvnista®, the first educational centre for sustainable development and promotion of
outstanding ecotourism potential of Prijepolje region, was open in 2009
(www.turizamprijepolje.org.rs). In the municipality Priboj, Pribojska Spa, where ethno
village Gaj is built, is centre of rural tourism (www.etnoselo.pribojskabanja.rs).

In the southeastern part of the Raska region (municipalities Sjenica, Novi Pazar and
Tutin) just a few households are engaged in rural tourism. This is due to indifference of the
local population, lack of road infrastructure, low investments even though the natural
conditions for rural tourism development are attractive and affordable. In the municipality
Sjenica prosperous natural conditions for the rural tourism have villages: Cedovo (thermal
springs), Druzini¢e (hamlet Hodzina Voda in the Nature Reserve ,,Uvac®), Gonje (ski trail at
Mt. Jadovnik), Donje Lopize (Tubi¢a cave), Gornje Lopize and Usak (Usac cave system), as
well as numerous PeSter’s villages, where tourism can be based on a presentation of
traditional livestock farming. Particularly favourable conditions for it has village Tuzinje, in
whose district are preserved traditional cattle raising and sheep breeding settlements, which
are protected by law. The first attempt to develop rural tourism is linked to the village
Druzini¢e, where series of activities were planned: training and education of rural
households, categorization of accommodation facilities, construction of roads, creation of
promotional materials and other (Grupa autora, 2006).

In the municipality Novi Pazar convenient conditions for tourism development have
villages located near the thermo-mineral springs and medieval cultural and historical
monuments: Raj¢inovi¢e, Banja, Slatina, Dezeva, Vojkovi¢e, Doljani, Vrbolazi and
Bubregovi¢i (Grupa autora, 2007b). Location of certain villages in municipalities Novi
Pazar and Sjenica (Sare, Muhovo, Radaljica, Kuzmicevo etc.) on the territory of Nature Park
,»Golija“, can be used to promote natural resources and rural tourism development based on
environmental standards. On the territory of Mt. Golija that belongs to municipality of Novi
Pazar, was built tourist complex Odvracenica, with the ski centre, hotels, motels and private
accommodation in rural households. According to the results of field studies, in
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municipality Tutin most favourable conditions for development of rural tourism have
villages Ribari¢e (Black River monastery, the Ibar gorge and lake Gazivode), Godovo,
Orlje, Smoluca, Delimede and Derekare. In the villages Delimede, Leskova and Batrage are
being held traditional folk fairs, which can be used for attracting tourists and organizing
cultural tourism.

In most EU countries rural tourism is a part of Rural areas’ developmental strategies,
which help in retaining population in rural areas, creating jobs and contributing to socio-
economic progress of these, less developed areas (Tomka D., 2003). Such an approach is
necessary to apply in the Raska region, whose villages are threatened by the negative
development processes. Tourism has a growing impact on economic, social, functional and
physiognomic transformation of rural settlements. This phenomenon is a consequence of the
increasing urban population’s need for rest, recreation and stay in a rural environment.

Rural tourism can be a foundation for economic and demographic revitalization of
villages in the Raska region, as it develops on family farms in order to attract visitors and
create additional income. This activity is often a complementary activity to agriculture. A
significant advantage of this type of tourism is expressed by providing income in rural areas,
with relatively small investments by households. Positive effects are manifested through:
reduction of depopulation and emigration flows, restoration and revitalization of traditional
rural occupations such as farming and handicrafts (wood, leather, wool, fur processing),
environmental protection and preservation of cultural heritage and other. The ultimate goal
of rural tourism development in the Raska region should be improvement of living
conditions and rising of living standards in rural communities, economic activation of the
villages and the creation of new sources of residents’ income, which would motivate them to
stay and live in villages. Revenues from tourism would result in socio-economic standards’
rising and improvement of living conditions in rural areas. This can be achieved by
investing in rural infrastructure: roads, post offices, schools, shops, cooperatives and other.
This way, rural tourism as a complementary activity to agriculture may become a significant
factor in demographic and economic revitalization of rural settlements in the Raska region.

Despite relatively well-equipped facilities for the accommodation of visitors, rural
tourism in the Raska region is faced with numerous problems that affect its development. It
is evident that during the first decade of XXI century significant progress in development of
rural tourism is made, but number of households engaged in this activity is insufficient and
financial impact is modest. Development of rural tourism in the Raska region is adversely
affected by: lack of finance, insufficient education of rural households about organization of
accommodation and activities for visitors, lack of a clear development strategy, frequent
occurrence of ,,illegal construction* threatening the physiognomy of the rural environment
and other. Tourist advertising is inadequately organized, given that a small number of
households put their offer through the Internet and other media. Important disadvantage is
that the majority of accommodation facilities are not categorized particularly since
householders are not able to significantly improve and expand their offer. One of the main
limiting factors is the inadequate condition of infrastructure systems. Many roads are
without asphalt pavement, and a large number of villages and hamlets do not have modern
plumbing. In most villages there are no post offices, ambulant, shops, private
accommodation and other basic infrastructure. The lack of these facilities conditioned that
such villages cannot meet the needs and demands of modern tourists, who often come from
large cities. Facts that many villages do not have road connection with local centres and the
existence of villages without electricity, are the limiting factors of tourism development,
which cannot be justified. Villages in the RaSka region have favourable conditions for
development of rural tourism, but in the current existential conditions most of them cannot
be valorised in adequate way.
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It is necessary to conduct a series of planned activities in order to affirm rural tourism
according to potentials and placing the Raska region as important tourist destinations in
Serbia. It is needed to make system for accommodation categorisation, increase the number
of households engaged in this activity, especially in the southeastern part of the region and
to educate local residents about hosting visitors. It is necessary to establish Tourist info
spots, which would cooperate with local authorities and promote rural tourism values of the
Raska region. Since the modern tourism cannot be developed without quality infrastructure
systems, one of the main conditions that should be achieved is construction of road networks
and additional infrastructure (sports grounds, swimming pools, running tracks, hiking trails,
souvenir shops etc.). It is required to create a professional design and content of tourism
offer for visitors, with a exponentiation of functions of the Raska region’s rural settlements,
relying on natural resources, activities and lifestyle of local residents — from agricultural
activities (in the form of recreation for tourists), preparing local dishes, traditional handicraft
making, participating in cultural events, festivals and celebrations of national heritage.
Development of rural tourism is not possible without the activities related to its promotion
on the tourist market. Preparation of promotional material, websites, constant presence in
the media and trade shows are necessary actions to create conditions for sustainable
development of rural tourism. Tourists’ stay in the villages of the Raska region should be
based on an optimal combination of attractive natural and anthropogenic values. As a result,
tourism development must be approached seriously and professionally, with full respect of
environmental protection principles.

In the current material and organizational conditions, rural tourism in the Raska
region is almost entirely oriented towards domestic tourist market, especially tourists from
major cities. Foreign tourists are rare and come mainly from the republics of the former
Yugoslavia. Implementation of these activities would create settings for promotion of rural
tourism in the Raska region on the markets of developed countries, which have a strong
interest and need for this type of tourism.

Conclusion

Varieties of natural and anthropogenic resources represent a good foundation for
sustainable development of tourism in the Raska region. Realised level of tourism
potentials’ valorisation is low, but there are conditions which can make this activity became
significant part in the economy of the region. Taking into consider contemporary changes in
the tourism market, long-term development objectives and resource base, in the Raska
region, priority should be given to the rural tourism. This is an activity that can have a
positive impact on balanced regional development of this, less developed rural area. Modern
men’s growing need of residing in villages is connected with higher interest in history,
tradition, religion, nature conservation, adventure, hiking, fishing, etc. Contemporary trends
in tourism are connected with special interests, and tourists’ requests provide a steady
growth in demand for less affirmed resources preserved in rural areas as the local residents
region is.

Recent tourism development includes utilization of an environment without the
destructive anthropogenic activities. The Raska region, with available tourist resources, is
extremely suitable for eco-tourism development, as its geological diversity, biodiversity and
cultural heritage are substantially preserved. Their tourist evaluation and preparation for
tourist offer include build of facilities and infrastructure that will not endanger or
significantly reduce natural environment. Tourism activities should take place throughout
the year, but to a limited extent, by applying strict international criteria on environmental
protection.
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Based on an analysis of the most important tourism values of the Raska region, it is
necessary to identify priorities and directions of their valorisation. For tourism resources’ of
the RaSka region promotion and offer to increasingly demanding tourism market, lot of
patient, professional work, money and time are needed. Projects for the evaluation of certain
tourist facilities are given in the municipal development strategies, but due to lack of funds
they are far from practical realization. Economic underdevelopment of the Raska region, traffic
isolation and inadequate accommodation facilities adversely affect tourism development.
When certain level of economic development is going to be reached in the Raska region, the
development of tourism according to existing potentials will be possible. Already
established tourist sites in the municipalities Nova Varos, Prijepolje, Priboj and Novi Pazar
should represent model for activation of new tourist areas, with greater accreditation of local
communities in the use and management of tourism resources. Therefore, it is necessary to
bring local development programs that would encourage development of tourism in those
villages of the Raska region where exist actual conditions for that activity.
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
