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Abstract: Research results presented in this paper refer to changes in the structure of the agricultural population of
the P¢inja District in the period from 1971 to 2002. They point to markedly decrease in the agricultural population,
the share of agricultural population in total population, the share of rural population in total population, as well as
the share of active agricultural population in total active population. The process of deagrarianization in this area is
a constraining factor for the development of agriculture and causes spontaneous abandonment by working-age
population who is employing in other sectors. Transfer of agricultural population in non-agricultural activities takes
place either by moving into the city centre or by remaining in agricultural households and employing in non-
agricultural activities (which causes daily rural-urban migration). The process of depopulation and deruralization
caused ageing population to be involved in agriculture in many rural settlements so that the effects of agricultural
production have become significantly decreasing. To eliminate the negative effects of the regional development of
the P¢inja District, it is necessary to establish and implement a functional demographic policy and concept of the
revitalization of rural area.

Key words: agriculture, agricultural population, deagrarianization, deruralization, the P¢inja District.
Introduction

The P¢inja District lies in the southernmost part of the Republic of Serbia. It borders
with Bulgaria towards the east, with Macedonia in the south, with Kosovo-Metohija in the
west and the Jablanica District in the north. The District consists of seven municipalities:
Vladi¢in Han, Bosilegrad, Surdulica, Vranje, Trgoviste, Bujanovac and Presevo. Five of
these municipalities are border areas. The municipality of Surdulica borders with Bulgaria,
Bosilegrad with Bulgaria and Macedonia, and Trgoviste, PreSevo and Bujanovac border
with Macedonia. The peripheral geographic position of border areas in the territorial
structure of the state can frequently lead to economic depression and depopulation in these
areas (Grci¢, M. 1991). As a result of the state’s ineffective regional development policy and
their peripheral geographic position, border areas are frequently left outside the zone
influenced by the core of the economy at the center of the state. Border areas are often
places, where for strategic reasons less investment has been made for development. The
suspension of free activity has left the entire region backward, while the proximity of
borders (during certain periods, problematic and risky borders) has made comprehensive
economic prosperity impossible (Seé¢erov V., Luki¢ B. and Djordjevi¢ A. 2007). As a result
of the aforementioned situation, nearly half of the 37 most underdeveloped municipalities in
the Republic of Serbia (not including Kosovo-Metohija) are border areas
(www.srbija.gov.rs). With respect to personal income and employment levels, the most
underdeveloped municipalities in Serbia include the border municipalities of the Pcinja
District: Trgoviste, Presevo, Bosilegrad and Bujanovac. On the other hand, the state border
through its basic aspects (barriers and connectivity) can have a considerable impact on the
economic development of border regions. Since there are no border barriers between Serbia,
Macedonia and Bulgaria, the connectivity of the P¢inja District (seen in borders being open

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for the movement of goods, people and capital) can be of multifold significance for its
socio-economic development.

Important roads pass through the P¢inja District and there are fertile plains in the
valleys of South Morava and its tributaries therefore it can be said that the District has a
favorable geographic position and convenient transport connections for habitation and
agricultural development. The hilly and mountainous areas of the region are ideal for cattle
breeding. The agricultural development of an area is determined not only by its physical and
geographical features but also by socio-geographic factors (Zivkovi¢, Lj. and Jovanovi¢, S.
2010; Pavlovié¢, M. and Sabic, D. 2007; Martinovi¢, M. 2006; Pavlovi¢, M. and Zivkovié, D.
2002 Jovanovi¢, S. 2002). These include demographic factors, which are often crucial
therefore their examination in the case of the P¢inja District is immensely important. The
P¢inja District is characterized by the movement of population away from rural areas which
has reduced the potential agricultural workforce and today it relies on reduced demographic
potential. The demographic base of the agricultural workforce, characterized by a small
young and active population and a decreasing active agricultural population, underlies
economic and social problems, such as an aging farm population, diminishing educational
and health institutions and the absence of prospects for economic development in the
District (Pavlovi¢, S. 2007). This situation is directly reflected in the dying out of agriculture
in the Pc¢inja District. This is indicated by the achieved level in the utilization of agricultural
land and the achieved level in the production of fruits, grains, vegetables, industrial and
fodder plants in 2002. Particularly worrying is decreased production and income in cattle
breeding.

Demographic potential for agricultural development in P¢inja District

The structure of the farm population of the P¢inja District has changed considerably
during the last 30 years. According to the 2002 census, in comparison with 1971 (57.5%),
farm population is five times less and stands at 11.05%. Farm population makes up the
largest percentage of the total population in the District’s economically underdeveloped
municipalities Trgoviste (19.9%), Bosilegrad (19.2%), Bujanovac (19.1%) and PreSevo
(17.8%). Farm population makes up a considerably smaller percentage of the total
population in the economically developed municipalities of the District: Surdulica (3.0%),
Vladi¢in Han (3.5%) and Vranje (6.9%). At the district level farm population makes up
18.32% of the total population in rural areas and a mere 0.99% in urban areas. This structure
becomes even less favorable for agricultural development when it is taken into account that
58.08% of the population of the District lives outside towns. Municipalities with the largest
percentage of rural population are: Bosilegrad (73.53%), Bujanovac (72.26%) and Vladi¢in
Han (64.82%). There is no urban population present in the municipalities of Presevo and
Trgoviste since the administrative centers of these municipalities do not have the status of
cities. Farm population makes up a more significant part of the total rural population in the
municipalities of Bosilegrad (25.72%), Bujanovac (25.61%) and Vranje (20.93%). This
figure is slightly smaller in Trgoviste (19.93%) and Presevo (17.82%), and considerably
smaller in Vladi¢in Han (4.78%) and Surdulica (5.65%). This data shows that agricultural
production is not the basic source of income for a large percentage of the rural population of
the District, which has a negative effect on production. Agricultural production as a
secondary activity in many rural households is directed towards meeting personal needs.
Little is invested in mechanization and chemicals for farming, which is restricted to smaller
pieces of land, yielding unsatisfactory income. This kind of farming does not guarantee
agricultural surplus and marketing of goods.

Agrarian reforms, started in the country in 1965, and the process of industrialization,
which took place in these areas at the end of the 70s and the beginning of 80s, led to a
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process of severe deagrarianization. The fact that compared to 1971, farm population
became three times less in 1991 and decreased by over five times in 2002 ( 107148 farmers),
confirms that the farm population of the P¢inja District has decreased. This is also made
evident by an analysis of the percentage share of farm population in the total population.

During the 1971-2002 period, it fell from 57.50% to 11.05% on the district level,
from 71.84% to 18.32% in rural areas and from 10.87% to 0.99% in urban areas. These
processes have led to a direct shift from agricultural to non-agricultural activities. Thus,
compared to 1971, in 2002 the percentage of non-agricultural population in the total
population at the district level increased from 42.56% to 88.95%. According to the last
census municipalities where non-agricultural population makes up the largest percentage of
the total population are the developed municipalities of the District: Surdulica (96.98%),
Vladi¢in Han (96.47%) and Vranje (93.13%). This figure is slightly smaller for the less
developed municipalities of Trgoviste 80.07%, Bosilegrad 80.81%, Bujanovac 80.91% and
Presevo 82.17%. The percentage of economically active non-agricultural population in the
total population increased from 30.85% to 84.17% at the district level, while the percentage
of non-agricultural economically dependent population in the total dependent population
increased from 49.76% to 89.88%. It has been observed that the extreme increase in the
non-agricultural population of the P¢inja District was brought about by a transformation of
the economically active and dependent agricultural population into a non-agricultural
population.

During the 1971-2002 period, four of the seven municipalities of the P¢inja District
underwent the process of depopulation (Bosilegrad, Vladi¢in Han, Surdulica and Trgoviste).
Farm population in these areas decreased faster than their population share in the total
population. It can be concluded on the basis of the information presented that
deagrarianization in these municipalities is the result of not just agricultural population
shifting to non-agricultural activities, but also the process of deruralization. Even though
Vranje and Bujanovac have not seen depopulation, deagrarianization has taken place in
these municipalities as in the case of other municipalities mentioned, and for the same
reasons. However, in the municipality of PreSevo deagrarianization is not the result of
depopulation and deruralization. Its primary cause is a shift to non-agricultural occupations.

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The deagrarianization process in the Pc¢inja District is also evident from the
decreased share of the active agricultural population in the total active population. During
the 19712002 period, at the district level, this figure fell by 53.27% (from 69.15% to
15.88%), and at the rural settlement level by 54.14% (from 81.93% to 27.79%). On the basis
of Table 2. — Total and active agricultural population in the municipalities of Pcinja District
in 1971 and 2002, it can be concluded that the decrease in the percentage of the active
agricultural population in the total active population is particularly visible in Trgoviste
(from 91.21% to 30.52%), Vladi¢in Han (from 66.44% to 6.54%), Surdulica (from 61.36%
to 4.56%), Bosilegrad (from 85.17% to 28.88%) and Presevo (from 78.24% to 25.11%).

Agriculture no longer plays a dominant role in the economy of the P¢inja District
as it did in the past. Figure 1. — Percentage share of agricultural and rural population in
Pcinja District, 1971 and 2002, shows that in 1971 the rural population was mainly an
agricultural population, while in 2002 the difference between the share of rural population in
the total population and the share of agricultural population in the total population was
considerable. However, active agricultural population makes up nearly a third of the active
population in rural areas even today. This is particularly visible in the rural areas of
municipalities: Trgoviste (42.46%), Presevo (40.36%) and Bosilegrad (40.89%). This
tendency is slightly weaker in the municipalities of Vranje (34.14%) and Bujanovac
(33.90%), while in Surdulica (9.76%) and Vladi¢in Han (9.77%) active agricultural
population makes up a considerably smaller part of the active rural population. The
importance of agriculture for the active population in cities is very little. Farm population
makes up a mere 0.65% of the active population in Surdulica, in Vranje 1.04%, Bosilegrad
1.45%, Vladi¢in Han 1.75% and Bujanovac 3.24%. The municipal centers of PreSevo and
Trgoviste do not have the status of cities but there too we see that the active agricultural
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population makes up a small part of the total active population (Trgoviste 1.86% and
PreSevo 3.99%).

The Pcinja District has also seen enormous changes in the structure of its active
agricultural population. During the 1971-2002 period, the general activity rate of the
agricultural population increased in nearly all municipalities of the P¢inja District. This is
most prominent in the municipalities of Vranje and Trgoviste (see Table 3. — General
activity rate of agricultural population in Pcinja District municipalities in 1971 and 2002).
In Bosilegrad and Surdulica the activity rate of the agricultural population fell in the same
period. Causes should be sought, above all, in the decrease in the share of active agricultural
population in the active population which is more prominent than the decrease in the share
of the agricultural population in the total population.

During the 1971-2002 period, the general activity rate of the agricultural population
at the district level grew from 55.02% to 60.26% (see Table 1. — Total and active
agricultural population in Pcinja District, 1971 and 2002). In rural areas this increase is
similar (from 55.74% to 60.32%), and it is more prominent in urban areas (from 39.39% to
58.86%). This situation is the result of a non-uniform decrease in agricultural population in
relation to the total population, and in active agricultural population in relation to the active
population of the District. Considering the fact that the first process is quicker, the activity
rate of the remainder of the agricultural population increases. The slight increase in the
general activity rate of the agricultural population of the P¢inja District is characterized by a
still high dependent population (35.60%). Since the dependent population is
overwhelmingly young, it would be a good idea to increase the activity rate of the
agricultural population in the future by their inclusion into the active agricultural population.
However, this is unrealistic considering the fact that the majority of the dependent
population in the district is non-agricultural (89.88%). Depopulation and deruralization
make it necessary for primarily older people to engage in agriculture in rural areas. Similar
conclusions were reached in other works of research (Martinovi¢, M. and Santi¢, D. 2005;
Popovié¢, B. 1. and Jovi¢, S. G. 2005). In these circumstances the impact of agricultural
production has also decreased considerably in the P¢inja District. As a result of migration
from villages to cities and rural youth drain any increase in the activity rate in rural areas
will be influenced by demographic factors, more precisely by population aging.

The economic development of a region modifies the structure of its workforce so
that the share of the active population in agriculture decreases, while it increases in all other
areas of activity (Ikonovi¢ V. and Jovanovi¢ S., 2004). If the structure of the active
population is analyzed according to activities (on the basis of the 2002 census), it can be
observed that agriculture, hunting and forestry are basic occupations for a considerable
percentage of the population of the P¢inja District (22.65% of the total active population).
The only other sector which employs the active population of the District to a higher degree
is manufacturing with 32.95%. The active population of the District is employed to a far
lesser degree in all other areas (trade 7.47%, health and social work 5.39%, public
administration jobs 5.16%, education 4.95%, building industry 4.23%, transport and
communication 3.55% etc). Only 3.21% of the active population lives from agriculture,
hunting and forestry in urban areas of the District, which means that the majority of the
active population in cities is engaged in non-agricultural activities. The highest percentage
of the active population in cities engaged in agricultural activities is to be found in Vladi¢in
Han 7.85%, the least in Vranje 2.60% and Surdulica 2.66%. Since Presevo and Trgoviste do
not have the status of cities, it is interesting that even in these municipal centers a small
percentage of the active population is engaged in agricultural activities (in Presevo 9.07%
and Trgoviste 2.24%). The farms in these areas are primarily “mixed” where non-farm
activities are also carried out. According to the 2002 census 39.47% of the active rural
population of the P¢inja District is engaged in farming, hunting and forestry. This is a
considerably smaller percentage compared to the average in Central Serbia (46.07%). This
fact shows that a high percentage (nearly 60%) of the active population of the rural areas of
the P¢inja District moved to non-agricultural activities which had a negative impact on the
development of agriculture. Today the active rural population of the Pc¢inja District is
employed in: manufacturing 27.09%, trade 4.83%, the building industry 4.22%, education
4.03%, public administration jobs 3.32%, transport and communication 2.99% and social
work 2.81%.

On the basis of statistical data from 2002, it is noted that the highest percentage of
active population engaged in agricultural activities is present in the municipalities of
Presevo (45.75%), Bujanovac (38.71%), Bosilegrad (36.92%) and Trgoviste (34.86%).
These areas can still be called agrarian. The lowest percentage of active population engaged
in agricultural activities is to be found in Surdulica (8.29%), Vladi¢in Han (12.90%) and
Vranje (15.30%). In municipalities identified as agrarian, agriculture is also the basic means
of livelihood for a significant percentage of the active rural population. Agriculture is the
main source of income for 51.43% of the active population in Bosilegrad and for 50.73% in
Bujanovac. This figure is also high for Vranje 40.47%. The demographic indicators
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presented can be considered positive for agricultural development in these municipalities.
The case is different in Vladi¢in Han (16.54%) and Surdulica (16.01%) where a lower
percentage of the active population in rural areas is engaged in farm activities. This is not
surprising considering the fact that the majority of the active population in these
municipalities holds non-farm occupations. This fact has a negative significance for
agricultural development in these municipalities.

The sex structure of the active farm population of the P¢inja District also changed
in the 1971-2002 period. The masculinity rate of the active farm population increased from
1086.32 in 1971 to 1305.87 in 2002. The percentage of males in the active farm population
(2002 — 56.63%) is larger than the percentage of females (43.37%). In figure 2. —
Percentage of women in active farm population, it can be seen that during the observed
thirty year period the percentage of active females in agriculture has fallen, particularly
since 1991. This tendency is confirmed by the percentage of the active female farm
population in the total female farm population. This tendency has not become very
prominent yet. The activity rate of the female farm population stood at 54.80% in 1991 and
at 54.18% in 2002. Similarly the percentage of active female farm population in the total
active female population fell from 41.86% in 1971 to 33.75% in 1991 and to 17.64% in
2002. The cause of this tendency is the growing emancipation of women in these areas,
leading to their greater inclusion in the social and economic life of the region (entering non-
agricultural activities).

An insignificant increase in the percentage of active female farm population in the
total farm population during the 1971-1991 period from 26.37% to 29.30% was the result of
a decrease in the active male farm population (by 22737 persons). Based on the 2002 census
it can be said that the percentage of female farm population (26.13%) fell because of their
inclusion into non-farm activities. The general activity rate of the male farm population fell
from 71.00% in 1991 to 65.94% in 2002. This decrease was primarily caused by more men
finding non-agricultural employment. The general activity rate of the male farm population
fell more prominently during the observed period in the municipalities of Bujanovac (from
80.37% to 58.06%), Bosilegrad (from 80.83% to 73.61%) and Surdulica (from 79.96% to
69.87%). In Trgoviste this figure is different (from 80.81% to 83.49%) and PreSevo (from
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51.29% to 51.80%), because of a quicker decrease in the total male agricultural population
than in the active male agricultural population, there was a slight increase in the general
activity rate of the male farm population during the observed period. This means that the
tendency of active farm population moving to non-farm activities is not so strong in these
municipalities. In Vranje (from 83.49% to 82.67%) and Vladi¢in Han (from 83.89% to
82.25%) the general activity rate of the male farm population fell slightly during the
observed period. This result shows that the process of active farm population shifting to
non-farm activities has started and can be expected to grow more intense in the future.

The age structure of the active farm population of the P¢inja District shows that
agriculture relies on the elderly because of which the importance of agriculture will be
diminished even further in the future. Half of the active farm population of the District
(50.55%) consists of persons older than 50 years. In this respect the situation is particularly
unfavorable in the municipalities of Trgoviste (66.03%), Vranje (64.17%), Vladi¢in Han
(62.56%) and Bosilegrad (54.19%). The percentage of youth in the active farm population
of the P¢inja District is similarly inadequate. However, compared to Central Serbia, the
P¢inja District has a much larger percentage of farm population in age groups of up to 20
years, 20 to 29 years and 30 to 39 years (see Table 4. — Age structure of active agricultural
population 2002). The low percentage of young people in the active farm population is the
result of a decrease in birth rates among the farm population, rural youth drain and farm
population shifting to non-farm activities. This accelerates the process of the demographic
aging of the agricultural workforce. Changes in population distribution are particularly
characteristic for mountainous areas of the Pc¢inja District which are becoming empty and
depopulated in this manner. Thus large depopulated zones have been created with time in
the mountainous areas around Surdulica, Bosilegrad and Vranje (Jac¢imovi¢, B. 1991).
Population migration took place in phases during the past. For instance, the first phase of
migration from hilly and mountainous areas in Surdulica included areas near the municipal
center (for example the village of Curkovica), and then areas further away such as Donje
Romanovce and Bitvrdja (Obradovié, Lj. 1991). These changes determined the rural
transformation of mountainous areas, their deagrarianization and senilization. The processes
mentioned are still leading to “the dying out” of rural settlements. A more favorable
situation in this respect is present in the P¢inja District in the municipality of PreSevo
(45.9% active farm population of up to 39 years), and Bujanovac (41.69%). If we add to the
information presented the fact that 83.50% of the dependent farm population in Presevo is
aged up to 29 years (making up 44.42% of the farm population), and that for Bujanovac this
figure is 81.94% (making up 40.11% of the farm population), it can be concluded that these
municipalities have significant demographic potential for agricultural development. For this
reason more investment is required, so that the standard of living in rural areas can be
improved and the process of rural youth drain halted.

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The activity rate of the agricultural population of the P¢inja District in 2002 is higher
than the activity rate in non-agricultural activities by 20.60%, and the workforce efficiency
rate of the agricultural population is high standing at 76.81%. Very high efficiency rates for
the working agricultural population are seen in Trgoviste (87.70%) and Vranje (87.55%).
Similarly high rates are observed in Surdulica (71.34%), Bujanovac (71.82%), Presevo
(71.16%) and Bosilegrad (70.86%). Only in Vladi¢in Han this figure is somewhat lower and
stands at 66.67%. The female workforce efficiency rate stands at 69.16% at the district
level, and the male workforce efficiency rate at 82.70%. Specific activity rates are also
higher for men. The male workforce efficiency rate is maximal for almost all five-year age
groups and ranges from 65.16% (20 to 24 year age group) to 97.41% (55 to 59 year age
group and 60 to 64 year age group). Only in the 15 to 19 year age group is the efficiency
rate lower and stands at 37.51%. Particularly high workforce efficiency rates are seen
among the male agricultural population older than 35 years (over 88%). For women, the
workforce efficiency rate is similarly high in almost all five year age groups and stands at
over 80%. Highest specific activity rates for the female agricultural population are found in
the 45 to 49 year age group, the 50 to 54 year age group and the 55 to 59 year age group
(over 93%). A lower workforce efficiency rate for the female agricultural population is seen
in the younger population in the 25 to 29 year age group (26.61%), the 15 to 19 year age
group (28.39%) and the 20 to 24 year age group (34.96%). The workforce efficiency rate is
higher for the male agricultural population than for the female agricultural population in all
municipalities of the P¢inja District, except Vladic¢in Han. In this municipality the workforce
efficiency rate for the female agricultural population is 75.25% and for males it is 61.51%.
The highest workforce efficiency rate for the male agricultural population is seen in the
municipality of Vranje (90.75%), Trgoviste (88.48%) and Bujanovac (80.23%). Other
municipalities of the P¢inja District, Surdulica (78.28%), Presevo (76.67%) and Bosilegrad
(75.77%), also have high workforce efficiency rates for the male agricultural population,
although the rate is a bit lower when compared to the municipalities mentioned first. The
lowest workforce efficiency rate for the female agricultural population is seen in Surdulica
where it stands at a mere 58.72%, while the highest rates are found in Trgoviste (86.51%),
Vranje (82.87%) and Vladi¢in Han (75.27%). In other municipalities of the P¢inja District
the workforce efficiency rate for the female agricultural population is somewhat lower
(Bujanovac 61.95%, Bosilegrad 63.74% and PreSevo 64.99%). On the basis of the
information presented it can be concluded that a potential agricultural workforce still exists
in the PCinja District primarily among the female population. Considering the fact that
women play a lesser role in the structure of the active agricultural population, and that the
age structure of the male active agricultural population is unfavorable, it is realistic to expect
that the workforce inflow will be smaller than the workforce brain drain. The fact that the
dependent population of the P¢inja District consists of mainly below 19 year olds studying
for non-agricultural professions shows that the process of deagrarianization in the District
will continue.

Conclusion

The importance of agriculture is gradually dying out in the P¢inja District, which was
once a prominent agrarian region. This is evident from the current status of the farm
population. Changes in the size and structure of the agricultural population of the P¢inja
District show that the following processes are taking place in the District: demographic
aging, deagrarianization and senilization of the agricultural population.

The processes of depopulation and deruralization have led to a situation where in
many villages primarily elderly people are engaged in agricultural activities. Rural youth
and workforce brain drain and the shift from agricultural to non-agricultural activities will
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accelerate the demographic aging of the farm workforce. This will also lead to a decrease in
the impact of agricultural production.

During the 1971-2002 period there was a striking decrease in the P¢inja District in:
the size of the agricultural population, the percentage of agricultural population in the total
population, the percentage of rural population in the total population and the percentage of
the active agricultural population in the total active population. The tendencies mentioned
here show that the process of deagrarianization in these areas is intensive. Deagrarianization
is the result of not only a shift from agricultural activities to non-agricultural activities but
also the process of deruralization, which is a direct result of population migration from
villages to cities. Since the dependent agricultural population mainly consists of young
people and they represent important demographic potential for agricultural development,
state and local authorities face a serious challenge. They must implement measures as soon
as possible to revive villages and agriculture in this region. These measures should primarily
be directed towards creating more jobs and improving living conditions and the standard of
living for the rural population. Investment should focus on: rural electrification, transport
and utility infrastructure development, the development of centers for skilled services,
providing opportunities for cultural and entertainment activities, building shops, providing
medical and educational facilities, the revival of agribusinesses and stations for the purchase
of agricultural produce. Activities focused on ensuring production on individual farms are
also important. It is equally significant in this respect to implement measures such as stable
product prices, negotiating production and introducing cooperative relations. Ensuring
marketing of goods and strengthening individual agricultural producers will automatically
increase the standard of living for the agricultural population. This will restore optimism to
young people and the belief that a decent life is still possible in rural areas for those whose
occupation is agriculture.
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
