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Abstract: Today, the economy of many countries, particularly the Mediterranean ones, can not be imagined
without a developed tourism industry, having in mind its multiplier effects. Thanks to the Mediterranean maritime
position, which marked the historical trends and cultural development of Montenegro, as well as numerous
attractions of nature and extreme tourism complementarity between the sea and mountains, one can not
overestimate the importance of tourism industry in its future development. In this regard, today, tourism industry
represents a strategic industry and the backbone of socio-economic development of Montenegro. Problems of its
potential for tourism development have been considered by the authors of numerous scientific papers, strategic
development documents, as well as spatial plans. Achievements of previous researches should be applied in
practice of tourism and hotel industry in Montenegro.

Key words: region, subregion, area, selective form of tourism
Introduction

Natural and cultural heritage, with appropriate tourism suprastructure constitute a
fundamental base for the development of tourism. However, due to the appearance of a
growing number of diverse preferences, motives, interests and objective opportunities on
the side of tourism demand, and hence different ways of meeting tourist needs, numerous
forms and sorts or types of tourism have been created (Jovi¢i¢ D. i Brankov, J., 2009)
Nevertheless, science of tourism had not yet fully defined what the form and what the sort,
or type of tourism represent. There is no single view on this issue, because on the side of
tourism demand usually occurs a number of mutually entangled motives. In this regard,
different features are being used for the division, according to their importance in a given
moment for monitoring, research or analysis (Radovi¢ M., 2010).

In the Tourism Master Plan for Montenegro until 2020 (2002), or the innovative
Strategy for tourism development in Montenegro until 2020 (2008), numerious forms of
tourism have been differentiated by the mission. The defined dispersed offer includes
different forms of tourism, such as: nature tourism, sport tourism, rural tourism, MICE
(Meetings, Incentives, Conferences/Conventions, Exhibitions/Events) tourism, theme
tourism, ecotourism, wellness tourism, swimming tourism, culture tourism, health tourism,
etc., integrated by panoramic roads and trails from the Coast of Montenegro to the areas of
Durmitor, Bjelasice & Komovi in the hinterland.

The existing and potential forms of tourism in Montenegro

In Montenegro, the most massive tourist movements are related to its two
geographically distinct areas, the Coast and the continental part of Montenegro. Different
attractiveness of these areas is primarily caused by a number of morphological and
hydrographic features, followed by climatic conditions and rich biodiversity. Consequently,
shapes and forms of tourism that can be developed in these areas are numerous. According
to the location factor and the character of tourism resources and values, the coastal and

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mountain tourism can be distinguished in the first place and then the urban (city) and rural
(countryside) tourism. According to the predominant travel motive, or the content of tourist
stay, it is possible to further develop swimming, nautical, diving and cruise tourism within
the coastal tourism, but also the accompanying cultural, sports, health and recreation
tourism, religious tourism, business and MICE tourism. On the other hand, mountain
tourism (in summer and winter) usually involves sports and recreation, or hiking,
mountaineering, alpinism and extreme sports (such as rafting, canoeing, parachute jumping,
etc.), as well as health tourism, special interest tourism ie. walking, biking, camping,
horseback riding, hunting, fishing, caving research, visits to national parks, bird and animal
watching and so on. In rural areas the tourist offer can be expressed throughout local history
tourism, residential tourism, adventure tourism, agro-tourism, nautical continental tourism,
health tourism, educational tourism, transit tourism, cultural tourism, religious tourism,
hunting and fishing tourism, wine tourism, gastronomic tourism, sports and recreation
tourism, ecotourism, nature related tourism, mixed forms and other sorts of tourism
(Pasinovi¢ M., 2006). City centers are the most often travel motive for numerous market
segments, such as cultural, business and MICE, educational, transit, sports and so on.

All mentioned forms and types of tourism, especially the religious, cultural,
excursion and adventure ones, with activities such as bird watching, rafting, hiking and
mountaineering, mountain biking, sightseeing tours to national parks, protected areas and
cultural and historical landmarks, can be developed within the eco-tourism. In fact,
ecotourism covers all aspects of tourism that are based on admiring and enjoying the natural
and cultural features of relatively preserved areas, and therefore represents their common
denominator (Jovi¢i¢ D. and Ili¢ T., 2010). The most important ecological resources of
Montenegro encompasses the national parks (Lovcen, Skadar Lake, Biogradska gora,
Durmitor, Prokletije), internationally protected areas (valley of the river Tara, Durmitor with
Tara canyon, Kotor-Risan Bay and Skadar Lake), nature reserves throughout Montenegro
and core areas of biodiversity (high mountainous areas, mountain forest zone, Karst zone,
Zone of coastal freshwater wetlands and Littoral zone). Therefore, Montenegro has a great
potential for the development of many forms and types of tourism, whereas starting from the
spatial comparative advantages for their development, the following three regions stand out:

1) The Northern Region (Pluzine, Savnik, Zabljak, Pljevlja, Mojkovac, Kolagin,
Bijelo Polje, Berane, Andrijevica, Plav i Rozaje),
2) The Central Region (Podgorica, Danilovgrad, Niksi¢ i Cetinje) and

3) The Coastal Region (Herceg Novi, Kotor, Tivat, Budva, Bar i Ulcinj).

Namely, all three regions have a natural and ecological uniqueness and rich cultural
and historical heritage for the development of numerous tourism products and tourist
centers, but Montenegro is far from their complete evaluation, or a designed concept of
development. It is just an opportunity for the development of selective forms of tourism, and
more contemporary design of the tourist offer in accordance to the principles of sustainable
tourism development (Ministry of Tourism and Environmental protection, 2007).

The Northern Region

The Northern Region or “’the area of high mountains and surface’’ extends from the
mountain range Magli¢, Bioce and Volujak, over Durmitor, Sinjavina, Bjelasica and
Komovi to the mountain chain of Montenegro’s Prokletije and includes about 2 / 3 of the
territory of Montenegro. In this area, there are many natural, economic and tourist resources,
among which are especially significant river valleys, canyons of European and world values
(rivers: Tara, Moraca, Piva, Komarnica, SuSica, Mrtvica, Mala rijeka, Cijevna, Skurda,
Cehotina, Ibar, Vruja, Lim), over 35 picturesque mountain lakes and mountain peaks over

2,200 meters above sea level, but also caves (Palovi¢a cave) and pits (on Vjetrena hills).
The potentials of Montenegrin mountains for tourism development are undeniable, but
climatic conditions are primarily suitable for the development of ski-tourism and all types of
adventure and sports tourism - from hiking, biking, paragliding, mountaineering, fishing and
sightseeing tours to national parks and caves, to horseback riding, canoeing and rafting.
Tourism in the mountain part of Montenegro has been treated in the analysis of numerous
development studies, starting from the Tourism Master Plan of Montenegro by 2020 in
2002, regional programs for sustainable and integral development in the area of Durmitor,
Bjelasica & Komovi and Montenegrin Prokletije, throughout the Strategic Framework for
Sustainable Tourism Development in Central and Northern Montenegro, Ecological
Development Strategy of Montenegro, the Spatial Plan of Montenegro by 2020, ending with
the updated Strategy for the tourism development by 2020 in 2008. Namely, the priority in
the future development of tourism in Montenegro should be mountain tourism, that is,
focusing on sustainable tourism development in the area of Durmitor, Bjelasica & Komovi
and Montenegrin Prokletije with Zabljak, Kolagin and Plav as the main tourist centers
(Ministry of Economic Development, 2008).

Generally, the area of Durmitor and Sinjajevina has the greatest potential for tourism
development. Within the tourism values of this area, besides the National park ‘’Durmitor’’
and mountain peaks (the most famous Bobotov kuk), there are nineteen natural and one
artificial lake, but also carved canyons of rivers Tara, Piva, Komarnica, SuSica, Draga that
intersect this area and enrich its landscape. Therefore, special emphasis is placed on the
development of ski-tourism, hunting tourism, agro-tourism, mountain biking, hiking and
mountaineering, active and extreme tourism, sightseeing tours of authentic natural
resources, diverse biodiversity and ecological characteristics provided by mountainous
landscapes, rivers, lakes in the National Park ‘‘Durmitor’’, but also on undiscovered
attractions such as pastures and caves. In addition, this area also has significant religious
monuments and sites from the Middle Ages, which have not been adequately investigated,
but represent the main resources for the development of cultural and religious tourism.

Therefore, travel segments that must be in focus of orientation in this area are
primarily sportsmen and recreation-oriented tourists (mountain leisure tourists, hikers and
climbers, fans of winter sports based on extreme trails, cyclists, etc..), but also ecotourists
and lovers of nature, national parks, caves, hunters, fishermen, adventurers, health-oriented
tourists and agroturists. In the area of urban tourism centers, ie. Zabljak, business and MICE
visitors, or participants of conferences, seminars, symposiums, social gatherings and other
events can be taken in account as well. Savnik and Pluzine do not have the appropriate
scope and quality of accommodation capacities currently, which prevents the reception of a
larger number of tourists and the organization of meetings of any kind. Therefore, the
formation of the corresponding receptive supply in quantitative and qualitative terms, in line
with the orientation on mentioned market segments, would create the foundation for more
tourist arrivals and further specialization in offer of the entire area. In this regard, the
differentiation of tourist points and receptive facilities should be based on various
demographic (age, sex, occupation, education, marital status, annual income, religion,
nationality, social status), psychographic characteristics (lifestyle, work and leisure habits,
activities, interests and opinions), geographical (geographical origin, climate) and
behavioral characteristics (habits of consumers in relation to the media, shopping, the
product itself, other circumstances) of already mentioned market segments. For now, in
response to the conflicting styles of construction and the need of environmental protection in
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this area, only architectural models of the type of accommodation facilities "eco-lodge"" and
"wild beauty resort"” have been designed.

In the area of Bjelasica and Komovi, where the first Regional Tourism Organization
of Montenegro has been established as well, the emphasis is also placed on the development
of ski tourism, active and extreme tourism, hiking and mountaineering, mountain biking,
sightseeing tours of authentic natural resources, diverse biodiversity and ecological
characteristics provided by mountainous landscapes, rivers and lakes of National Park
“’Biogradska gora’’. However, because of its more favorable altitude and traffic position
compared to the area of Durmitor, the focus is likewise on the development of various
wellness programs by using the relaxing effects of climate and preserved nature, as well as
on excursion tours between the sea and mountains. Although capacities with the tradition
and reputation for two seasonal use have been constructed in Mojkovac, Kolasin, however,
established itself as the focal point in this area. It has a number of attractive objects and
sites, such as the Monastery Moraca, the National Park "Biogradska Gora", Botanical
Garden (private property), Ski center "Bjelasica", canyons of rivers Tara and Moraca in the
north and canyon Mrtvice in the south. On the other hand, the municipality of Bijelo Polje
has also sites for rafting and kayaking on the river Lim, as well as for the development of
religious tourism, cultural tourism and eco-tourism in some villages. According to
assessments of local authorities, its long-term perspective of development is also in the
activation of mineral deposits and thermal waters. Berane could build its tourist activities on
a variety of cultural events, sports and recreational programs, especially during the summer
period. Andrijevica should be oriented towards the development of ecotourism in rural
areas, whereas Mojkovac should develop transit, sports and educational tourism, taking in
advantage a very convenient traffic position at the entrance of two national parks and the
Tara river (International Institute for Tourism, Ljubljana, 2005). Namely, the focus of
activities throughout Bjelasica & Komovi is on attracting a number of market segments,
from lovers of national parks, trippers and weekenders, young adventurers (rafting,
canoeing), professional athletes, hikers, cyclists and fishermen, to health-oriented tourists,
elders over 50 years, families with children, scientists and university / school groups
(Austrian-Montenegrin Partnership for Bjelasica and Komovi, 2005).

Numerious streams (Lim, Cijevna, Vruja i Ibar), glacial lakes (Plavsko, Hridsko,
Visitorsko, Rikavi¢ko, Bukumirsko i Jezerce), springs (spring Ibar in Rozaje) and sources
(the Alipasini sources in Gusinje) have made the area of Montenegrin Prokletije the richest
hydrological areca of Montenegro. With great wealth of flora and fauna, other natural and
cultural values, that led as well to its proclamation of the fifth national park in Montenegro.
In addition, this region is also characterized by ethnographic richness, expressed through a
variety of costumes, music, folklore and customs (Montenegrin, Muslim and Albanian). The

! Eco-lodge is defined as a specialized form of accommodation facility based on nature, with defined building
standards of low-impact, environmentally friendly, with renewable energy, advanced building technology, original
construction materials and architecture blended into the landscape. Eco-lodges are located near outstanding natural
beauty or near the places where wildlife in natural surroundings can be observed, in the mountains or in remote
areas on the coast — within or on the fringes of protected natural areas. Minimal accommodation capacities are 7
rooms or 14 beds, while the limit amounts to 30 units with a maximum of 50 beds. Eco-lodges integrate ecological,
sustainable tourism activities with commercial tourism operations. Source: Regulation of classification, minimum
conditions and categorization of accommodation facilities (*’Official Gazette of the Republic of Montenegro’’ no.

2 Wild beauty resort is a hospitality facility for providing accommodation and services, preparing food and
beverages, with a capacity of 50 to 250 accommodation units of hotel standards, from three to five star level, built
on land located just outside the boundaries of protected areas and relatively unspoiled natural locations, with
special rural square and facilities for the sale of food, drinks and souvenirs (the products of local people) national
restaurants and other amenities. The basic standards include the use of alternative energy sources and technologies
(solar, wind, etc..) as well as the usage of environmentally friendly materials for construction and interior ("Official
Gazette of Montenegro", no. 61/2010).
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entire area has the potential for many types of tourism, focusing in particular on the
following zones: Cmiljevica - Turjak, RoZaje - Hajla - Stedin, Lake Plav - Kofiljaca,
Gusinje, Babino Field - Bogi¢evica and Verusa - Mokro. Namely, these areas are
characterized by the highest density and attractiveness of tourist attractions, ecological
stability, authenticity and diversity of ecosystems, making its tourist attractions suitable for
valorization as single (Plav), complementary (rivers, lakes, events, monuments of oriental
characteristics) or complex tourism resources (Lake Plav).

Plav, as the most important tourist center in this part of Prokletije, is particularly
suitable for the development of sporting camps for alpinism and extreme sports, "cross-
country" trails, "survival" programs, adrenalin parks, water sports on the river Lim,
ethnographic programs and events, whereas Rozaje for international and local events, sports
activities, as well as organic food production. The ski centres Turjak and Lokve have a
partially formed tourism infrastructure for ski tourism (ski lifts and resorts), but it is also
required to invest in the construction and modernization of ski resorts on the slopes
Kofiljaca, Bor and Bogic¢evica. Mountain pastures and numerous villages in the valleys of
Dapsicka river and Zupanica, Upper and Lower Bukelj, Monkish Lazi and so on should be
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valorized through rural, agro and gastro-tourism. On the other hand, the zone Sekular - Wet
Mountain - Murgas, areas of Zlorecica, mountain Visitor and Zeletin, Murino - Velika -
Cakor and Medun - Korita - area of the river Cijevna have lower tourism potential, so can
only represent the complementary zones to the previous above. Here there are favorable
conditions for the development of summer tourism and recreational activities, regarding
rural and agro-tourism, mountaineering, hunting and ecotourism. Of cultural and historical
sites, throughout the area particularly stand out: Tower RedZepagica in Plav, Holy Trinity
Church in the village Brezojevice, Radon¢i¢ Tower and Pasi¢ Mosque in Gusinje and the
old urban cores of Medun, Gusinje, Plav and RozZaje. When it comes to manifestations these
are "The Golden flake" in RoZaje and "Days of blueberries" in Plav. Generally, the area of
Montenegrin Prokletije is relatively poorly developed due to its traffic isolation as well,
which negatively affects the really possible valorization of local resources and tourism
development. Otherwise, it should supplement the tourism offer of Bjelasica & Komovi,
directing its programs (with zoning) on the development of ski tourism, sightseeing tours to
authentic natural resources, hiking and mountain climbing, mountain biking, active and
extreme sports, environmental research programs of preserved and untouched nature,
wellness, ethnic programs and events. In this respect, leisure tourists, lovers of national
parks and protected areas, mountain climbers, athletes, adventurers and those who are
visiting social gatherings and events (ethnic market, fans of cultural and ethnic heritage...)
represent desirable market segments.

Finally, the overall development of the Northern Region of Montenegro shall be
based on sustainable tourism development and its concrete manifestation forms. The
importance of ecotourism as the most popular form of tourism in the world recently should
be especially emphasized, as well as the development of rural tourism in some mountain
pastures, whereby their full compatibility can be achieved. The degustation of local
specialties, that is gastro-tourism, should amend the specified range of tourism products, as
regarding sports activities, a range of other forms should be developed, such as snowmobile
rides, dog and horse hauling sledges in the winter, driving off-road vehicles in certain areas
during the remaining period of the year and so on.

The Central Region

In the central region of Montenegro, within which the subregions of Montenegrin
karst, Skadar Lake, Niksi¢ and Zeta-Bjelopavli¢i can be extracted, there are approximately
37% of cultural monuments and over 45% of the population of Montenegro. However, from
the standpoint of tourism resources and achieved level of tourism development, this is the
least developed region in Montenegro, with only about 2% of total accommodation capacity.
In this region, tourism is in its initial phase of development, although certain improvements
have been observed in the area of Skadar Lake, Lovéen and Orjen.

The area of Skadar Lake, which includes the National Park "Skadar Lake", has a
lavish nature, wildlife, rich cultural and historical heritage, authentic fishermen’s villages,
traditions and legends, and therefore the possibility for the development of various forms of
tourism. In addition, it is considered that the Skadar Lake represents the last habitat of
pelicans, and so is protected at the international level. Because of its rarity and vulnerability,
415 herbal and 430 animal species, as well as the entire line of blind mice, are under the
protection (“’Official Gazette of Montenegro" no. 76/06). Therefore, this Montenegrin area
has the potential for developing high quality tourism products for market niches that are
associated with nature-based tourism (eg "bird watching"), sports hunting and fishing, and
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geotourism as a new travel trend. Numerous islands, among which are Vranjina, Lesendro,
Morac¢nik, Beska, Staréevo, Grmozur, Kom, Velja and Mala Cakovica, have significant
cultural and historical monuments, and therefore excellent conditions for the development of
cultural tourism. However, although the value of this area is important for Europe and of
interest to the whole world, so far very little has been benefited. The challenges lie in the
further development of sustainable tourism, including special programs of ecological,
scientific, educational, cultural, excursion, sport and recreational, rural and agro-tourism,
emphasizing the experience of nature, the Montenegrin culture and rural lifestyle. Equally,
special attention should be directed towards the development of appropriate receptive
capacities according to environmental standards. In this direction, already mentioned "Wild
Beauty" ("wild beauty") accommodation facilities have been designed. These objects differ
from traditional tourism facilities in the use of vernacular architecture for construction,
models of existing natural landscape, as well as alternative technologies for energy supply,
water supply and reducing consumption, collection, handling and disposal of waste water
and solid waste. They are designed for so-called "wild beauty" areas, which just include the
national parks and protected areas in their vicinity (Ministry of Tourism, 2009).

Cultural and historical heritage of Montenegro, the specific character of the urban
environment (physical and cultural), specialized tourist offer of the National Park
“’Lovéen’’ and its development zones (Ivanova korita, the Mausoleum on Lovcen et al.),
panorama along the access roads to Podgorica and Budva and along the panoramic routes to
Lovcéen and Kotor are just some of the tourist attractions of the municipality of Cetinje. This
“’city museum’’ with Lovéen and Njegusi, presents one of the oldest tourist destinations in
Montenegro. Among the most significant monuments of culture and art are Monastery of
Cetinje, Zeta home, Billiard, Government home, King Nichola’s Palace and Blue Castle. Of
all the national parks in Montenegro, the National Park "Lovcen" records the highest number
of visitors, offering beautiful views of Montenegro from Njego$ mausoleum, as well as
lodging in bungalows, hiking trails, picnic areas and fine cuisine. In this subregion there is a
large number of created rural ambiences that must be protected, and in the picturesque
village Njegusi food products with geographical features (smoked ham, sausage, mead,
cheese) are being more and more successfully produced. Tourist valorization of caves
Cetinjska and Lipska in the village Dobrsko would further enrich the existing tourist offer.
Therefore, cultural, sports, climatic, health, sightseeing, religious, agro-tourism and
speleology tourism have a great potential for development in this part of Montenegro.
However, the orientation should be on the active experience of nature as well, wildlife in the
national park, the Montenegrin village culture, history, tradition and legends.

In the area of Zeta-Bjelopavli¢i subregion, ie. in the area of the municipality of
Podgorica, the greatest significance have the excavations of former capital of Illyrian tribes
Docleati, the ruins of Illyrian fortified city Medun, the fortification of Zabljak, the remains
of the old village of Ribnica, as well as other monuments of cultural and historical heritage.
All together, with natural values, provide opportunities for the development of not only
urban but also other contemporary forms of tourism, such as business and MICE, transit,
sports and manifestational, cultural and agro-tourism. Valley of the river Cijevna is
especially suitable for swimming, leisure and recreation, as well as hunting and fishing and
the production of quality food. In the area of Bjelopavli¢i plain there are favorable
conditions for the development of agro-tourism, sports and recreation, excursion and transit

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tourism, whereas special attractions are Ostrog monastery, Cell Zdrebaonik Piperska, the
Head of Zeta, the village Studeno and the old Ottoman fortress-city Spuz. Niksic area has
significant tourism resources for the development of mountain tourism in summer and
winter (mountain ranges of Javorak, Large and Small Zurim, Moracke caps, Stozac and
Maganik), sports and recreation (on the surfaces Krnovo and Lukavica, artificial lakes, hill
Trebjesa), agro-tourism and ecotourism, as well as transit, urban, business, cultural and
others. Vucje as a smaller local sightseeing center could serve as a picnic spot for residents
of Niksic, Danilovgrad, and partly Podgorica. Its current offer includes bike trails, walking
paths, small ski resort for alpine and Nordic skiing, sledding and other winter sports, with
minor national restaurants and hospitality objects, mountain houses, arranged places for
camping, picnic areas, etc..

The entire central region of Montenegro should support the development of religious
tourism, especially when it comes to Danilovgrad and Bjelopavli¢i plain. This product
would include the most valuable religious objects of Orthodox, Catholic and Muslim
religion, that represents a large fortune for the tourist offer. In addition, valuable
ethnographic heritage of different cultures that coexist in this region for centuries, enable the
development of ethno-tourism. Different traditional costumes, jewelry, weapons,
decorations, etc.. are being kept in the museums and they present the Montenegrin folk art
the best. As most famous Montenegrin specialties (smoked ham, cheese and mead, dried
carp or bleak from Skadar Lake, homemade red and white wine, various brandies and
famous Niksi¢ beer) appeared precisely in this area, the development of gastrotourism and
enogastronomy tourism has to be taken for granted.

Strategic Framework for Sustainable Tourism development in Northern and Central
Montenegro, which the Government of Montenegro adopted in 2004 (UNDP, 2004),
explicitly stresses the development of sustainable tourism in the previous two regions. The
wild beauty of Montenegro, which is expressed by a same marketing slogan "Wild Beauty",
lies in the forests, caves and villages (summer pastures), that exist throughout the entire
countryside.

The diversity of tourism product in such a small space such as Montenegro is what
makes this tourist destination different from the competition. The possibility of combining
different forms and types of tourism within the coastal and mountain tourism, in less than
190 kilometers of skyway, is a chance of a small number of destinations. However, the
concept of sustainable tourism, which is based on selective forms of tourism, has emerged
as a critique of mass tourism on the Montenegrin coast. Otherwise, mass tourism
characterizes less developed countries and the initial stage of tourism development that
includes intensive and uncontrolled tourism development with the aim of achieving the
maximum number of visitors and higher profits. Given that it offers the best chance for
destinations that are emerging in the market, yet in the upcoming stages of the destination
life cycle it is possible to bring in the selective forms of tourism in order to reduce the
negative environmental, social and cultural influence. When it comes to the traditional and
mass tourism in Montenegro, it refers to the Coastal Region and swimming and leisure
tourism.

The Coastal Region

The Coastal Region, or in other words the Montenegrin coast, presents a unique
geographical, regional and tourist entity that covers a narrow area near the sea, bordered
with the continental hinterland by mountain massifs of Orjen, Lovéen, Sutorman and
Rumija. Along this coastal area different nations and cultures had been replacing one
another throughout history, thus forming the most attractive urban and rural settlements.
From the period of ancient Ulcinj, Bar, Budva and Kotor to the modern tourist resorts and
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centers, testimonies of various epochs and directions of cultural and artistic creativity have
remained, from prehistoric and ancient times, throughout the medieval period (Romance,
Gothic, Renaissance, Baroque, Rococo) to modern and contemporary artistic expression.
However, despite the rich cultural and historical heritage, a relatively rapid development of
mass coastal tourism in the second half of last century caused the uncontrolled construction
of holiday flats and settlements, and therefore numerous problems and serious conflicts
between tourism, ecology and protection and preservation of the environment. In this regard,
the further successful development of tourism in this region depends on a number of
measures that need to be taken to improve the quality of existing infrastructure and
suprastructure. Improving the quality of tourism products implies the formation of a diverse
range of services to fulfill the expectations of target market segments, increase revenue,
extend the season, the application of ecological standards, but also to create of a large
number of jobs. So, in this region besides swimming tourism, a focus should be on the
development of: climatic, health and medical tourism, sports (sailing, rowing, windsurfing,
diving, boat renting, training in water sports, etc..), nautical, congress/MICE tourism
(especially out of season), as well as agro-tourism, manifestational with cultural content and
"specialized" forms of tourism for certain market segments (retirees, youth, etc.). In this
context, every coastal city and its surroundings offer various possibilities.

The community zone of Ulcinj represents the southernmost part of Montenegro.
Thanks to its favorable geographical and traffic position, long sandy beaches and river
Bojana it has all predispositions for the development of primarily swimming, sports and
recreational tourism (hunting and sports fishing on the river Bojana, windsurfing, horse
riding on sandy beaches). In addition, healing mud and mineral water, complexes of fertile
agricultural land with olive trees and rich habitats of fauna (especially birds and fish)
provide the foundation for the development of health and eco-tourism (“’bird watching’’ in
the bird park and nature conservation zones). The ethnographic peculiarities, historical
urban core, the spirit of the Orient, archaeological sites, historical and cultural values
represent important resources for the development of cultural and experiential tourism
(staging exotic). The old city of Ulcinj with Budva belongs to the oldest cities on the present
territory of Montenegro. Therefore, in this area it is to expect the development of
swimming, sports and recreational tourism with linking to cultural or ethno-ecological
tourism. For now, Ulcinj Riviera is the only area in the Coastal Region whose receptive
tourist space is not seriously compromised.

The community zone of Bar gravitates also to southern part of Montenegrin coast
and represents a transit point for major transport corridors. It includes the beaches in Canj,
Sutomore, Bar, Dobre Vode and in the picturesque location of Utjeha. It contains many
historical monuments and cultural values, such as the Old Bar which was an important
witness of the Montenegrin history, summer house of Prince Nicholas, the ruins of the
medieval city of Nehaj and three churches in Spi¢ with two altars, preserved cathedrals of
St. George from the thirteenth century, the remains of the monastery Precista Krajinska,
church of Saint Nicholas from the fourteenth century, palace with remains of frescoes and
Turkish bath. From the mountain Rumija, the remains of Turkish aqueduct are still
descending towards the town. Therefore, in addition to nautical and spa tourism, Bar needs
to focus and limit its tourism capacities on the purposes of transit tourism with cultural and
sports programs.

Built tourist facilities, tradition and created reputation of the Budva Riviera, as well
as dissection of the coast with a specific ambiental characteristics of sandy beaches, besides
swimming, give this area an opportunity for the development of other types of tourism.
Historical - urban center of Budva and archaeological sites, as well as numerous religious
objects and cultural monuments (especially the monasteries Rezeviéi, Praskvica, Stanjevici,
Podostrog) provide an opportunity for the development of cultural and religious, whereas
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various programs, festivals, carnivals and sporting events for the development of cultural,
entertaining and manifestational tourism. Congress and MICE tourism are already
represented, and one can expect the development of rural and family tourism in future.
Given that most of the area of this municipality is occupied with building constructions and
used up in non-tourism purposes, undeveloped areas (Jaz, Luéice and Buljarica) will be
focused towards the development of a higher quality tourism supply and exclusive tourism
with a diverse offer.

Kotor Bay is not as attractive to tourists swimmers, but it has tremendous potential
for art lovers, hikers and mountain bikers, lovers of water sports (sailing, surfing) and
diving, as well as for the development of cultural, wellness and health tourism (DEG, 2003).
Because of its aesthetic value the Bay has been added among the thirty most beautiful bays
in the world (Pasinovi¢, 2006). As it has a large number of cultural and historical
monuments and is on the list of endangered objects of universal cultural heritage by
UNESCO, the town of Kotor should be a center of cultural, commercial and scientific
activities in the coastal region. In addition, multi-confessionalism as a result of the
tumultuous history of Montenegro offers a chance for the promotion and utilization of
numerous sacral objects for the growth of religious tourism, which is more and more
prevalent in the world. In the area of this city, there are opportunities for the development of
nautical, rural (Gornji Stoliv, Grbalj), cultural, entertaining and event tourism. Port of Kotor,
after the war in the region is once again included in the cruise ship programs by cruise
operators, and the entire coastal region is characterized by events and ceremonies, some of
which are of indigenous character (eg. "Boka Night", "Boka Navy Ceremonial", "FaSinada"
etc.).

With exceptional conditions for the construction of yacht clubs, it is considered that
Tivat is a great place for boaters, but also for the development of swimming, cultural, health,
sports/recreational (preparations of sportsmen) and conventional tourism (professional
seminars). Among the monuments, the church of Sv. Anton in Kaliman, ruins of the former
Monastery of St. Archangel Michael on the peninsula Prevlaka and the Orthodox Church of
St. Luke in Krtole stand out. On the slopes of Vrmac is a number of very attractive villages
and the gorge Verige has an important role in the transport flows of Kotor Bay. Muddy soil
in the coastal Solila presents a solid base for the development of health tourism, whereas
peninsula Lustice for a highly diversified attractive tourism offer. However, the best
conditions for the development of health and wellness tourism along the whole Montenegrin
coast have Igalo, Prcanj, Petrovac and Ulcinj, while Velika Plaza, Ada Bojana, Jaz, Tivat,
Valdanos, Mamula and Ostrvo cvije¢a are more suitable for the "spa & wellness" and
medical tourism. As a main tourist center specialized in health tourism, with a cultural
function as an important additional component of its development, Herceg Novi (Igalo)
stands out in particular. Mud and olive oil can be used in designing various wellness
products, whereas the ramparts (Clock and Kanli Tower, Spaniola and Forte mare walls)
already serve as a summer stage for traditional film programs, music and theater festivals.

In the end, the mountain ranges Orjen, Lovéen, Sutorman and Rumija in the
hinterland of the coast, with its small traditional mountain villages, a network of fortresses
from the Habsburg period and numerous sacral objects, carry the potential for excursions
and rural tourism, or for walking, hiking, mountain biking and ski tourism in the winter
period. Actual walking tour leads from the mountain Rumija and the hinterland of Ulcinj
with the Skadar Lake, over the mountain ranges of Lovcen to the mountain Orjen. The latter
is located on the border of Montenegro, Croatia and Bosnia & Herzegovina, is suitable for
the development of mountain tourism based on nature discovery programs, mountain safaris
and recreational activities in summer and winter, while special offer includes speleological
objects, pits and caves. Ivanova Korita on Lovéen may be developed into a destination for
tourists of higher demands and expectations, that is a year-round climatic and recreational
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mountain destination. Rumija also makes an interesting picnic area, with pleasant climate
and easy leisure programs, and is suitable for the development of hunting tourism, regarding
fox hunting, rabbit hunting, bear hunting, hunting wild boars and birds.

Conclusion

Since the adoption of the Tourism Master Plan for Montenegro until 2020 (2001.) to
date, a number of measures have been undertaken with an aim to stimulate and facilitate the
development of tourism and attract foreign direct investments. On the other hand, there are
still challenges in qualitative terms to overcome. Besides the coastal region, a greater
involvement of continental and mountainous parts of Montenegro should be expected in the
further development of tourism and hospitality industry, bearing in mind the relative
saturation of the coast. The market segments and target groups that should be in focus in the
future, among others, include: tourists with a built awareness of the human environment,
sports tourists, sailors, cyclists, eco-tourists, seniors, couples, families, hunters, fishermen,
sports divers, skiers, lovers of nature, food and beverages, hikers, tourists interested in
culture, fitness / health, bird watching, golf, mountain biking and other adventure seekers.
Also, the development of agro-tourism, along with the promotion of local products, should
be facilitated by incentives that will encourage families living in villages to work in tourism
as an additional activity (WTTC, 2004). Although it seems a negligible share in total tourist
arrivals and overnight stays, the MICE market should be encouraged futher, because it
generates high returns and provides a year-round business. Finally, only with the
development of these types of tourism a more complete evaluation and diversification of
tourist offer can be expected, whereas that kind of tourism development would be consistent
with the principles of sustainability.
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
