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SOCIAL POSITION, RESIDENTIAL PROBLEMSAND CHARACTERISTICSOF
HOUSEHOLDSAND FAMILIES OF ROMA POPULATION IN BELGRADE

Abstract: The social most endanger inhabitants in Belgrade is the ethnic group of Roma. Social
isolation, ghetto lifestyle and deficiency interest of Roma population for overall social development, in relation
with other contents of Roma ethnic culture, makes definite influence on different aspects of their life. Residential
problems in Roma population are the most evidence form of their misery. The attrition process and addition
number of households, as one of indicators of modernization, stream slow and show correlation dependence
between caste and residential problems. According to final results of Census in 2002, the largest concentration of
declare Roma was in Belgarde (total number was 19.191 apropos 17.7% in total Roma population in Serbia).
Percent stake of single and binomial households in total number of Roma households in Belgarde was 24.7% in
regard the same stake on Belgrade level (47%). More visibility differences are in five to ten members’ households;
in Roma population stake was 38.8%, plural more than same stake on Belgrade level. Research results of Roma
population in Belgrade come into view family mode organization, thus 62% Roma population in Belgarde lives in
extended families. Other kinds of family organization are cognizable only in fragments or in modify types where
family relationships don’t import collective households.

Key words: Roma population, household structure, residential problems, family, caste, census, ethnic distance.
Introduction

Although the ethnic group of Roma is the social most endanger inhabitants in
Belgrade, we did not explore real level of their economic backwardness. Social segregation,
ghetto life style and deficiency interest of Roma to overall social development, along with
other contents of Roma ethnic culture, directly make the influence on different aspects of
their life. Does the Roma population improve their social-economic position? According to
census data, we could offer only the partly answer because predisposition for Roams in
certain circumstances to change the national declaration and thus mask true demographic
picture. Undoubtedly the greatest progress in this regard is the termination of the Roma from
the nomadic past, they at least gave perspective the opportunity to quickly catch up with
time and space in which they live and offered hope for a deeper transformation. However,
disregarding the environment in which they live, the Roma have long cultivated professions
that are long outdated and whose need has almost none of their environment, so they were
forced to frequent migrations that affected both the full vanish their economic activities as
well as to their residential problems and social situation in general. The effect of these
factors associated with specific patterns cultural-civilization and deeply entrenched habits
and mentality of Roma, has led the transition to some kind of family structure and
characteristics of Roma households. In the period after the Second World War, the increase
in the number of households in Belgrade took place at a faster rate than population growth is
taking place. The question is: why is this trend, which was universal and caused by the
major social and economic changes, rapid industrialization, urbanization and overall
modernization of all sectors of society, isn't manifested in Roma population. On the
contrary, the process of fragmentation and an increase in the number of households as an
indicator of modernization, in Roma population in Belgrade has flowed more slowly and
clearly indicated on the correlative dependence social position and residential problems.

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According to the census of population, households and dwellings 2002™, the total
number of declared Roma in Serbia (excluding Kosovo and Metohja) was 108 193 which
makes a contribution of 1.44% of the total population of Serbia and places them in third
place in the number of national minorities (Hungarians and Bosniaks behind). Of the total
number of declared Roma in Serbia, 73.1% live in the territory of Central Serbia, and 26.9%
in Vojvodina. The largest concentration of declared Roma lives in Belgrade, where there are
19,191 or 17.7% of their total number in Serbia. According to the same results, the number
of Roma households in Belgrade amounted to 4986, with an average size of about 4
members (3.8), of which 38.8% of Roma households had 5 or more members.

The social position of Roma population in Serbia

On contemporary life and customs of the Roma in Serbia has a great impact overall
process of socio-economic development. For centuries, Roma expressed desire to preserve
their traditional cultural heritage and identity. Along with that, as of XX century, the Roma
are more intense effort to move from an archaic-patriarchal way of life in a modern form of
national life that is based on the progress. Roma are gradually incorporated into the socio-
economic community in the geographic environment in which they live, mainly as carriers
of jobs in industries that others did not want or were unable to perform (street cleaning,
work on the graveyards, garbage disposal, etc.)..

Since ancient times the Roma in Serbia have all the rights and obligations as other
nations. In the period from 1919-1941, there were a variety of professions and working
activities. In addition to numerous traditional crafts that have performed as professional
workers, among them was industrial workers, teachers, priests, officers, doctors, lawyers
and other professions.

For the period of 1945-1991, many authors claim that the Roma in Serbia have
reached a decent level of social emancipation, and that the socialist structure of the former
Yugoslavia responded the process of drawing Roma rigid framework of traditional life.
Thus, states that among the Roma in this period was ..." artisans of all types of traditional
and new crafts, traders, industrial workers, farmers, doctors, nurses and medical technicians,
engineers, lawyers, professors, teachers and teacher, curator museums, educated
professional musicians, members of the Army staff officers, policemen, priests, actors. At
the gym and sports, in particular stand out as a boxer and wrestler, in some cities there are
Roma football clubs, folklore and amateur theater company and Roma"(T Vukanovic.,
1983.).

Although this period is linked to improvement of living standards, life and customs
of the vast majority of Roma in Serbia was based on the traditional-patriarchal way of life
which took place in its own social isolation, on the outskirts of modern civilization, in the
heavy material and cultural backwardness. This fact is confirmed by the Roma ethnic
mimicry in the hope that they would renounce their own ethnic identity to take a decision,
primarily for social problems.

Unique in that it has never treated the Roma as a problem, SFR Yugoslavia has
been among the advanced countries in its attitude towards Roma. Unlike other Eastern
European countries where Roma live, the Yugoslav authorities were not seriously addressed
the problems of the Roma, or had a policy specifically aimed at the Roma population.

Social changes of the Roma population are based mainly on their youth movement
and the social conditions of the environment in which they live. With the first official use
term "Rom" in the census 1971 year, started a series of " sporadic attempts" to develop the
cultural rights of Roma, which lasted until the eighties of XX century. The first publications
in the Romani language are related far more to 1935th, when the magazine published in
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Belgrade under the name of "Gypsy" newspaper (Romano LIL). As of March 1935 this
journal was published once a month. Journal "Voice of Roma" which appeared 1973rd was
conceived as a means of informing the Roma in the whole of Yugoslavia, but because of
financial problems has repeatedly disappeared. As time went by Roma are given the
opportunity to present their social life and through electronic media. Of 23 July 1981*
waves at the Belgrade radio Studio B began broadcasting the first show on the life and
works of Roma, called "Listen People" (ASunen Romalen). The existence of this show was
the merit of people who participated in its realization (Rom society activists in Belgrade and
employees at the station Studio B) and that all costs are paid for personal technology
devices. Due to good music, interesting guests, and the most current news about the Roma,
this show was at the top of the station's audience (Stepi¢ M., 1985.).

After this pioneering move in the media space of Belgrade, started founding
editorial on the Romani language and on other radio and TV stations so that Roma are
entering the media space given the opportunity to present a wider audience characteristics
related to their cultural identity.

The disintegration of the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and the
beginning of civil war has changed the form of organization of Roma. Results of the
progress in the social recognition of ethno-cultural identity through participation in social
life of Belgrade and Serbia which was made by Roma until 1991 have been seriously
questioned. Entering the multiparty system in the political life of Serbia is completely
distorted the essence of the organization of the Roma and convert their organizations to
Roma associations of citizens, who have been forced to deal with humanitarian issues, and
generally finding donors for the rehabilitation of social misery, which is in war conditions is
significant. During the nineties years of the twentieth century, formed the first Roma
political parties, which was supposed to mean, and their entry into active political life, but
also the chance that the Roma themselves affect their lives. In practice, it was shown that at
least benefit from such political involvement of Roma people had, since Roma parties were
often the target of various political manipulators who they were because of personal interest
and give them promises that were never realized.

States no longer had interest in solving problems encountered Roma population and
the Roma were left to their own and an academic discussion, which enabled the mass
emergence of nongovernmental organizations (NGOs), which, at most, in their programs
include activities in the field of humanitarian work, social integration and education.
However, the activity of most of these organizations has been dependent on financial
support for the implementation of ongoing projects. At the moment, when the missing
money, the activity of many non-governmental organizations to become a fiction.

Today's moment in the life of the Roma in Belgrade is slightly different than the
nineties of XX century for several reasons. First, the general social climate in Serbia is
favorable for the entire population, and therefore for the Roma. Serbia's path to the
European Union is covered by various obstacles in the form of standards that states must
meet, and the central place of course, takes its relationship to human and minority rights.
The fact that the Roma in Serbia are among the most vulnerable group of national
community, puts them in a priority group, which means that the activities aimed at solving
the problems of the Roma under the scrutiny of the international public. In addition goes
intensive cooperation of Government with many international organizations dealing with
minority issues and forming Government institutions whose are actively engaged in solving
problems faced by Roma population.

The biggest step forward was made in February 2002 when the then Federal
Republic of Yugoslavia adopted a law on protection of freedoms and rights of national
minorities, which recognized the status of the Roma national minority and guaranteed
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protection of individual and collective rights. "In order to implement the provisions of the
Act, the Ministry of Human and Minority Rights, with the help of international
organizations-the OSCE, UNHCR, UNDP, OHCHAR, the UNOCHA, UNICEF and the
World Bank, has formed a team which produced a draft Strategy for the Integration and
Empowerment of Roma, which covers residential, education, economic empowerment,
social and health care, political participation, information and media, culture, problems of
discrimination, particularly by treating the issue of women, internally displaced persons and
asylum-returned"?.

Ministry of Human and Minority Rights has also formed "The Secretariat for Roma
National Strategy", which was started in April 21 2003.

In this way, the state is again placed in the position holders of the main activities to
solve the problems faced by Roma, which gives the opportunity and hope that priority Roma
organization in the future be, above all, the promotion of their ethno-cultural identity, not
just search for financial donors aimed at solving social status.

Residential problems of Romain Belgrade

Residence is one of the most important elements of everyday life of individuals,
families and social and ethnic groups in general. Stan is a material merit that has its
quantitative features, quality, form and institutional status. The above properties flat certain
social status, role and symbolic belonging to tenants. Sociological approach to residence is
characterized by studying the causes and consequences of residence shortages, as well as
differences in the distribution of social and shortages. Lowest social strata (poor) is the
hardest hit by residential crisis in a residential deficit, residential unfitness to the individual
and family needs, inequality residential status of persons belonging to certain social strata
and social segregation by place of residence.

Whereas the residence is determined by ranking of individual and social groups in
the social division of labor in the production and distribution of material wealth, social
power and reputation, it means that in considering the residential problem of Roma should
start with the social position of Roma as an ethnic minority, or the general social framework
of their residence. Social position of Roma, who determines their standard of living is
related to the issue of their integration at the level of local communities, their cultural
identity and multi-ethnic coexistence in the city area. There are many theoretical
considerations and practical solutions to integrate people, communities, and countries
(economy, civilization, ethnic integration). However, resistance to integration, as a leveling
process, are also numerous and very widespread both in developed and developing
countries.

The residential situation of Roma is the most visible form of their poverty. Of
course, not all Roma are poor, but on the whole, they are poorer than non-Roma-majority
population. When we discuss about Roma, we could talk about "ethno strata status, and sub
proletarian position which is main characteristic of the discriminated minority groups"
(Mitrovi¢ A., 1992).

Typically, illegally built and abandoned wild Roma settlements are unsafe and
unhygienic segregated settlements, mostly made up of poor, sometimes waste materials with
poor municipal infrastructure, where the inhabitants live off or poorly integrated into local
and global society. Way of life and values in such areas as marked by the culture of poverty,
as well as product adaptation and reaction of Roma poverty of their marginal position in
contemporary society. Sociologists believe that the way out of poverty, at the theoretical

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level, should be sought within the framework of the theory of social layers and changes, not
in the theory of culture of poverty because “of the perceptions about the culture of poverty
and misery to the ideology of blame the victim did not come a long way” (Vujovi¢ S.,
1993)..

Roma in Belgrade are settled in peripheral areas, with the exception of those which
are due to expansion of the city, survived the inner-city area (Old Fair, Gazelle, Marinkova
bara, etc.). Examples of Roma residence in urban residential buildings and units are rare.
Such examples are visible, for example, in the settlement Cukaricka padina, where, at the
end of the eighties of the twentieth century, on the site of the former Roma settlements, built
complex of residential buildings. In these buildings there are Roma who were received
apartments in exchange for destroyed houses, but their number decreased significantly in the
last 20 years. In fact, the majority of Roma from this location has sold its newly built
apartments. Insufficient adaptation in the new environment could be seen to remain Roma
population. They are; therefore, distinguish themselves in their own ethnically homogeneous
settlements even when they have solved residential conditions. However, the spatial distance
for two-way and non-Roma population does not want to live in the Roma neighborhood.
Ethnic and spatial distance are established because of confronting prejudice, distrust towards
members of other ethnic and racial groups and their inherent way of life. On the occasion of
this phenomenon we can talk about “space stereotypes”, which are formed on their
perception of the Roma settlements and the perception of the settlement by non-Roma
population, those ethnically different citizens who live in other parts of the city.

The level of social integration of Roma population in Belgrade changes in time and
space. Dissatisfaction Roma population of Belgrade rarely gets organized forms of
manifestation, usually because of lack of courage and feelings that protests can have no
effect. Being poor, means a rule, to be irrelevant and powerless. In order to establish the
social integration of Roma in Belgrade, it is necessary to the existence of a relatively high
level of sharing aspirations and problems in the community, positive social adaptation to the
situation and the relatively same level of endanger feeling of all members. However, we
could conclude that the Roma in Belgrade “haven't got offer for their assimilation or
cultural pluralism, but we expect of them only partial acculturation, which does not lead to
social and structural integration” (Mitrivi¢ A., 1992).

Characteristics of Roma households and familiesin Belgrade

The individual structure of the population, natural movement of the population and
migrations are in the largely depend of economic characteristics, organization and size of
households. In large urban areas such as Belgrade, it is noticeable impact of modernization
of society in the transformation of households, primarily in terms of their composition and
size. "It means, this areas are leading in the transformation process of households to reduce
their average family size and the decreasing number of children in the family, changes in
marital behavior, aging population and prolonged life. All of these influences to change the
structure of households by number of members in modern societies, especially large urban
areas, marked by strong growth and share single households and binomial households, a
slight increase three-households and stagnation or slight decline in four-households, the
decline in the share of households with five or more members. In most development
European countries share of single-member and binomial households is 50%, while in some
cities, only a single-member households reached that share"(Petrovi¢ M., 1999).

However, changes in the structure of households are not equal in all societies, and
dependent on many factors as economic. In societies with advanced economy larger share of
households is with fewer members. The same is for households within the same society,
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provided that in addition to economic factors can have an important role, and cultural
factors, especially in multiethnic societies. According to data of census of population,
households and dwellings in 2002, the average size of households in Belgrade amounted to
about 3 members (2.7), while the average size of Roma households in Belgrade amounted to
approximately 4 members (3.8), of which 38.8% of Roma households had 5 or more
members (table: 1.)

Share single and binomial households in the total number of Roma households in
Belgrade in 2002 amounted to only 24.7%, which is approximately twice less than in the
same proportion at the City of Belgrade (47%). More visible differences are in the structure
of households with 5 or more members, where that share at Roma in Belgrade was 38.8%
and it was four times higher compared to the same share at the City of Belgrade, which

amounted to 10.4 % (figure 1.).

Results of field research carried out 20-30. August 2006, at the seven sites that
were inhabited by Roma (Makis$, Obrenovacki put Banovo brdo, Sajam, Gazela, Marinkova
bara and street of Vojislav I1i¢) in five municipalities of Belgrade (Cukarica, Savski Venac,
Novi Beograd, Vozdovac and Zvezdara) indicate the significant differences in relation to
official statistics regarding the structure of Roma households in Belgrade, according to the
number of members. The study included 294 persons of Roma nationality (1.5% of the total
number of Roma in Belgrade, according to the census of 2002.), living in 52 households, of
which polled 100 participants aged 18-54 years. According to the results of field research
and share single and binomial Roma households is 15.3%, while the largest share five
members’ households (23.1%). It is also apparent difference in the share of households with
five or more members. According to the census of 2002, that share amounted to 38.8%,
while the results of field research that share was 73% (Table: 2). In terms of the structure of
households by number of members, thus the difference is expected because the survey
covered most of the households in Roma settlements in the occupied economically poorest
strata of the Roma in Belgrade, while the census results are included in the Roma
households are in the process of integration of partial or up transformed.

According to family composition, family households are dominated, of which 50%
of waste in households with one family.

In studying the Roma in Yugoslavia, Tatomir Vukanovi¢ stated that their social
organization is a very interesting phenomenon, which is organized in a rather archaic way
and is not significantly vulnerable to the processes of urbanization and modernization of
society in general. He separated following the social order at Roma:

e “Family-the basic family composed of husband, wife and their minor children
are unable to work are at the first place. When children grow up and get marry, if they do
not suit, there is an extended family. This type of family is commonly found in farmers and
craftsmen, both in villages and in towns.

e Family (Kind)-all by male relatives as well as the female line, regardless of
whether you live in an extended family or kin cooperative or not, called the family (Kind)
name.

e Cooperative kinship-when one extended family, especially of a few dozen
family members in the household makes cooperative kinship. With the progress of culture
and civilization, this type of society is falling apart at Roma.

e Kinds-kinship members of the male line, who live in more houses, make kins.
These are close relatives-cousin.

e Brotherhood-blood relatives of the men's line, and five circles of kinship, are a
fraternity. They have the same habits, and not married to each other.

e Fis (tribe)-it is the kinship institution, which originated from a common
ancestor, the six circles and beyond. Fis is the most common among the Roma in Kosovo
and Metohija under the influence of the Albanian population, as the Orthodox Roma, as well
as for Roma Muslims. It is not used to marry each other between Roma from the same Fis; it
is retrieved from the tribal organization of Albanians” (T. Vukanovi¢, 1983.).

In demographic researches, we could study families from several aspects (size,
type, organization, etc..), and the results are used to better explain and considered the
changes in the demographic development.

From the literature it is known, that in all the Roma community in Serbia, father
has the greatest power in the family (absolute master). It is based on the patriarchal
mentality of the Roma in Serbia, religious beliefs and dogmas of Islam and Christianity
(depending on which religion belongs to). We should add ancient custom of buying brides,
which is illegal but can still meet with Roma. Bride price determined by the father in law-
and bride’s father. Then father of the family become carrier right over bride's family. With
Roma's common that when the husband supports his family, then he and her master. If both
spouses are employed, the master of the family is a father, as well as in the case where only
women is employed.

By the results of field research, some of these characteristics of the Roma families
have been confirmed and is still current, while some of those lost, or culturally and
traditional are and non-specific for some Roma groups. Thus, in terms of social
organization, research results indicate the family way of organizing; 62% of Belgrade's
Roma live in extended families, while others live in basic families (figure 2). Familial
organization of the Roma in Belgrade is known only in fragments. It has been modified,
because no relatives of the man's and women’s line, and their family connections don't
include the common household. Institutions such as cooperative kinship, gender,
brotherhood and fis, among Belgrade's Roma most likely no longer exist.

In basic families, the husband has the greatest impact, which usually maintain a
family and decide on everything, while in the extended families, for the question “who is the
leader of family’’; the most answer was "grandfather". The results of research show that the
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religious cognition isn't cause for their patriarchal way of life; also, husband has no
unlimited impact.

It is also noticeable that the traditional framework of family life is more liberalized
on the Roma populations who are more settled or were born in Belgrade than in the Roma
who have recently moved.

Conclusion

Regardless social isolation, residential problems and periphery position in all main
processes of society modernization, Roma population in Belgrade confront with important
demographic and other changes, which could leave them from traditional to living phase of
development. The influence of margin society position of Roma population in Belgrade (and
in Serbia), is the most evidence on their large residential problems which could not be
decided by competency municipal and government institutions too. Changes of household’s
structures (principally in number of members) were slowly in Roma population, than in total
population of Belgrade and there were under the influence of residential deficit. Powerful
construction uptown, especially after World War II until 1990, had small influence on Roma
in Belgrade because of few reasons, whereof precede bad social-economic position, and
specific understanding of residential culture.

According to final results of Census in 2002, percent stake of single households in
total number of Roma households in Belgrade was 9.7% and approximately double less than
same stake on Belgrade level (22.5%). Percent stake of single, binomial and tripartite
households in total number of Roma households in Belgrade was 40.7% in regard the same
stake on Belgrade level (67.47%). At the slowly process of attrition Roma households,
shows and data for households which consists of five to ten members; percent stake of
Roma households in Belgrade which consists of five to ten members was 38.8%, or plural
more than same stake on Belgrade level, and the largest difference is at percent of five
members households. However, at researching household structure it is need to know that
exist the differences isn’t only influence of economic (residential) factors, than and
demographic. Different birth rate and rate of natural increase according to nationality is
especially reported at Roma ethic group. With crude birth rate of 23%o, and rate of natural
increase of 17, 8%o, Roma population in Belgrade belongs in group of most vitality and
youngest ethnic communities with clear advantage to age structure. There describe values
show massive influence of demographic factors in forming of structure Roma households,
which together with social-economic and residential factors make doubt reduction of Roma
households in the nearly future.
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
